Transportation Will Mean
: Great Movement in Rap-

i idly Growing District.

[

| Development work, in the building
%f houses and making of public im-
provements, is proceeding at a rate
nnprecedented in the St. Clair and
Eglinton avenue districts. Property
prices are naturally reflecting the up+
building of this section of the city and
the suburbs, and to the extent that it
ds now almost impossible to get land
wuitable for building purposes at less
than $60 a foot south of St. Clair. If
wny can be picked up at that price it
‘46 1n odd lots. Activity in this north-
west section sort of centres jaround

Dufferin street, which is the best pav-
ed street running over the hill west
wof Yonge street. It is in the area a
half mile or so east and west of Duf-
- ferin etreet that progress is most re-
markable. In ‘that area the streets
south of St. Clair that are foremost in
building and improvement operations
are Rushton and Bracondale avenues,
Christie street and the streets on Oak-
awood. There are many other thoro-
farées that are piled with building ma-
tterial and blocked by below-surface
installations, but the mentioned streets
wmre representative of the greatest ac-
Rivity. ;

North of St. Clair the streets being
featured by building. operations and
by real estate movements are Glen-
thoime, Lauder and Appleton aVenues,
with of course most of the building

*being done being of the brick class

. mear St. Clair.. But all thru that dis-
wrict, contiguous to Dufferin street,
hundreds of frame and stucco houses
wmre being built. They are not the
rough-and-tumble dwelling of the
whacktown breed that marked Earls-
court’'s early days, but they are neat
roomy houses, with all the conveni-
ences of city life. The area being dot-

. ted thickly with the lightly built house
extends now as far north as the Grand
Trunk’s Belt Line and in a few places,
beyond—at Dufferin street notably.

Easy to Get Material.

This. extension of dwellings up north
of Eglinton avenue has been to some
extent induced by the material-hand-
ling facilities afforded by the Belt Line.
The various building supply firms on
this railway are rushed with work.
Cars of lumber are unloaded the same
day as left, and therefore many of the
firms have been able to get along for
e while without the sidings which the
Grand Trunk is putting in on some of
the properties. The improvement work
'which is being done on the Belt Line
‘Raillway is only part of the public and
transportation work that is evident in
the district. On St. Clair avenue the
Bell Telephone Co. has almost com-
pleted the placing of its wires under-
ground. Energy has recently been put
into the civic car line construction and
the work has progressed at a speed
wvery cheering to residents who have
been waiting years for cars while the
work. dallied along. They have been
assured of a service early in the sum-
mer and it now looks as if this latest
promise would be kept.

Long Line of Stores Expected.

- The coming of the cars is making
considerable change in the frontage of
the street. The strip between Lake-
view avenue and Dufferin street will
fll right in with stores. Prices are in-
creasing now as the land is wanted for
buildings. On Eglinton avenue, a mile
and a quarter north of St. Clalr, the
fnevitable movement in realty wvalues
s on In earnest. The likelithood that
ail the great district right up to Eg-
linton avenue will be brought into the
city within a month is a big factor,
maturally. Eglinton and Dufferin cor-
mers are said to be worth $100 a foot.
Near to Dufferin the prices are higher
than they are at Bathurst street, due
entirely to the fact that the section is
pretty well built up at Dufferin; prices
of $60 a foot are not uncommon. Forty
dollars is an average around Bathurst
sireet, and from Bathurst to Yonge
#35 a foot is considered a .low figure,
with lots in the. Avenue road district
bringing considerably more. But the
odd prejudice that exists against the
south side of business streets shows
ftaclf on Eglinton avenue, where it will
be many months, even with the rapid
development, before the street can be
used for stores.

What the residents and realty in-
terests of the Eglinton and Dufferin
avenue sections are counting on is the

aequiring by the city of the street
railway system. No less than six lines
running into that district have been

recommended by the traffic experts,
whosge advice for new services the city
will probably take.

What the districts most need is car
gervice; they will progress in startiing
fashion given transportation—that is
indicated by the manner in which this

part of the suburbs has grown, tho
nearest car services are yet a mile,
two miles, or more, away.
