The University of Toronto has given
“leave of absence” with full pay to
the ‘three German professors who had
not taken out their haturalization pa-
pers at the outbreak of the war. -An
official statement was issued last
night ‘by Sir Edmund Walker on be-
half of the board of governors, which
read as follows: ¢

“The charges against the professors
‘were. not substantiated, but in view of
all the difficulties.surrounding. the sit-
uation the board has-given leave of
‘absence until the end of the session:
to Professors Mueller,

“Does this mean leave of absenece
with salary?' asked The World re-
porter. ‘

“Certainly,” replied Sir ¥dmund,
“that is what leave of absence means.”

LONDON, Dec. 4, 9.30 p.m.—Field
Marshal -Sir John French in a de-
spatch covering the report. of General
Archibald Paris, who commanded the
British Naval Brigade at Antwerp,
gives further testimony to the good
effect the sending of that fofce to the
assistance of the Belgians had on the
ellies’ campaign generally, and . thus
further supports the action of Win-
ston .Spencer Churchill, first lord of
the admiralty, wio has been eriti-

cised for sending it. General French
says:

“Altho the results did not include
the actual saving of the fortress, the
action of the force under Generil
Paris certainly delayed the enemy for
a considerable time and assisted the
Belgian army to be withdrawn ia a
condition to enable it to ‘reorganize
and regain its value as a fighting
force,

Belgians’ Timely Aid. :

. “The destruction of war materia!
and ammunition, which but for t.ae
intervention of this force would have
proved of great value to the enemy,
was thus able to be carried oul. The
: assistance which the Belgian army
has rendered thruout tae subsequent
{ course of operations on the canal and
i Yser River, has been a valuable asset
ity the allied cause, and suci »eip
'must be regarded as the outcome of
tae intervention of General Paris’
force.

“I am further of the gpinion that
the moral effect produced on tie minds
of the Belgian army by this neces-
sarily deésperate attempt to give them
succor before it was too late, has been
of great value to their use and effici-
ency as a fighting foree.”

Unexplained Causes.

General Paris, in his report, says
the capture of some of his brigade
{and the internment in Holland of
i others: was due to the fact that: the
roads were crowded wita refugees,
‘to fatigue and partly to “at present
unexplained causes.”

When Antwerp was bombarded Gen-
eral Paris says. the water supply was
cut off and the whole city would have
been des‘royed by fire had there been
any wind.

This notice says that after
Dec. 10, within a specific area of the
channel, all lightships, buoys and sig-
nal lights are likely to be. withdrawn
or shifted. Advice is given merchant
vessels that navigation within this area
will be éxceedingly dangerous with-
out the aid of pilots- who are to be
stationed in certain ports.

The North German Liloyd  steamer
Berlin, which was recently interned
at Trondhjem, Norway, had, accord-
ing to a statement issued by the Bri-
tish admiralty tonight, probably: been
engaged in extensive mine
erations.

Wnen the Berlin put into Trond-
hjem, the admiralty says, she Wwas

‘almost empty of coal and with  her
speed considerably reduced,

due, pre-
sumably, to fast steaming.”
Many Mines Sighted.

Continuing the report says:

‘“‘She has especially been fitted for
mine laying, but so far as known, she
now ‘has no mines on beard, the pro-
bability being ihat these have been
sown on the high seas under cover
of darkness. ¥From past experience;
it is known that the track of mer-
chant shipping, neutral as well ag Bri-
ush, is a favored locality for this op-
eration.

“German floating mines are con-
stantly being sighted. On many oc-
casions these mines have proved to
be still dangerous. Merchant vessels
should, tnerefore, be warned of the
grave‘of danger ‘to‘which they are ex-
posed. They must bear in mind that
wuters which, owing to. their great
depuh, - heretofore have been ded
as comparatwvely safe, must now be
navigated with caution.”
