Hon. J. D. Reid, acting minister of
Ppublic works for Canada, was in the
ciy yesterday, and following a con-
ference with the Canadian Stewart
Company and their sub-contractors,
he stated that all wages due would be
paid® yesterday. 'This was not done,
and it was learned last night that Lhe
money would not be forthcoming un-
til Wednesday mom_ing. :

Work Unsatisfactory?

The delay in pavment was caused:

by some of the work done by a sub-
contractor not being satisfactory to
the Canadian Stewart Company; who
rvefused to pay for same, and the men
had -to suffer. .

The acting minister. who is minis-
ter of customs, stated that he was
not in close touch with the harbor
situation, altho he had been inform-
ed.by the Canadian Stewart Company
that they were ready to alter any de-
fects reported by the commission now
imvestigating.

t Report Not Ready.

So far as he knew the report on
the work had not heen completed.
“The - whole matter,” said Dr- Reid,
“ig" in the hands of Hon. Robert Rogers.
who is awaiting the report of the
commission.”

Company's Explanation.

Mr. Stewart of the Canadia Stew-
art Company states that there is no
mystery as far as his dompany 'is
concerned. Only ‘T per cent. of  the
amount of their contracts in connec-
tion with the harbor has been done
to date, and certain defects have been
alleged in a portion of this work done
by sub-contractors: “This is being
investigated,” said Mr. Stewart, “but
as the work is under water the pro-
cess is slow and the report is being
delayed. When the report -is out,”
he continu=d, “any corrections neces-
sary will be made, if not by the sub-

cbptractors thén By our company.”

ROME, via Paris, Aug. 9.—The fol-
low§ng official statement was issued
tonight at the headquarters of the
Italian general staff:

“On the Upper Comelico (Cadore)
our troops established themselves
solidly on Cimo Undici. *

“In Carnia one of our détachments
defe‘ndmg Cavallo Pass between
Frelkofel‘and Val Grande attacked
the Austrian trenches opposite on the
morning of the 7th and drove out the
occupants. * At nightfall the enemy -in
force attempted to recover this posi-
tion., but was repulsed with heavy
losses,

“In the Plava zZone our troops oc-
cupiedr Some enemy entrenchments
near - Zagora and Paljano, taking a
quantity of ammunition, hand gren-
ades and trench mortars.

“On the Carso Plateau the action
continqes to develop favorably for us.

“During yesterday the enemy again
began to throw bombs on the Mon-
falcone shipyards, causing a fresh out-
bree}k of fire which was mastered
rapidly by our valiant troops altho
they were shelled continuously by the
enemy’s artillery.”

For. the first time in a week the
farmers out in the county were able
yvesterday to make some slight head-
way along harvest lines, _}t’.lo few of
them were able to begin active work
on the land; only in a few cases could
cutting be carried on with any degree
of satisfaction. In Markham and
Scarboro and in Whitchurch, where

the land is more rolling and the soil
lighter, a few binders were going, but
at best the work was unsatisfactory
and the drive wheel plowed deep fur-
rows in the yielding soil,

None of the farmers so far have be-
gun to throw apart the stooks, the
moisture in the land and the threaten-
ing nature of the weather giving little
encouragement for arything of that
kind, waich, however, will be  done
before drawing in is on the way. With
the best of weather it will be Thurs-
day or Friday before harvesting is in
full swing. When it does come there
will be a rush to finish cutting the
great bulk of barley and oats, espe-
cially barley, being dead. ripe. Green
oats, which went down in Tuesday’s
fierce storm, are as flat as ever and
show signs of rust.

Others have taken the same course.
Whether due to the wet weather or
from whatever cause, the potato crop
over the central part of Ontario this
year gives less promise than for years.
In many fields the tops have a yellow
unhealthy appearance and the potato
bugs during the wet season have rav-
aged the crops, doing an immense
amount of damage. '
