Pea vines, grssses, otc.,
grow luxurisntly, and we saw no indications
of frost until the middle of- September. The

top soil, u rich vegetable mould, is from two
to three foot deop, on an underlying stratum
of clay. ‘The district is part of the bed of
the anciont lnke which at one time covered
Muy_itoba, end the earth doposits theroare the
samo as elsowhero in the province, A great
fire swopt over the country seoven or eight
years sgo, destroying extensive areas of valu-
able timf)or; now there are but o few
comparatively smell patches loft.”

There has been & lare increase in bucter
makipg in Russia of late. The immenso
areas of pasture lands which Russia pos-
sosses from the shores of the Baltic to the
Sea of Azof ronders that country eminently
suitable for the prosecution of the butter
industry, and co-operative dairies have been
started in the different districts of that vast
ompire, and it i3 thought that the product
of the dairies, which bhas met with a
fair sale in France will soon find its way to
tho markets of Great Britain in large quan-
tities, Hitherto Russian butter has had a

' limited saly in England.

The Miniota Dairy company shipped & car
load of cheese last Saturday.

Froight Rates and Trafic Mattors

The Montreal Trade Bulletin of October 4,
says: The market for grain freights is ex-
coedingly quiet. Epgagoments have trans-
pired at-1s 8d to 1s 4id for Liverpool, and we
quote 15 8d t» 1s 6d London and Glaszow
quotations range from 2s to2s 6d. Consider-
ablesack flour is going forward, and rates
arequoted at 7s 6d to Liverpoo!, 11s 84 to
Glascow, and 103 London. Engagements are
reported in cheess at 20s Liverpool, 13s
London, 253 Glasgow, and 253 Bristol. A
few apples are going forward at 2s to Liver-
pool, 8s to Glasgow and 23 6d-to London and
Bristol, Cattle dull at 40s from Kingston to
Montreal, the wheat rate is 2}c.

The impression in grain circles seems to be
that lako freights will run higher than usual
this fall. Last fall lake freights did not go
high, not much basiness having been done
at over 8 oents, Daluth or Fort William to
Buffalo. This year rates havo been above
8 conts for soma time, and will likely
highor before the close of navigation. The
formation of the grain syndicate in Winni-
peg has had a salutary offect in kesping down
lake grain rates, and tho saving on this
scoro has gone into the pockats of the farm-
ars of Manitoba. Ons fall previous tothe
formation of the syndicato the rate on wheat
from Fort William to Buffialo touched 12
cents per bashel.

Financial and Ingurance Matters.

Thoe rate of interest on depusits at tho
banks has been reduced, says tho Montreal
Trado Bulletin, fron 8} to8 percont. Special
long time deposits may comraand 8} per cont.,
but that rato is the very outside. Owing to
the abundanco of money and the difficulty of
finding desirable investments, bankers claim
that 8 per cont. is all they can pay for ordin-
ary doposits, ‘Thoro are {air offerings of mér-
cantile paper {or discount at 6 per cent,, and

The 5 per cont, added totho insurance rates
in Manitoba to cover the provincial govern-
ment tax has been abolished. “The local
agonts were not in favor of this extra rate,
and through their representation it has been
romoved.

Wheat Stocks.

The visible supply of wheat in the United
States and Canada, east of the Rocky Moun-
tains, for the week ended Oct. 5, 1893, shows
an increase of 1,064,000 bushels, against an in-
creazse of 2,204,000 for the -corresponding
week Jast year and an increase of 2,747,000
bushels the corresponding weck two years
ago.
