There are many who claim that a
mother’s authority over her children s
e thing of the past, that parental dis-
cipline exists no longer and that chil-
dren do as they please.

Surely this is a very dark view of the
case. I do not think that children we
hear about and read about were meem=~
ingly more obedient and consulted
their parents’ wishes for a& much longar
period than the children of today, but
that obedience was instilled by fear.
These days there is a healthy compan-
fonship » between parents and,children
that was not dreamed of a generation:
ago.

The pessimist insiste that the “chum”
theory is based .on a genuine under-
standing. There is still a goodly am-
ount ©of authority in it; but I' confess
in many cases there might be more.

Mothers who lack this authority are
the last ones to recognize the fact. The
children are quick enough to know it.

The development, keeping and in-
creasing of the mother’s authority over
the child is one of the most important
things we  have' .to deal with. It is
based on instilling the habit of obedi-
ence in children. Along with the ex-
ercize of authority there must be a
growth of confidence on'the child’'s
part in the wisdom and loving kind-
ness of the mother's decisions. The
result of this growth is the real com-
radeship that every parent and child
longs to enjoy.

Yesterday we spoke of explaining to
a child the reason for dJdecisions, so
that he might understand thelr jus-
tice, and not lose falth in his judge.

Common senss must be brought into
play to decide just when these explan-
ations should be made. When a child
s sore with disappéintment, an at-
