 Niagara Falls, Ont, Feb. 26.—(Spe-
" ¢lal)—If traveling and freight busi-
ness is a sign of coming prosperity and l

boom, hard times should soon be a
thing of the past. Figures from the
M.C.R. at this point show that the
freight for the two first months of this
year, and especially ‘during the past
three weeks, has surpassed all records
in the history of that company. Up to
the 21st inst., this year, 2000 more cars
had passed over the cantilever bridge
than during the whole 29 days of the
same month last year, and last night
jast year’s February record had been
excelled by 9000 cars.’ On Sunday, the
4th, 104 trains were handled at Mon-
trose yard, 53 in and out west and 61
in and out east.

Freight business on the G.T.R. has
also been very heavy, but the M,C.R.

‘ e¢laim they handle more cars on their

double track bridge in one week than
go over the suspension bridge in one
‘morth. The Trunk, however, are han-
dicapped by their trains being limited
to 12 cars on account of the bridge
This will be remedied when the new

JUJU AND TABOO,

The Religion of Benin and Its Connection
With the Atrocities.

The civilized yorld.is struck aghast
at the horrors of the Benin court and
the spectacle of innocent men and wo
mer hanging crucified in Gwato Hous?,
and of roads to and from the city lined
on elther side by men and women ciru-
cified, impaled, mutilated and half-
buried alive in the ground. And such
horrors are no momentary outburst of
fiendish fanaticism, but the mnormal
practice of a great Fetish theocracy
which has long been devouring its hu-
man victims with a sacred prutali.y
still all unabated! And all, too, in the
name of a religion calling itself Ju Ju!
‘What is Ju Ju?

it is a religious manifestation not
confined to Benin, but in milder o
harsher form, though nowhere so hide-
ous as in that City of Skulls, ranging
as wide almost as human nature itself.
Under a variation of nomenclature,
such as tabooing, branding, consecra~
tion, excommaunication, ban, outlawry,
end, more recently, boycotting, trac:s
of essentially the same religious senti-
ment may be recognized in most parts
of our world, and more especially in
the more primitive stages of civiliza~
tion, The idea originally is to mark
out some person or thing from among
all others, and to devote and conse-
erate him or it to the gods, and there-
by render him or it unavailable for any
and all other purposes; to make him
or it forbidden, interdicted, excommu-
nicated, or bhoycotted. In Beninland
flourish many products valuable to
man, such as rubber, palmkeinels,
gum-copal, gum-arabic, incense gums,
mahogany, hardwoods and fibres of
every kind. But lo! his sacred Ma-
jesty the King of Benin has pro-
nounced on them’ (or very nearly all
of them) the spell of Ju Ju. And so.
instead of finding wholesome circula
tion all over our round world, and
rendering service to God and man,
therz they lie and rot, a pestilence to
thémselves and all around them; avoid-
ed of all men, paralyzed under curse
of Ju Ju! Again, there is more than
one road to Benin City; nor is the road
by way of Gwato the most desirab.e.
But, then, all routes to Benin City
other than by way of Gwato lie under
the ban of Ju Ju; nor dare any m
visit the city unless by way of Gwato.
The royal residence consists of a num-
ber of compounds, each enclosed by a4
high mud wall. In each compound is
a fetish shrine comprising among other
things a number of elephants’ tusks,
some of them very beautifully carved,
and the whole, of course, freely drench-
ed with sacred blood. Here his sacred
Majesty wields the terrible power of
Ju Ju, and no poor creature, man,
beast or thing, feels safe at any mo-
ment,

An American Schoener Chased by Seme
Sort of & Gunboat at Night.

Delaware Breakwater, Del., Feb. 26.—

" A NeWw Customs Reésmintion.

new ¢ustoms regulation, which will en.
tail less eéxpense to shippers in taking out
consular certificates for godds sent to the
United States, will, it is said, be put into
force on March 1, 'Heretofore when goods
were shipped from Toronto to the United
States three certificates had to be nade
out and signed by the American Consul
here. One certificate was sent-to Wash-
Ington, another to the boundary, while the
third was retained by the Consul here.
When to be shipped were valued
under $100 there was no charge for the
certificates, but when the value was over
$100 the charge amounted to about $3.
The new regulation will permit the shipper
to make out his own eertificate, whien
wil: merely liave to be signed by the Con-
sul,'and the charge of which will be oniy
about 10 cents. Official notification of the
chavge “has not yet been received at the
Custom House.

Government and Soelizlism,

Prof. Goldwin Smith writes In this week’s
Farmers’ Sun :

*The Bystander must now take his Jeave
of his readers foin few weeks, during
which he will be absent from Canada. On
his return he hopes to resume his pen. The
heading of his letters has always warned
his readers that he spoke for himself alone.
‘I'hey will have taken him for what he is :
a Liberal of the old, perhaps autiquated,
school ; belleving in liberty and justice ;
trusting human nature and wishing to give
it fair play ; looking for the main sources
of prosperity not to the action of Govern-
ment, but to individual industry and fru-
gality ; having faith in the gradual im-
provement of sociéty, but not in Its sudden
transformation, - He Is ready to put every-
thing into the hands of the State as soon
a3 he can be .made to see that the State is
anything but the Government, and that the
Government is anything but a set of fall-
ible and peccable, sometimes highly fallible
and highly peccable, mortals. To the ex-
tension of the functions of Government in
its pregent sphere, wherever common action
ds better than individual, he has no objec-
ton on principle, and if people choose to
call Government owuership of rallways or
municipal ownership of street cars socialls-
tie, he may lay claim to the title of social-
Ist. That which he regards with misgiving
is the proposal to extend the sphere of
Government beyond its pregent sphere to
industrial, commercial, sociil, or even do-
mestic life. Mr. Bellamy has lald it down
that children are not to be dependent on
their parents, but on the State, for means
of support. To this, as it would apparent-
ly cast upon Governments the daty of hold-
ing the pap-boat, the Bystauder is com-
pelled at present to demur. Agalust any
scheme of confiscation or of public plunder
of any kind he, as a bellever in justice,
Irankiy protests, and as judlcial murder is
the worst murder, so he holds that of all
robbery legislativé robbery Is the worst.

** If soclalism means anything more than
a sentiment of benevolence or an aspira-
tion after human brotherhood, which every
good man shares, it means a new form of
Government, not only with extended but
with added powers, which are to supersede
Individual cheice, free comtract, and the
present agencies of remuneration and dis-
tribution. Tell us what that Government
Is to’ be, and how it is to be appointed or
elected ; deflne its functions, show how its
responsibility. is to be seenred, and how its
authority s to be reconciled with personal
liberty and with freedom of development
and progress. Explain how, In case of its
proving incompetent or corrupt, it is to be
reformed or deposed. We shall then have
something tang.ble before us. At present
there is nothing before us byt a Utopian
vision of a torally changed State, not of
society only, but of human nature, without
any indication of the means by which the
change is to be brought about. An ideal
defined and shown to be attainable, how-
ever distant, stimulates effort. Indulgence
in mere dreums has the opposite effect.
Its influence Is not sthmulating, but sopor-
itic. It serves ouly to relax the sinews of
rational and practical reform.”
