Washington, Jan, 16.—A state funeral, al­
most majestic in its Impressiveness,
Civet» to the late 'Representative Net son 
Dlngiey at noon to-day tn the House of 
Representatives, where he has for so long 
been each a commanding figure. The 
President, hie Cabinet, distinguished mem­
bers of the diploma tie corps, members of 
the Supreme Court, Senate and Hooee, die- 
tlngolshed men in mttiftary and civil life 
were ranged about the bier os» the floor of 
the hall, while the galleries, to which ad­
mission could be obtained only 'by card, 
were occupied by the families of those who 
alt upon the floor and other prominent per­
sonages Invited to be present. Some of 
them, like a delegation from the New York 
Chamber of Commerce, had come from a 
distance to pay their last tribute ot re­
spect to the dead statesman.

The casket was placed on a bier In the 
are» in front of the marble rostrum of the 
Speaker, and for an hour the public had 
an opportunity to witness the remains as 
they lay In state. Thousands of people 
streamed through the main door down past 
the casket and gazed upon the calm, ee- 
rene features of the dead during that hour.
During the Interval before 12 o’clock al­
most every member of the House who la 
to the city came In and stood for » moment 
by the casket with bowed head. The deep 
grief of all was manifest.

The House Proceedings.
Exactly at noon Speaker Reed ascended 

the nostrum and called the House to or­
der. The clerk read the resototioe# adopt­
ed by the House and Senate.

A deep hush then fell upon the assem­
blage. Suddenly out of the left to the 
rear of the press gallery, the notes of an 
organ pulsed and echoed through the ball.
It was the first time in the history of the 
House of Representatives that music had 
been beard to It. A quartet sang Impres­
sively, "Grossing the Bar.”

The service* were conducted by the Rev.
8. M. Newman of the First Congregational 
Church of this city, assisted by Rev. Dr.
Oouden, chaplain of the House.

A Very Simple Service.
It was a very simple service. Rev. Mr.

Newman read the xlv chapter of St. John.
