While Toronto District does npt contrib-
ute @ fair tithe of its wheeling population
to the C,W.A,, it k& entirely owjng to the
fact that it is almost lmpossible to reach
the unattached cyclists with C,W,A, litera-
ture, and convincé them of the lmmense
number of advantages that accru¢ to themr
for sthe outlay of $1 per annum. Undoubt-
edl§ the increase in our membership from
1042 to 1273, as ut present, is due to the
loyal work of ntative G. 8. Pearcy
of the Membership Committee, He per-
sonally secured 253 members for the associ-
ation, and if a dozen members would fol-
low his good example, the C.W, A, in To-
ronto would soon be such a power that
when we went before any of the legislative
bodies to secure necessary benefits for the
wheelmen, our numbers wouald be sufficlent
to accord us more than a passing notice
from the body appealed to. Twenty-four
clubs are at present affiliated with the as-
soclation from Toronto, apd we have over
250 unattached members. © We are entitled
to 24 councillors for the coming year amd
six representutives to the Good Kriday
convention, and I would suggest the elec-
tion of one good worker from each club, the
six representatives to be.chosen from the
24 elected on the council, .

The report regretted that cyclists were
still baulked in their earnest endeavor to
secure good roads for city wheelmen by the
local Imiprovement system, 3

Country touring Is not as popular as in
the early stages of the safety wheel, but
the Dominion Roads and Touring Commit-
tee are actlvely at work distributing sign-
boards over the whole country, which have
proven a great hoon to the tourist.

The racing sectlon of the Toronto Dis-
trict is by no means rosy, ‘and Chairman
Wallace, in his annual report, emphasizes
the fact, and rightly thinks that the whole
system needs renovating.,

The social features of the local cyeling
organizations have never been more promi-
nently brought foriward than during the
past year.
