CANADA CAN FIX WORLD'S PRICE.

What a Prominent Lumberman at
Ottawa Told The World About
It Yesterday,

Ottawa, April 10.—(Special.)—One of the
chief reasons thdat should cause a pause in
the granting of pulp wood concessions fo
any corporation was given t he World
to-day by a prominent lumberman, He de-
clared that his knowledge of the trade
made it evident that pulp was daily becom-
ing harder to get hold of in England, and
there was every likelihood of 'its continu-
ing to be scarce unless buyers were wmhw
to give extraordinary prices for it,. The
Scandinavian market was dried up, and
the large paper manufacturers were 100k-
ing toward Canada. .

The Game in Canada’s Hands.

“It is eyldent,” he continued, “that Can-
adian lumbermen Tn certaln parts of the
Dominion have the game pretty much in
their own hands.. It is the Englishman's

desire that the pulp industry in Canada
shall be developed as far as possible, and
without delay. Until that is accompiished
v periodical
experiences like those ot the present,

to supply the demands of their customers.

Alveady $15,000, has been ‘n-
vested In the industry, and before the year
is out $20’000,000 will be a conservative
estimate. 'The price of pulp wood per cord,
delivered at the various mills in Ontario,
varies according to the distance of trans-
portation, But the average price runs from
$4.50 to $5, ands cases as high as $6,

Pulp is $35 Per Ton,

Whiere the pulp wood can be shipped by
water the price never exceeds $4.50. It
was ‘but the other day, The 1d 1s in-
formed by a Government officlal, ‘that the
treads of the various factories in Caunada
met afid fixed the price of pulp at §35 a ton.
