“Unless the consumers in the cities of 
Canada consider their willingness to face 
a complete disruption of all trades, a 
total breakdown of real estate values and 
the utter demoralization of labor condi- 

i tions in the cities, the food controller 
cannot possibly accede to the demand 
made in some quarters to ‘cut prices 
down,’ to ‘sell food at cost’ or, as it is 
otherwise expressed, to ‘do away with 
the middleman.’ Such goals may be par­
tially achieved. How much or how little 
can be done will be made known to the 
public from time to time as I find neces­
sary. But, however great may be the 
hardship of present food prices, however 
popular would be the movement to have 
the government sell fish or any other 
commodity at cost, however overburden­
ed Canada may be with the class of peo­
ple known as middlemen—radical meas­
ures cannot be promised except upon 
such terms as I have just indicated.

Why Prices Soar.
“I must remind those Canadians, who 

perhaps are unaware of the facts, that 
seven main factors may be said to govern 
the present prices of food.

First—The disproportion between de­
mand and supply, consumption and pro­
duction. Food cannot be cheap while 
there is sucli a growing disparity be­
tween the number of producers and the 
number of consumers.

Second—Unrestrained competition be­
tween great foreign buyers of foodstuffs 
in our markets.

“Third—Unequal distribution of the 
available supplies, surplus production in 
one province being unavailable in prov­
inces in vr|iich were shortages.

“Fourth—The food speculator.
“Fifth—The greedy middleman.
“Sixth—The supernumerary, unneces­

sary, and inefficient middleman.
“Seventh—The waster.

Montevideo, Sept. 26—The Uruguayan 
congress has been called to meet in 
special session on Saturday to vote on 
the question of severing relations with 
Germany. This was decided upon by 
the government as the result of steps 
taken by the Argentine congress. The 
foreign minister will explain the gov­
ernment’s plan for a break with Ger­
many.

Asuncion, Paraguay, Sept. 26—Eduar­
do Scherer, former president of Para­
guay, yesterday resigned his seat in the 
senate as a protest against the policy of 
the government^ which is said to lean 
toward breaking off relations with Ger­
many. The discredited German minister 
to Argentin*, Von Luxburg, also acted 
as the German diplomatic representative 
in Paraguay.

It was reported last night that Luis 
Riart, the minister of the interior, also 
would resign because of the attitude of 
the government toward Germany.

Buenos Aires, Sept. 26—Rumors were 
current last night that President Irigoy- 
en was not willing to break off relations 
with Germany despite the action taken 
during the day by the chamber of depu­
ties. It was announced last night that 
a manifestation would be made before 
the congressional palace today to demand 
an Immediate rupture in the name of the 
Argentine public.
