FOOD MEN IN STATES
PUT UNDER LIGENSE:

Washington, Nov. 1.—One hundred
{ thousand manufacturers, wholesalers and |
| other distributors of staple food will be |
i placed under license today by the foodl
‘administration for the duration of the
war.,

Small retailers will not be licensed,!
but they are subject to the provisions |
of the food law itself, which forbids |
speculation. hoarding and excessive pro-l

 fits,

ing their applications for state aid with
the Bangor overseers of the poor. :

Edch mother with children deper#ent
on her is entitled to not more than $10
a month for herself and not more than
$4 a month for each child under four-
teen, .. If .she fulfils the conditions im-
posed by the state law.

8o far nine‘applications have been re- -
ceived and four have been granted by
the state board of mothers’ aid.

Every Bangor widowed or deserted
mother, or one with an incapacitated
husband, should call at once on the over-
seers of the poor in city hall and fill out
an application blank. for aid. There is
no need of consulting a lawyer. The
board will attend to allé necessary de-
tails. :

This is not charity; the mothers who
wish to keep their children together are
entitled to the aid. Also, contrary to
reports, the mother can continue work-
ing and receive this aid at the same
time. The state wishes to help mothers
keep children together in their own
home instead of sending them to an in-
stitution.

The state appropriated $35,000 for
this purpose for 1917 and $25,000 for
1918. The cities and towns pay one-
half the amount given to the mother,
the state furnishes the remainder.
What the Law Provides.

The law provides that every city and
town shall render suitable and needful
aid to any mother residing therein with
a dependent child or children under the
age of fourteen years, who needs and
desires such aid to maintain herself and
children in her home, providing she is
fit and capable, mentally, morally spnd
physically, to bring up children. ;

No mother nor any of her children
shall be deemed a pauper by reason of
receiving such aid.

Not more han $10 a month shall be
given to a mother having but one child
under fourteen years, with a further al-
lowance not exceeding $4 a month for
each additional child, the aid to be furn-
ished in money or supplies or both.

Any mother entitled to aid may ap-
ply to the local board, which in Bangor
is the overseers of the poor, either by
letter or personally. The board will
then cause the applicant to fill out an
application blank, or will fill ‘out the
same from information furnished by the
applicant. 2

'lf the municipal board fails within
thirty days to act ze the application,
the mother may applyto the state board,
_who shall then take the matter into
is own hands, and act at the expense of
the local board.

.In case a husband has deserted his
wife and family, ho action can be taken
until a year after the desertion and the
dependent mother is advised to take
legal means to compel her husband to
contribute to her support.
