The fact that pigeons always do re­
turn to the pigeonry is self-evident, 
and no explanation for it is sought. In­
vestigations are centered on trying to 
determine just how they find their way , 
back over great distances, 
only find their way back with ease, 
but invariably when flying over land; 
they return in a direct line to the place 
from which they came. Even when they 
have been taken from the pigeonry at 
night, or have been carried on a rail­
way train, they return in a straight 
course when set free. Nor is it neces­
sary that they be taken in a direct line 
In the first place.

It is difficult for pigeons to fly 
against the wind, especially an east 
wind, but they never find it impos­
sible. Storms often cause pigeons to 
lose their way, and fogs prescrit difficul­
ties. Even pigeons trained to fly at 
night are inconvenienced by fog. All 
carrier pigeons can be trained • to flj 
by night, and when once they have 
learned this they fly with greater ease 
on the darkest nights. It is believed 
that they make use of some mysterious 
sense which is not aided but rather 
hindered by moonlight.

Pigeons set free over the water re­
turn to the columbarium by the nearest 
land route. They seem to have a hor­
ror of the sea, for they put for the 
nearest shore Immediately and fly the 
rest of the way over land, although this 
may be a much longer dlst»»o«
