‘Fhe emergency
tariff bill has not benefifed the Ameri-
can farmers to any appreciable extent,
and all over the country there is a re-
action so pronounced that the perma-
nent tariff bill will not be adbpted this
year, The Canadian tories hoped, it
would be, and they are now rting
that it is only a question of ti‘x’: and
that the only salvation of this counfiy
is the return of the Meizhen government
to power. This attitude on their part
assumes that the Liberals and Farmers
are out to destroy Canadian industries,
and it will provoke derision in the coun-
try. The real danger is that Canada may
be duped into the “similar stupidity” to
which the New York Times refers. The
need of this country is a tariff that will
benefit producers and consumers, and
not ope to enrich a class.
