Toronto, Jan. fO.—T'he Globe says
that the three great railw:ly‘ :ﬁystems of
Canada, the Canadian Pacific, Gr:):nd
Trunk, and Intercolonial, earned during
the year 1902 the enormous sum of $7§.-
675,842, the largest earnings by fs.r‘ in
the history of Canadian railways. This
amount was distributed as follows: C.
P. R.—$39,584,000; an increase over
last year of $5,521,000; Grand Trunk,
$30,036,470; an increase of $1,082,419;
Intercolonial, $6,055,363.

The Grand Trunk and Wabash freight
trains were in a head-on collision near
Port Robinson, south of St. Catharines,
to-day. The Grand Trunk was a dou-
ble-header, South-bound, and the Wa-
bash was running North from Niagara
Falls. Fireman Rcbert McHarg, of
Fort Erie, was killed iustantly._ 'Both
the G. T. R. engineers were uninjured.
Several cars of both trains went over the
embankment. The accident is supposed
to have been caused by the failure of the
air brakes to work.

NO ONE INJURED.

Man Intended to Shoot the ,Duke of
Sotomayer,

Madrid, Jan, 10.—As King Alfonso,
the Dowager Queen Christina, and the
couri were returning from church this
afternoon a man, who afterwards gave
his name as Feito, fired a pistol at one
of the carriages in the Royal proces-
sion. The bullet went wild, and no
one was injured. The King heard the
shot and put his hend out of the carri-
age window, but he was immediately
draggzed back into his seat by the Queen
mother, who was seated beside him in
the carriage.

The escort of civil guards immediate-
Iy set themselves upon the would-be as-
gassin and overpowered him, Feito
was taken to the police station, where
he said he did not ‘intend to Kkill the
King, but the grand chamberlain, the
Duke of Sotomayer, at whose carriage
he had aimed.

He was searched, and in his pockets
were found unmailed letters marked
“Registered” and addressed to United
‘States President Roosevelt, King Ed-
ward, the Emperor of Germany, and the
President of the High Court of Justice
of Mexico, and also receipts for a num-
ber of registered letters; besides a visit-
ing card of the mayor of Madrid.

MR. CHAMBERLAIN. ’
Some of London Papers Thing He Has
Been Too Outspoken.

Loudon, Jan. 10.—Colonial Secretary
Chamberlain’s stay ‘in South Africa is
beginning to attract greater attention.
Both at Pretoria and Johannesburg he
received ovations, an interesting feature
of which was the intermingling of the
Stars and Stripes and Union Jacks as
A compliment to Mrs. Chamberlain.

The secretary’s outspoken replies to
the Boer suggestions, however, are creat-
ing a feeling of uneasiness among the
government supporters here, who pub-
licly express doubt whether any good
will come out of the trip. Briefly, Mr.
Chamberlain so far has not only practie-
ally declared that no further concessions
can be made by Great Britain, but he
has also upbraided the Boers for their
lack of appreciation of what Great Bri-
tain already has done. To use the ex-
pression of a paper which has always
been his warm supporter, Mr. Chamber-
Iain “allowed himself to be drawn into
the game too early.”

The family of the Archduke Leopold
Ferdinand, brother of the Crown Prin-
cess of Saxony, has decided to pay him
$600,000 provided he will renounce all
claims to the estates.

By Swiss Nation—Lecture on Subject at
Socialist Party’s Meeting.

The
reason for this was because capitalism
had not reached that stage of intensity
j that it had in other countries. Switzer-
land undoubtedly would come to it when
the rest of the world had arrived at the
turning of the present wage system intdo
that of the collective ownership of all
the means of production and distribu-
tiom.

Clifford Sifton at St. Paul.

St. Paul, Minn.,, Jan. 10.—Interna-
| tional reciprocity between Canada and
| the United States was the theme of a
conference between Hon, Clifford Sifton,
| Canadian minister of the interior, and
! a committee of Minnesotans representing
i the National Reciprocity League. The
committee was strongly in favor of re-!
ciprocity, and some of its members went
! so far as to advocate absolute free trade
between the countries. Hon. Mr. Sifton
said that when the reciprocity commis-
sion went away disappointed  from
Washington five years ago, it was a sad
blow to reciprocity sentiment in Canada.
He thought that an education campaign
must first be undertaken in the United
States before public sentiment would be
aroused to a point where the matter |
could be urged to a definite conclusion.

The lowest
salary paid in the primary department
was $500, the highest $800, and the aver-
age 0596.36, the average to male teach-
ers, $600, being just a little above the
general wage., In - the intermediate
grade the lowest salary paid was $520,
and the average $625.70,
average for male $620 and average for
female $626.  From this it would be
seen that the Jadies were favored in the
intermediate grade. In the senior grade
the lowest sdlary paid was $540, highest
$900, averags$745.33, the average for
male teachers being $772.  The reason
some were lower than others Dr. Hall
explained was /because they had not
been on the staff as long. The present
system he claimed was one of equal
salary for equal services,

The schools' were never in a better
condition than” at presemt, and he quot-
ed figures showing thow favorably the
number of students passed at the recent
High school entrance examinations com-
pared with those passed by other cities
of the province.

VICTORIAN HERE

FROM THE SOUND

SPRANG A LEAK AND
SETTLED AT WHARF

Pump Being Erected to Clear Hold of
Water —Plans of the Owning
Company.

The career of the stcamship Victorian,
the vessel on the Canadian waters, has
begun rather inauspiciously. The ves-
sel was towed over here from Tacoma
Sunday by the American tug Sea Lion
and at the entrance to the harbor was
taken in charge by the Victoria tugs Al-
bion and Sadie, and taken to Spratt’s
wharf, in the upper harbor. Here she
lay all night, and so far as any one
aboard knew was perfectly tight. Early
on Monday, however, four and a half
feet of water was found in her hold.
Those in charge of the steamer were
immediately notified, and for a time it
was feared the ship would sink at the
wharf. The leak began, it is said, at 3
o'clock, and by 7 o’clock there was con-
siderable excitement over the condition
of the vessel. One of the city fire en-
gines was called into requisition, in ad-
dition to the steamers Sadie and Albion.
Fcrtunately, however, it was soon found
that the services of all were not needed.
The fire engine, which had been hurried
down to the wharf, was returned, and
eventually only the Sadie’s syphon, was
able to keep the water down. At the
hrour of going to press a steam pump
from the Albion works is being erected
on the main deck, and with this Engineer
McGuire (formerly of the Lorne, who
brought the steamer over here from the
Sound),: hoped to be able to, clear the
water out of the ship’s hold. He thinks
that the ‘leak is a small one, caused
probably by the steamer touching’
ground as she was being towed to her
wharf in the upper harbor.

He says that coming ovar from the
Sound yesterday she never took in a
particle of water, and appeared perfect-
ly staunch. Mr. McGuire describes the
vessel as a splendid craft, capable of
beating anything in these waters; or in-
fi(‘ed on the Sound. In this connection
it might be stated that the Victorian
holds the record for the fastest passage
between Skagway and Port Townsend.
