A lrishman Who Has Ways of His Own
for Doing High Stunts—He Goes
Up on the Safe Side.

R

Many people in St. 'John will remem-

-beri the visit of Jack the steeple climb-

er, who'fell from a church spire in Chi-
cago some two years ago. ‘St. John is
again visited by a professional climber,
known as the ‘“Irishman” climber, Mr.
Haldane Crosbie. This week he has been
working on the spire of 8St. Luke’s
church replacing several sheets of
ccpper, which had blown off during the
big storm last March. Unlike his
predecessor, the Irishman climhed up
the inside cf the spire to the height re-

_quired, cut a hole through the side and

pushed out a plank, securely fastened it
inside, then quietly lit his pipe, crawled
through the hole and sat on the end
of the plank smoking and working
without a strap or rope, as much at
home as if he was not over one hun-
dred feet in the air. By a very unique
method the Irishman drove nails and
made them watertight 16 feet in all
cdirections: from where he stood or sat,
while numbers of people watched from
the street below. When through with his
work he pulled in-the plank &nd by

‘an original scheme brought in the hole

with him.

After the storm of Thursday evening
no leaks showed, and the Irishman
climber received congratulations from
lecal tinsmiths and metal workers. Mr.
‘Crosbie, who is 50 years of age, and
unmarried, has travelled round the
world, worked on many spires, bridges
and steel structural work. He has fal-
len froin hcights on three occasions,
once thirty-five feet, alighting on the
back of a very fat man without much
injury to either. On another occasion
he had a broken arm and leg. W. A.
Steiper, the: Mill street metal worker,
who had the contract for repairing the
St. Luke’s spire has secured the ser-
vices of this workman.

Greek Arrives Here Having,
Like Many Others, Been
Buncoed in Canada’s Great
Passenger Port.

Po pay eighteen dollars for a ticl
from Halifax to St. John and three @oi
lars for an ordinary I. C. R. timee
table, was the fate of George Calecas,
a Greek, in Halifax, a few days ago,
and he did not know that he had been
the victim of a bunce game util yes=-
terday when he visited the railway
offices and immigration bureaus here.
Calecas when seen by a Star repre-
sentative, told a funny story, which
shows that in Halifax, threre are men
making lots of money by robbing theks
own countrymen. Calecas says that he
came to Halifax and worked in a fruit
store. He could not speak English and
was net able to eount Canadian money.
He worked for some weeks, and a few
days ago told his employer that he
wanted to go to Boston, where he had
a brother. His boss, who was also &
Greek, told him he could go, but re-
fused to pay him anything for his Ser=
vices. Calecas sent to his brother for
money which arrived a few days later.
John Kecerycos, who runs a fruit store,
pretendec to take a deep interest in the
young man and offered to purchase for
him his ticket to this city. Calecas
handed over to Kecerycos, a roll of
money and the latter went to the rail-
way ticket office. On returning, he
handed Calecas his ticket and an
I €. R. timetable, which he
sdid was a necessary doeument
while travellinz. 2

Kecrycos told Calecas that the
tickets cost $18 and the timetable $3.
The fruit dealer thzarefore made dbout
$12 out of his countryman. When Cal-
ecas arrived here, he was told that
he had been the victim of a bunco
game, and he then visited the police
court to find out if anything could be
done toward getting back his $12. The

‘policer could take no stan® in the mate-

tér, however. 3 :

Peter Petropolis, of the local shoé
shining parlors looked after Calecas,and
when he found that the latter hadinot
money enough to buy a ticket to Bos-
ton,he raised the required amount from
the Greeks of this city. Calecas left for
Boston last night.
