evening under the auspices of the 
Board of Trade to discuss the need 
of having the harbor developments 
on the West Side proceeded with at 
a faster rate, a committee consisting 
of Mayor Frink and Com. Schofield, 
representing the city, Wm. Downle 
and Capt. Gillies, representing the 
transportation companies, Capt. Elk 
in and A. M. fielding, representing 
the Board of Tfade, was appointed to 
draw up a full statement of the situ­
ation here and have it forwarded to 
Ottawa for presentation to the gov­
ernment and members of parliament.

After the meeting was called to 
order by J. M. Robinson, a number 
of pictures showing the congested 
state of the shipping at Sand Point at 
times duiing this winter were thrown 
on a screen. As an illustration of the 
overcrowding, Mr. Downie, general 
superintendent of the Atlantic divi­
sion of the C. P. R . mentioned that 
the steamer Montfort after landing 
her passengers had to go outside for 
a day, and on coming into port again 
was shifted six times, causing an 
expense of $350.

It Indicates Growth.
H. B. Schofield, commissioner of 

harbor, said the condition at Sand 
Point was not a thing to get excited 
about; it showed a healthy growth 
of the trade of the port. But it 
showed also that there was need for 
those responsible for the development 
of the port to put their shoulders to 
the wheel, and hasten these develop­
ments.

He did not think either the Govern­
ment or the Opposition were to blame 
for the present conditions at Sand 
Point, but he would be very pleased 
to learn that a contract had been let 
for the southern side of the new 
dock. Without introducing politics he 
felt an agitation should be started 
to have the developments hurried.

Emerson & Fisher, Ltd. ’Phone 2520 25 Germain StIn the last few years the import 
business had been growing rapidly, 
and it was important that the develop­
ment of the facilities should keep 
pace with the growth of the traffic.

Continuing, Mr. Downie said the 
grain conveyors should be put up hy 
the people who own the piers or by 
the government. If the city put up 
the conveyors, he saw no reason why 
it should not charge sufficient to pay 
the interest on the cost, and provide 
a sinking fund.

Montreal Congested Too.
Senator Daniel, who was present, 

was asked to speak. He said the fact 
that the port was congested was the 
best evidence that the trade of the 
port was growing in a satisfactory 
manner. As a matter of fact the trade 
of the whole country had been grow­
ing faster than those responsible for 
handling it had provided facilities. For 
some years there had been talk of 
freight congestion on the railways. In 
Montreal, where they had an enter­
prising harbor commission the same 
complaint was made, and the situation 
in St. John proved that its business 
was keeping pace with the growth of 
the business of the country generally.

j In regard to the situation next win­
ter the extension of the outer C. P. 
R: wharf would give 395 feet of extra 
wharf frontage, but he did not think 
the south side of the new wharf would 
be available, as- it would not be pro­
tected from the sea.

The commissioner said something 
could be done to meet the situation by 
building a warehouse at the head 
of No. 6. and berthing small steamers 
there, while business could be facili­
tated by running grain conveyors to 
No. 6 and No. 7 wharves.

He did not, however, think the city 
should spend any more money on 
harbor development. In spite of the 
big traffic this winter, the city would 
have to face a shortage of $13,000 on 
its investment in harbor facilities. 
Ninety per cent, of the traffic repre­
sented the trade of Canada ; only 10 
per cent, was local business.

In view of these facts he felt the 
government or the C. P. R. should 
provide any extra facilities needed.
