New York, Feb. 23—In responsible
banking ' quarters the ‘opinfon s ex-
pressed that the influx of gold from
Capada will continue for at least an-
other fortnight or so. On Wednesday
gold to the amount of $28,500,000 was
received from Canada and deposited
at the assay office to the credit of J.
P. Morgan and Co.

This brings the total gold imports
l(rom all' sources this year up to $130,-
000,000. The total imports since Jan-
uary 1, 1915, amount to $1,267,600,000.

The New York Federal Reserve
Bank has purchased from J. P. Mor-
gan and Co., approximately $12,000,000
of the $28,500,000 gold which has just
arrived from Canada. Although the
gold consists of foreign bars, some of
which are nine-tenths fine and others
eleven-twelfths fine it will be secured
in the vaults of the bank for the time
being.
