Quebec, Que., Sept. 14.—Weather 

conditions will prevent the raising 
of the central span of the Quebec 
bridge tomorrow morning as sche­
duled. Tonight a gale was blow­
ing in Quebec and the river was 
covered with whitecaps like an an­
gry sea.

As the engineers require a per­
fectly calm river surface to facili­
tate the perfect transfer' of the 
span from the pontoons upon which. 
it was constructed and on which 
it will be towed from Sillery, where 
the link now lies, it was decided 
late tonight to postpone the at­
tempted elevation till Sunday 
morning.

The high tide of the season takes 
place tomorrow and it was depend­
ed upon to raise the structure to 
the highest point it is possible to 
get it in the river. Some of this 
elevation will necessarily be lost on 
Sunday morning, but the engineers 
are confident that the chains to 
which the span will be attached, 
will be easily equal to the extra

Acute disappointment, however, 
was felt by the bridge engineers at 
the extra handicap placed upon 
them in a task that te tremendously 
hazardous under the very beat of 
conditions.

Thousands of visitors to Quebec 
from points as far west as Mont­
real were camped upon the cliffs 
near the bridge site tonight, while 
thousands of visitors from Ameri­
can and Canadian cities are stop­
ping in the local hotel» and will 
witness the span-raising.

fused to talk and was sent back to 
jalL Two more serious charges were 
laid against him, attempted murder 
and destruction of property by partici­
pating in the explosion at Lord Athol- 
stan’s t summer residence at Cartier- 
ville. The first charge was having dy­
namite in his possession ■z

Two Confessions.
Tremblay made two confession», 

one on September 6 and the other on 
the 7th Inst., according to evidence 
given this afternoon by Stenographer 
Cusson. Tremblay admits therein that 
one of the men present at a meeting 
in Lalumiere’s store when the dyna­
mite plot was batched, was a detec­
tive, this having been learned since. 
The discussion included the proposed 
blowing up of Sir Robert Borden and 
Sir Jos. Flavelle, . Sir William Mac- 
Kenzie, Sir Donald Mann and General 
E. W. Wilson, G. O. C. of the Montreal 
military district. Also were mentioned 
the names of Hon. Albert Sevigny, 
Hon. P. E. Blondln, the offices of the 

the Star, La Patrie and La 
Oaths of secrecy were taken 

with loaded revolvers in sight. It was 
understood at this meeting that dyna­
mite was to be stolen from the Mar­
tineau Quarries. Lalumieçe. Hand- 
field, who since committed suicide, 
Monette, still at large, Wisintainer, 
Charbonneau, Larose and Tremblay 
stole the dynamite.

The crest of Monte San Gabriele, commanding . the 
Plain of Gorizia to the south and southeast and the Frigido 
Valley to the east, has been captured by the Italians.

The Italian effort to capture San Gabriele began after 
the taking of Monte Santo, directly north, by General Cador- 
na’s troops on August 25. Several times the Italians had 
reached the summit of the great mountain, so important to 
their further progress east of Gorizia as well as on the Carso, 
Only to be beaten back again. On the slopes of the rugged 
rock in the past few weeks has occurred some of the heaviest 
and most sanguinary fighting of the war, with life Italians 
hurling themselves forward in desperate attacks and the Aus­
trians holding to the crest as desperately.

Otawa. Sept. 14.—The division bells

The motion was adopted on a vote 
of 55 to 32, a government majority 
of 23. Mr. Hugh Guthrie, of South 
Wellington, and Mr. J. G. Turriff, of 
Asslnlboia. voted with the govern­
ment.

Dr. M. Clarke, of Red Deer, who has 
been voting with the government this 
session was not present when the 
division was taken.

Ernest LaPolpte, Liberal member 
for Kamouraska. who resumed the de­
bate said he desired to quote the 
statement of Disraeli that a Conserva­
tive government is an “organized 
hypocrisy."

San Gabriele slope was occupied by 
the Italians, the embassy reports, 
after the fortified hill or saddle of Dol 
and the G&rgaro Basin, the main hulk 
of San Gabriele, has been taken. The 
Austrians, however, still cling to some 
positions on the mountain. In the 
forest of Taraovo, east of Monte San 
Gabriele the Italians captured posi­
tions from the Austrians after suffer­
ing heavy losses. The Italian victory 
is considered their greatest since the
W Exceptaiong the Casemates plateau, 
on the Aisne front, there has been no 
marked activity on the fighting fronts. 
A German attack against French posi­
tions on the Casemates plateau, Paris 
reports, were repulsed with heavy 
losses.

Berlin says German troops penetrat­
ed to the second French line and In­
flicted severe casualties. The British 
artillery, In Flanders, Berlin reports, 
has Increased its drumfire.

W. E. Knowles, of Moose Jaw, said 

that parliament was being asked for 
miserable political reasons to break 
a pledge given to naturalized citizens 
in the name of the king.
‘ Hon. Charles Mardi opposed the 
bill on the ground that it was opposed 
to the past history as well as Its 
present and future Interest.

Cape Breton Heard From.
Mr. G. W. Kyte referred to the 

secretary of state “endeavoring to 
justify legislation by that which was 
Introduced in Australia." Conditions 
in Australia, however, were very dif­
ferent from these prevailing in Can­
ada. There 98 per cent of the popu­
lation of Australia were British born. 
The government of that common­
wealth had never invited Germans and 
Austrians to settle In the country, 
and had never promised them the 
rights of citizenship.

Dr. Neely, of Humbolt* charged 
the government with breaking faith 
with the western Liberals who had 
given their support on the military 
service act.

Russian Situation.
The political situation in Russia still 

is beclouded somewhat The revolt of 
General Komiloff apparently has fail­
ed dismally, hut the former command­
er-in-chief of the Russian armies has 
not yet surrendered to the provisional 
government. General Kuimoff, com­
mander of the Komiloff forces sent 
against Petrograd, shot himself when 
informed by Premier Kerensky of the 
probable fate that awaited him. His 
wounds were not fatal.

Premier Kerensky has begun to re­
construct the government, some of his 
former ministers apparently opposing 
the firing of drastic measures against 
General Komiloff and his aides.

Shot Chauffeur.

An automobile was procured by 
Handfleld and Monette by the expedi­
ent of cracking a chauffeur, Therrien, 
over the head and shooting him. Trem­
blay did not see this, but Handfleld 
and Monette told it in his presence.

Flight Cadet Loses Life in Col­
lision—Was Grandson of 
Senator Domville.

A telegram to Capt. George Keeffe 
brought news today of thte death of 
his father-in-law, Hon. Ambrose D. 
Richard, LL. B., Dorchester. Mr; Rich­
ard, who ha#d been in ill health for 
some time, was in his 68th year, hav­
ing been born on Feb. 5, 1850, at Mem- 
ramcook. He was educated at St Jo­
seph's College, Chatham. He took up 
the study of law and attended Boston 
University, where he wea graduated 
LL.B., in 1879. He was called to the 
bar of New Brunswick In that year, 
and has practised law at Dorchester 
ever since. Mr. Richard was a mem­
ber of the Westmorland Municipal 
Council for years. Entering politics 
he was quite active in Westmorland 
County and in 1882 was appointed a 
member of the Legislative Council In 
which body he served until the Blair 
government abolished it in the nine-

In 1895 Mr. Richard was elected a 
member of the Legislative Assembly. 
He served for a brief period as solici­
tor-general. Later on he was appoint­
ed registrar of deeds, etc. tor Westmor­
land. In politics he was a Conserva­
tive, but later gave the provincial Lib­
eral party an Independent support

Mr. Richard was married in 1884 to 
Miss Lizzie V. Holt, and he is surviv­
ed by his wife and six children: Mrs. 
George Keeffe, St. John; Miss Irma, 
at home; Rene, a barrister at Dalhou- 
sle; Capt. Leo, who went overseas with 
the 65th Battalion, and Fred and Ad­
rian at St. Joseph’s University.

Me. Richard was a prominent and 
popular Acadian, and was generally 
Vespected In Westmorland county by 
all classes. A man of considerable 
ability, he had many friends through­
out the province, who will regret to* 
hear of his death.

Canadian Headquarters in France,
via London, Sept 14—(By Stewart

Press)—The Germans in 
Lens are given no rest Early last 
night they were subjected to a heavy 
bombardment from large calibre guns. 
After they had been driven into their 
cellars and shelter galleries by shell 
fire, gas was projected uporfthe enemy 
positions, shortly before midnight and 
again after three o'clock this morning. 
Serious losses are believed to have 
followed. ‘

A prisoner, who wandered Into our 
lines in a dazed condition, after our 
second attack, says the gas was. al­
most immediately effective. He him­
self took only two Inhalations before 
he got his mask on, but was seriously 
affetced. The attack surprised many 
of the pnemy in dugonts, where our 
gae is most deadly.
