ing to the British war office announcement tonight. Many 
prisoners pnd great quantities of material were taken by the 
French.

On the French Front in France, Aug. 11—(Havas Ag­
ency)—French troops today continued to follow up „ their 
successes, pushing far east of Montdidier and taking many 
additional prisoners and enemy guns. The retreat of the 
Germans has been disorderly, harassed as they were by the 
French cavalry and armored cars. They have been making 
vain efforts to disengage themselves from the French pursuit.

Paris, Aug. 11—All the bridges across the Somme be­
tween Peronne and Ham, u stretch of about fifteen miles, 
have been destroyed by Allied aviators. The Germans have 
been attempting to throw temporary bridges across the 
stream and the Allied airmen are now systematically bomb­
ing these improvised structures.

With the American Army on the Vesle, Aug. 11—Al­
lied aviators have reported that the Germans arc digging in 
opposite the Franco-American line along the Vesle. The 
observers also have reported that the enemy is stringing 
barbed wire along the hills northwest of Fismes. Allied offi­
cers express the belief that the Germans will not give ground 
here unless he is deliberately pushed off the plateaus.
