In^hundred miles north of the river, and by 
next July it is ito be 200 miles still far­
ther o-n its way into the interior. That 
will leave only about 200 miles more to 
be built to the shores of Lake Tanganyika, 
which gives a waterway stretching 400 miles 
northward. As -the holder of territory on 

shore of this lake, Britain has rights 
of transportation upon it. On its northern 
shore the road must enter the Congo Free 
State or pass through German territory. 
In the Congo country, however, it has 
right of way. After a stretch of 300 miles 
it would reach Uganada, a British pro­
tectorate. Here it would be joined by the 
Uganada road, a line 584 miles long, ex­
tending through British East Africa from 
a point on Victoria Nyanza to Mombasa, 
o-n the Indian Ocean. That will undoubted­
ly be the prinicipal branch line of the 
system.

There will be still the great link of 1,000 
miles from Victoria Nyanza to Khartoum. 
There the Egyptian Shellai line extend­
ing northward to Wady Haifa, 600 miles, 
will be joined. A gap of 200 miles between 
Wady Haifa and Shellai remains to be 
filled. At present the traffic over this 
stretch is handled by Nile steamers. But 
from Shellai on to Carlo, at the mouth of 
the Nile, a distance of 550 miles, there is 
an unbroken railway line. So there is 
1,150 miles of road built between Cairo 
and Khartoum, with a gap in it of 200 
miles. And in South Africa and Rhodesia 
there is an unbroken line of 1,740 miles. 
In all,there is 2,890 miles of Rhodes' trans- 
African railway project realized. About 
1,600 miles is yet to be constructed if the 
waterway is in all cases to be duplicated 
by rail lines. In the tropical belt of Africa 
into winch the Rhodes line on the south 
and the EgyptiamSoudan line on the north 

both penetrate the difficulties of con­
struction will undoubtedly be great, and 

in possibly the traffic -to be secured will not 
be large. It is said that there is an im­
mense tract of swampy country between 
Victoria Nyanza and Gondokoro. Build­
ing operations, however, have been greatly 
facilitated by the discovery of the fine 
coal deposits at Wamkio.

To some critics who take a purely 
economical view of the undertaking it 
seems an unwise one, and they venture 
the opinion that it will not be completed 
within the generation. They regard it as 
the dream of a visionaiy imperialist, not 
the scheme of a practical railway man. 
They hold that the branch lines running 
to the seaboard, such as that ending in 
Mombasa, on
being built to Suakin, on the Red Sea, 

fattal to it, affording as these do 
shorter routes to tidewater. These lateral 
lines, it is held, take the logical direction, 
whereas the through Cape-to-Cairo road 
would unnecessarily parallel the ocean 
mute.

under it as 480 feet. The bridge over this 
abyss measures 650 feet. It consists of a 
single central span 500 feet long, and twro 
short approaches.

By the completion of this bridge Cecil 
Rhodes’ great project of a Cape-to-Cairo 
railway is brought another long step 
ward. It is just sixteen years since he en­
tered upon this trans-African railway 
scheme. In 1889 the the northern terminus 
of the Cape Colonial railways was Kim­
berly, the diamond centre, 647 miles north­
ward from Cape own. In twelve months 
he had another 127 miles built, from Kim­
berly on to Vryburg. To everybody who 
had any knowledge of the difficulty of 
transporting material and supplies over 
the heavy and "waterless roads and across 
the Vaal and Hartz Rivers the rapidity 
with which the work was done seemed 
incredible. This 127 miles was purchased 
by the Cape government and added to its 
line. In the latter part of 1893 the 96 
miles from Vryburg to Mafelting was be­
gun and finished before the close of 1894. 
British colonization having been begun 
Mashonaland, and Matabeleland having 
been acquired by the overthrow of Loben- 
gula, further railway extension became 
necessary. Early in 1896 construction was 
begun from Mafekin, and, though a Mata- 
bele rebellion had to be put down in the 
meantime. Buluwayo, 492 miles further 
north, was reached in October, 1897, after 
500 days’ work. The Boer war intervened, 
and it was tnot until May, 1901, that the 
first section of the Buluwayo-Zambesi line 
was begun. It was finished to Waukie 
coal field in December, 1903, giving a 
thorough line from Cape Town of 1,572 

The remainder of the line was 
pushed on, and the rails were laid to 
Victoria Falls, 68 miles further, by the 
end of April, 1904.

And now the Zambesi, at a point 1,640 
miles from Cape own, is crossed by (the 

bridge. But the crossing does not 
mark the end of the constructed line. Al­
ready the rail head has been carried a

Victoria Falls, Sambesi River, East Af­
rica, Sept. 14—'The bridge over the Zam- 
best River was formally opened Tuesday m 
the presence of the visiting members of 
the British Association.
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i This bridge over -the Zambesi River is 
the highest in the world. It comprises an­
other link in the Cape to Cairo Railway, 
is 420 feet above the river at low waiter 
and crosses over the gorge at Victoria 
Falls. The bridge was built by an English 
company on the girder pattern. It is con­
structed in -three spans and has 
of thirty feet. The work was commenced 
simultaneously from both sides of the 
river, an electric motor cable with a span 
of 900 feet, the largest thing of its kind 
yet attempted, carrying the material from 
one side to the other. The bridge has ten 
bays in all, and the rate of construction 
was estimated at about two bays a month.

The Br-tish Association’s first meeting 
in South Africa has been signalized by the 
formal opening of the bridge crossing the 
Zambesi at Victoria Falls. On Tuesday, af­
ter a suitable oration, Prof. Darwin started 
a locomotive on its course over -the bridge, 
and thus, under the auspices of the learn­
ed body of whi-ch he is the retiring presi­
dent, the magnifiaient structure was 
ushered into use. It is one of the latest 
and greaiteet achievements of the bridge 
building engineer. It provides a way over 
a chasm deeper than the deepest crossed 
by any other railroad in the world. And 
it almost overhangs one of the sublime 
spectacles fh nature. Though of far less 
volume -than the Niagara the Zambesi 
makes a leap at Victoria Falls in distance 
more -than twice that descended by the 
Canadian cataract. On the bridge the spray 
of the falls above it can almost be felt. 
To reach the river beneath the bridge the 
plumb-line would have to, be dropped at 
least a hundred yards. According to the 
despatch in yesterday’s Mail and Empire, 
the height of the bridge is 420 feet above 
low water.
