IN INTERCOLONIAL CRASH

~ All But One of the Victims Belonged to Newcastle,
and Four May Die
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Special Freight Ran Into Pulp Train Near Beaver Brook,
Telescoping Van Which Smashed Passenger Car to Atoms
—Wreck Took Fire--Accident Occurred on a Serpentine
Curve, But Who is to Blame is Not Known.

Newcastle, N. B., ¥cb. 65—As the re-

suly of a rpear end collision on the Inter-
colonjal, near Beaver Brook, about noon
today, one man was killed, four are likcly
to die, and. twenty-threc are more or less
serionsty imjured.
_ Batween 11 and 12 o’clock this forenoon
Condindor YSears’ special freight going
north ollided with Conductor Doyles
pulp train, about two miles north of Bea-
ver Brook. The working train was com-
ing from the north and had pased Bus-
by sidfng backing towards Beaver Brook
on the main line.

1t is suppovsed Conductor Doyle’'s orders
were to follow No. 38 freight into Busby
und there wad' for the special, but your
correspondent (annot speak authoritative-
ly concerning tliis point.

About half way between Busby and Bea-
vor Brook there is an 8 curve, where only
about six telegra,ph poles can be seen at
once. Herc the special smashed into
Doyle’s train. The lagter consisted “of
twelve flat cars, passenger and van, Six
flat cars were loaded with pulp wood. The
working men were in the passenger car
ahead of the van.

Conductor Doyle, in the van, 'saw the
gpecial when just about to strike, shouted

‘10 the men, and jumped, saving himself.

Thomas Holleran and William Stewart
also jumped. Holleran reczived a few
soratohes, but Stewurt was struck by a
falling door and had several ribs broken.
Nobody was in the van when the collision
tovok place.

The special telescoped the van and
smashed ths passenger car into kindling
wood, burying many of the men beneath
the ruins. The iron seats were broken to
picces, and the cars were piled in heaps.
Nine flat cars were piled upon each other
and on the passenger car, and ruined.
'he van and passenger car took fire im-
mediately after the collision.

The engineer and fireman on the work-
ing train and everybody on the special
eseaped unburt.

Terrific Oollision.

So great was the force of collision that
a bar of iron was driven through eleven
inches of oak and one inch of steel. As
soon as the trains werc stopped - Allan
Maloney, brakeman of the wrecked train,
went to Beaver Brook and wired to New-
castle for aid. . Only Dr. Desmond was
found to go, and he was rushed on a
special to care for the wounded. He ar-
rived one hour aftér the accident,- and
meanwhile the injured were taken into
Sears’ van and kept warm. They were,
after first aid was rendered, brought here,
arriving about 2.30 o’clock.

The dead man, by the coroner’s per-
mission, was moved and reached here at

Dr. Nicholson helped Dr. Desmond all
the afternoon caring for the men.

All the injured but one belong here.

Those who have since viewed the wreck
wonder how anybody on the pulp train
escaped alive.

STUCK IN- SNCWDRIFT

N. B. Southern Train Was ‘Stélled
Tuesday Night Near Spruce Lake.

The train service on the New Brunswick
Southern railway was paralyzed’ by the
recent storm. The train due here at 7
o’clock Tuesday ecvening did not reach
town till 12 o’clock Wednesday, just
seventeen hours late.
