Washington, March 4.—Warren

G. Harding of Ohio, and Calvin 
Coolidge of Massachusetts, were in­
augurated today president and vice- 
president of the United States. 
Mr. Harding took the oath at 1:18 
p.m., and Mr. Coolidge at 12:21 p.m.

WASHINGTON, March 4.—(By Cana­
dian Press).—Warren Gamaliel Harding 
was inaugurated president of the United 
States today with ceremonies almost as 
simple as those customarily attending 
the opening of a session of the Cana­
dian Parliament at Ottawa.

Had Mr. Harding’s personal wishes 
been adhered to strictly, the ceremonies 
would have been more simple, but the 
congressional inaugural committee made 
some arrangements on its own account. 
These included a cavalry escort of four 
troops for the president in his ride from 
his hotel to the capitol and thence to 
the White House.1

This little cavalcade contrasted t 
strangely with the great military and 
civil processions which have attended 
inaugurations for half a century.

Besides the cavalry escort, the con- 
gressional committee also had arranged 
to have several companies of marines at' 
the Capitol as a guard of honor and for I 
the presence of the United States Marine 
Band—“the President's Own"—which 
played “The Star-Spangled Banner" 
immediately after Mr. Harding had 
taken the oath of office.

The very simplicity of the ceremonies 
on the east, portico of the Capitol added 
to their impressiveness. Simple and im­
pressive also were those in the Senate 
Chamber, where Calvin Coolidge was 
sworn in by Vice-President Marshall, 
and where Mr. Coolidge in turn swore 
into office the new senators elected last 
November.

Harding, in his inaugural address, de­
clared that the United States “seeks 
no part in directing the destinies of 
the Old World," and is unwilling to 
become "entangled" In European poli­
tics. Nevertheless, speaking In behalf 
of the people of the United States, he 
expressed willingness to associate with 
other nations of the world in seeking 
an agreement for the reduction of 
armament, in suggesting plans for medi. 
action, conciliation . and arbitration, in 
clarifying the laws of international re­
lationship, and in establishing a world 
court for the disposition of justifiable 
questions.

"Today, better than ever before, we 
an know the aspirations of human 

kind and share them,” he declared.
The recorded progress of the United 

States, Mr. Harding said, proved the 
wisdom of the policy of non-involvment 
in Old World affairs. "Confident of our 
ability to work out our own destiny, and 
jealously guarding our right to do so." 
he continued, “we seek no part in 
directing the destinies of the Old World. 
We will accept no responsibility except 
aS our own conscience and Judgment 
in each instance may determine.

"Our eyes never will be blind to a 
developing menace, our ears never deaf 
to the call of civilization. We recognize 
the new order in the world, with the 
closer contacts which progress lias 
wrought. We sense the call of the 
human heart for fellowship, fraternity 
and co-operation. We crave friendship 
and harbor no hate. But America can 
be a party to no permanent military 
alliance. Tt cannot enter into political 
commitments, nor assume any econ­
omic obligations, or subject our deci­
sions to any other than our own 
authority.

Promote Understanding.
"I am sure our own people will not 

misunderstand, or will the world mis- 
construe. We have no thought to im­
pede the paths to closer relationship. 
We wish to promote understanding. We 
want to do our part in making offensive 
warfare so hateful that governments 
•nd peoples who resort to it must prove 
the righteousness of their cause or 
■land as outlaws before the bar of 
civilization.

"We are ready to associate ourselves 
with the nations of the world, great and 
small, for conference, for counsel, to 
seek the expressed views of world 
opinion, to recommend a way to ap­
proximate disarmament and relieve the 
crushing burdens of military and naval ! 
establishments. We elect to participate 
in suggesting plans for mediation, con- 
ciliation and arbitration, and would 
gladly join in that expressed conscience; 
of progress which seeks to .clarify and

write the laws of international rela- 
tionship, and establish a world court for 
the disposition of such justifiable ques­
tions as nations are agreed to submit 
thereto. In expressing arbitrations, in 
seeking practical plans, in translating 
humanity's new concept of righteous- 

chess, justice, and its hatred of war 
into recommended action, we arc ready 
most heartily to unite, but every com­
mitment must be made in the exercise 
of our national sovereignty.

Out of League.
“Since freedom impelled, and indepen­

dence. inspired and nationally exalted, 
a world super-government is contrary 
to everything we cherish, and can have 
no sanction by our republic. This is not 
selfishness; it. is sanctity. It is not 
aloofness; it is security. Tt is not sus­
picion of others: it is patriotic adherence 
to the things which made us what we 
are."

The unselfishness of the United 
States has been proven. Mr. Harding 
said, and the concern of the people of 
the United States for preserved civili­
zation “has had its impassioned and 
heroic expression." The United States 
was eager to initiate and anxious to 
participate in any seemly program likely 
to lessen the possibility of war and 
promote the brotherhood of mankind, 
he added, and “aspired to a high place 
in the moral leadership of civilization." 
While he made no direct reference to 
the League of Nations, Mr. Harding 
intimated that the participation of the 
United States would have to be accom- 
plished through some agency other than 
the present league.

“In deliberate questioning of a sug­
gested change of national policy where 
internationality was to supersede 
nationality," he said, “we turned to a 
referendum to the American people. 
There was ample discussion, and there 
is a public mandate in manifest under- 
standing."

Urges Trade Expansion.
Dealing with commercial problems 

which confront the United States, Mr. 
Harding declared particularly for the; 
development of trade with the other 
nations of the American continent.

"We must understand that ties of 
trade bind nations in closest intimacy, 
and none may receive except as he 
gives," he said. "We have not 
strengthened ours in accordance with 
our resources or our genius, notably on 
our own . continent."

While the war did not leave the 
United States with devastated land's or 
desolated cities, continued the new 
United States president, it did involve 
the country in a delirium of expendi­
ture, in expanded currency and credits, 
in unbalanced industry, and in "un-
