Concentrated latelets is yet
another product made from
very fresh whole blood. This
is used in the treatment of
leukemia patients.

Fresh blood can also be used
for open heart surgery and
heart transplant operations.
For this purpose, fresh blood
is spcially modified by adding
certain substances and is use
