as they demean themselves well & peaceable as we sent you word last

summer by ye messengers they sent us at that time

as to what you desire yt some persons may suppose you

not necessaries at Saraghtoque as cheap as they are here because

you all alleadge that it is difficult for ye old men to bring down

their skins hither wt is a thing yt we can not promise you neither

Can any person afford ye so cheap as they are to be had here for ye

must consider yt they must be pd for bringing up the good thither &

if your young men is bring down ye skins belonging to ye old men or hire

reads to ride ye down which will be but a wife Considering how

much cheaper goods are here yt at Saraghtoyne therefore we recom-

mend you to tell your Sachis we desire they all their young men

do me hither to trade while goods are much cheaper then ever they

had been

Journall of Mr Lowrence Clause the Interpreter of

his journey to the six nations which being Transla

ted into English is as follows,

In persuance of my Instructions from the Comr. of indian

Indian affairs at albany dated the ninth Sept. Twent to ye Mohogge

Country acquainted ye Sachims there of the decease of his late majesty

King George of Glorious memory and of ye accession of his present

majesty King George the Second to the Imperiall Crowns of great

britain France & Ireland, from thence went to Oneyde and

Tusherores & acquainted those achis with the same

On the 25 of Sep. Farrive at onondage where I found 160 men

ready to go out fighting by order of the Governour of Canada of wt. 48 of ye

went out the same day I came there whereupon I calld the sachine

& warrious to come together I acquainted yt also of ye Decease of his

late majesty King George & of ye acception of his present majesty

King George ye second to ye Imperiall Crowns of Great Britain &

and speak to yt in name of his Excel William Burnet Esqr

our Governour, yt he has very much surprized that they sufferd

yr selves to be commanded by the Governour of Canada who has

been always their ancestors Enemy and is so still he by show

of frendship seeks to deprive them of their land & priveledges

where our Governour gives sufficient Instances of his sincere affecte

Affection & frindship towards the well being of the six nations wth he

Endeavours to accomplish and Intends to presevere in it

The King of France himself owns yt ye six Nations belong only

to ye Crown of great britain therefore brethren I desire you in

his Excel name yt you do not go fighting on ye Command
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
