IT1.—On the 21st of November there will be an Annular Eclipse of the Sun. In-
visible,

IV.—On the 5th of December there will be a partial Eclipse of the Moon. On that
day the Moon rises Eclipsed, which will continue until 6.30.

The transit of Mercury
over the Disc of the Sun. It will not be visible in Montreal, but the Astronomers of
the Chinese Empire will give us the particulars in due time.
