RIGHT REV. DR. O'MAHONY AT
SMITHVILLE.

On Sunday the 14th inst. the Rt. Rev.
Bishop O’Mahony visited Smithville to
give Confirmation to the sixty children
who were carefully prepared by their pas-
tor to receive that Sacrament. His Lord-
ship examined the children carefully and
found them well instructed in Christian
doctrine.
