The vision ot God is the perfection of
grace, The work of the Holy Ghost in
the soul in this world is perfected in
eternity in the vision of God. By our
first birth we are in the order of nature
snd sin; by our second birth in Baptism
we ere elevaled to the supernatural
order, the end and fulfilment of which is
the vision of God in the light of glory.
And therefore I say to parents, Take
care. There are some who have been
baptized themselves, and who neglect
the baptism cf their children, AndIam
eorry and grieved to say there have
arisen among us those who, not belong.
