But, he must be prepared to take the
fyll respohsibility for any statement he
réads in the" house, otherwise he can-
not by the rules of the house read
anything said by a man outside the
trouse and directed agairst any mems~
ber.”

Dr. Danlel declared that he was ~

Dr. Pugsley insisted that the read-
ing must  be without ecomment or
otherwise he would have to insist upon
the observance of the strict rules of
the house respecting defamatory re«
marks.

Speaker Marcil drew the attention of
