Dr. Reed was married in 1858, and duriog
all his suffering his wife has remained
faithfully day and night at her helpless
hueband’s bedside, Au first two men were
required vo hft him. The money saved
from a locrative practice dwindled, and,
with exigenocies of the oase the dootor in-
vented a kind of derrick, with two arms

and hoisting oranks, by means of whioh his |*

wife can easily move him from the bed
while it is being made. Bands and straps
are placed under him and he is raised
above the bed. He was brought to New
York by his wife in 1868. Before the bones
solidified his spine was affected, and as the
trouble slowly worked upward the muscles

of the boat and placed himeelf on a luxuri.
ous pile of cushions in the stern. The little
oraft was propelled by one oar, which was
skilfully wielded by the King. There he
kept the poor artist singing for fully three
hours.

Ohiet Engineer Brows, of the Pennsylva-
nia Railroad, who has made a test of iron
ties, does not favor their use at the present
price. He says: * We have had »ome of
shese ties in use on our Filbers street exten-
sion since 1880, Last year we laid about
400 or 500 of them on the 4}, degree ocurve
in the Weat Philadelphia yards, where 134
fast passenger trains pass over them every
twenty-four hours. Thne ties we have been
using cost from $3 to $4each. As long as
good oak ties can be prooured for nov ex-
oceeding $1 a piece we would not recom-
mend the adoption of iron ties, although
they give perfect satisfaction, and are Lo
more trouble to keep in line and surface
than wooden ties,”

The Apple Tree Borer.

June is the time when you may expeot o
see the spple tree borer set up his carpen-
ter shop 1o the orchard. This mechanio
you do not want. Build small fires of
shavioge, brush and rubbish in different
parts of the orohard on some of these sum-
mer evenings and cremate the ivquisitive
chep. The borer also objeots to clennlinesa,
Wash the bodies of the trees, especially
near the ground, with soft soap and waver
-—all the better if hot—or with reasonable
strong lye—all thebetter if salt or saltpe-
tre is mixed with it—and thus prevens the
borer from depositing ite eggs. The beetle
is.not quite an inch long, striped brown and
white.

Cultivation of the Peach.

Mr. J. F. Taylor, of Michigan, who has
given great ateention to the cultivation of
the peach, writes the Horticulturist of that
State five rules each on the condition of
failure and success in the cmltivation of
the fruit, ' Failure comes from the follow-
ing oauses :

1. A wet soil, or one that from any cause
holds water around the roots of the tree,
whetber the land is situated high or low.

2. Exoessive fertility where the trees are
young, whether it be secured in the natural
condivion of the soil or by the ingenuity of
man,

3. Bevere cutting back of the young
growth each year, thus dwarfing the tree
and robbing it of much nataral vitality.

4. Allowing trees t0' overbear and thus
exhausb their vitality by a a single orop of
fruit.

5. By deficient and improper cultivation.

Uonditions of sucocess are stated as fol-
lows :

1. An elevated location that is not sub-
jeot %0 late froste in the spring or early
froats in the fall.

2. A warm and moderately fertile soil
that is well drained by natore. - Artificial
drainage may prove sucoessful, bub ite util-
ity has not been fully demonstrated in this
region.

3. Thorough cultivation,without manure,
until the trees come into bearing, then
combine the tw> 0 a8 to supply all the
depletion produced in the soil by growth of
trees and fruis.

4. Never lot a tree overbear.

6. Oontinue cultivation until the close of
the dry season every summer even if it

i until Bep b

It should be added that the summer oul-
tivation should be only such as to 1nsure a
perfeot surface tilth of the soil to assist in
noulserving the moisture as muoh as pos-
sible.
