It means that the lake ship-
yards will be immediately lmlled upon
to provide berths for from adozen
to a score more new boats than were
in contemplation before the recent
disasters. What that . increase in
business yvepresents in the way of
additional labor in the yards which
turnish material it is not easy for
those un—famaﬁlmr with the business
to imagine. /Of the loss of life and
the éuﬁermg occasioned it can only
be said that they have furnished oc-
edsion for splendid and inspiring ex-
hibitions “of heroism, determination
and fortitude such, as a busy and self-
conscious age’is too apt to attribute
only to pest ages, ‘There is some
gain, perhaps, in. being reminded’
that our complex civilization is not
eliminating the more primitive vir-
tues of the race.”
