us in “Quick or the Dead,”—for which,
by the way, Lippincott gave her
$1,000—a nauseatingly commonplace
pittare of* the nervous, hysterical w-
man whom, unfortunately, sonfe of us
can number among our acqueintances.
Brilliant originality in literature has a
discouragingly small audience.

Mr Roe's writings were always
healthful, and never left an unpleasant
taste in the mouth as Miss Rive's last
story does. They'are novels with an
avowed purpose; a moral purity per-
vades them ; they are, in short, sugar-
coated sermons which his readers
swallowed eagerly, only to discover

Mr Roe was particularly an bospita-
ble man, and during his life scarcely a
day passed that he had not visitors or
oocupants for his spare rooms. He
was also a hard worker; of late it wae
a common occurrence for him to work
for twenty-four hours. Such mental
and physical strain was undoubredly
the remote cause of his death, the im-
mediate one being angina pectorier
His will leaves everything to his wife,
who, by the way, it is said, is the hero-
jne in “Nature’s Serial Story.” This
story is said to be, also, a great favor-
ite with its author. Although it is
well known that business entanglenients
with his brother, not long ago, financ-
jally ruined Mr Roe, yet at the time of
his death he had eleared off every in-
debtedness and was firmly on his feet
again,

In the Qctober Lippincott’s we shall
have an autobiographical sketch of
Roe, which is one of his last writings
and secured by them only a few days
before his death. It is eatitled “A
Native Author called Roe.” The de.
rivation of the title is rather curfous.
It seems that the late Matthew Arnold
remavked, in one of his eritical papers
on America, that ‘“‘the literary impulse
of ' the country seems to be largely
putrified by the writings of a native
author called Roe.” Mr Roe modest-
ly adopted the title. Mr Roe rated
his storiéd at their true literary
value, aud used to jestingly say that
when he had made himeelf rich he
would apply himself to writing litera-
ture; but, as is often the case, d.ath
frustrated such plaos, if he had really
made them, and his pen is laid aside
long, long before his many friends and
readers had hoped.—A. W. EMERY,
