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THE SHIP RAILWAY.

THE YEAR'S 1 RADE.

-N. Clarke Wallace, the new con­
troller of Customs has just submitted 
to the government a series of tables 
on the trade of the Dominion 
during the past year. The figures 
make on every hand a flattering 
showing and indicate the great but 
sure progress which is being made by 
Canada in the outside markets. The 
exports las4; year «show an increase of 
$15,600,000 over 1891 and the im 
ports an increase of $8,500,000 over 
the same year. Previous to 1892 
the year 1883 showed the highest 
trade figures, the volume of trade 
done between Canada and other 
countries being $230,339,826. Last 
year, however, the volume was $241,- 
369,44».

There is a notable change in the 
direction in which pur expoits were 
sent last year as in the year before. 
Since the advent of the McKinley 
tariff’, the exports to the south have 
been gradually decreasing wlii'e those 
to Graat Britain, West Indies, China 
and Japan have increased.

The amount of customs duties paid 
per head of population last year was 
$4 25, as against $4.84 the year pre­
vious and $5 23 in 1883.

at Montreal would be credited to 
Quebtc although a large portion 
would be forwarded to Ontario, and 
goods entered at Halifax might be 
consigned to New Brunswick or the

Owing doubtless, to , the abolition 
of th(v sugar duties the importation of 
this commodity in its various forms 
shows a large increase -compared with 
1890. The last complete year in 
which the duties v/eijC in force the 
comparative figures were :

Bake 
for instance, the export of eggs. In 
1890 Canada sent io England 3,600doz 
valued at $820; last year the record 
was 3 987,655 dozen, valued at $592, 
218. In these same years there was 
a great falling off in the shipment of 
eggs to the United States, Last year 
the quantity was 3,918,015 dozen 
valued at $494,109 as against 
12,825,735 dozen, valued at $1,- 
793,104. Of cheese last year the 
Dominion exported the grand total of 
128,410 730 lbs., valued at $12,554,- 
286, against 117.416,051 lbs., valued 
ot $10,434,239 the year previous. 
Verily, in this commodity Canada is 
holding her cwn.

None the less gratifying is the in­
crease in the export of butter as the 
following figures show:

A special meeting of the Share­
holders and bondholders of the Chig- 
necto Marine Railway was held in 
London or the 5th inst. to authorize 
the directors to issue a new series of 
bonds or debentures to the amount 
of £350,000 to be called first' prefer­
ence mortgage bonds. The secretary 
of the company was .present and 
stated to the meeting the condition of 
the work. He said the work was 
about three-quarters done, the foun­
dations were all in and the engineers 
reported chat nothing serious present­
ed itself in the completion of the 
road. Only £406,000 of the author­
ized issue of £700,000 bonds had 
been issued to the contractor leaving 
£294,005 in the possession of the 
company. Mr. Provand M. P. who 
was here last year had secured an 
order-iu-council, from the Canadian 
government granting an extension of 
time to July 1st next provided .that 
the work is in actual progress yn the 
meantime. The money must be forth­
coming at once or the concession will 
lapse next July. The proposed new 
issue would increase the capital, so the 
secretary said, *by only £56,000, and 
should be taken up at once to ensure a 
further extension of time from the 
government. The resolution author­
izing the new issue was passed.

Mr. Provand stated that the com­
pany would sell these bonds wher­
ever they could and it was expected 
that some of the present holders would 
increase their stock. It would take 
he said about £171,000 to complete 
the road and £65.000 for machinery 
to operate it. The chairman stated 
that already one-fifth of th-j required 
monev had been subscribed.

NEWFOUNDLAND.

THL SCOTT ACT.

At a meeting of the Temperance 
League held here last week, it was 
decided to take some action regarding 
the county council’s arrangement of 
Inspector McCully’s fees fur the cq/ 
suing year. The léague claims that 
the action of the council is illegal in­
asmuch as it prevents the enforce­
ment of the act by an Inspector, us 
provided by the act. The following 
resolution was passed.

‘.Whereas at a recent meeting of the 
County Council of Westmorland a resolu­
tion was passed providing—“that Inspector 
“McCully be paid $1,00 for each and 
“every conviction under C T- act for 1893 
“and that the salary be $5,00 for the en­
duing year the above to include all ex. 
“penses for the aforesaid year,”

“And whereas we believe that .such reso­
lution is illegal and ultra vires the County 
Council according to Chapter 4, Sec. 145 of 
Local acts of 1887, therefore resolved that 
F. A. McCully, Esq , be requested to take 
such actions as will remove before the next 
session of tin. Supreme Court the said reso­
lution ot the said Municipal Council."

Mr. McCully has (obtained an ordor 
nisi from Mr. Justice Harrington call­
ing upon the council to show cause 
why their resolution should not be 
questioned. Members of the council^ 
met at Dorchester yesterday in spec­
ial session to consider the matter, and 
decided to have the mal ter argued 
Mr. II. A. Powell has been- retained 
for the county and the case*will come 
up about February 7ih.

DR. TAIT, M. P. P. — RAILWAYS. — THE

Dr. J. Sinclair Tait of St. John’s 
N’fTd visited Sack ville last week 
on the occasion of the semi-centennial 
of Mt. Allison,'" a»d was wel­
comed by manyxdd friends. Years ago 
he was one of our most successful 
teachers, afterward a student of Mt. 
Allison, where he graduated in 1877 
with the degree of B. Sc. and ip 1891 
with the degree of M. A. Becoming 
a student in medicine, he graduated in 
University of Penaylvania in 1882 and 
took the degrees of L. R. C. P. and L. 
R. O. S. in London and Edinburgh in 
1886. Afterward he connected himself 
by marriage with one of our best known 
Sack ville families and therefore Sack- 
ville is proud to claim him as a son-in-* 
law, if not a son. We are pleased to 
note that Dr. Tait is a believer in Cana 
dian Unity, and as a public man and 
member of the Legislature of New 
foundland is an ardent advocate of 
the rounding ofl of the Dominion 
by the admission of the most an­
cient colony. While the material 
advantages of confederation are obvious­
ly altogether in favor of Newfoundland 
and it must of necessity prove more or less 
of an expense to the Canadian treasury 
for which there can be no direct return. 
We have no doubt the people of Canada 
would welcome it, for ut least on senti­
mental giounds—the consolidation of 
British North America would then be 
completed and all causes for petty jeal­
ousies and quarrels would be removed. 
A reporter of the Post obtained from Dr. 
Tait a statement of facts respecting that 
colony which will prove interesting to 
our readers. In relation to railways, 
the Doctor stated the first Railroad in 
Newfoundland was commenced about 13 
years ago, and was built from St. John’s 
to Harbor Grace, a distance of about 90 
miles. This line, in time, will be ex­
tended to Carbonear 4 or 6 miles beyond 
Harbor Grace, and will also have a 
branch line running to Brigus or Clark’s 
Beach—a distance of about 10 or 16 
miles from the main line at a point 
about midwny between the city and Bay 
Metropolis.

The great cost can 
only be accounted for by the fact that it 
was a government concern, and that 
Railroading in Newfoundland has not 
been brought to this economic stage of 
constriction as in other places.

Answer: “A tidal wave swept it out 
of existence a short time ago, only re 
taiuing 8 seats out of 28. The leader 
in tho government is Sir William 
Whiteway, and the Colonial Secretary 
Mr. Bond. This government is likely 
to be sustained for some time as it is 
sustained by a popular vote and not by 
any class oil the contrary.

THE THOIIBURN ADMINISTRATION 
Was what has been designated a “Mer­
chant's government,” for the simple rea­
son that the controlling force in the 
House was tho mercantile element. 
Yes, in addition to the large expendi­
ture on the Placentia Railroad they ex­
travagantly spent the funds of the col­
ony in other ways— notably the opening 
up and construction of so called “Agri­
cultural Roads" about St. John’s and 
in the adjacent districts, which ntifor 
tunately did not lead to agricultural 
centres of any importance. They were 
purely unproductive labor and instituts 
ed simply as “Relief Works ” to tide 
over a supposed period of “enforced 
idleness,” and able bodied “pauperism.' 
This of course has had a bad effect up­
on the indépendance of the several com­
munities infected thereby. Yes. Many 
of tho far away districts are more inde­
pendent, and require less relief than 
those near the capitol. The total 
amount spent during the four years the 
late administration were in power for 
these “Ronds” and other “Relief” 
works amounted to a very large sum, so 
that in four years over $3,000,000 was 
added to tho public debt, which before 
that Lime only amounted to about $1,- 
600,000.

Yes, it appears strange when one 
comes to look at it that men in large 
mercantile establishments and those ac 
customed to business habits should so 
manage the affairs for people as to cause 
such vast expenditure with so little re­
turn profit. It certainly did not savour 
oc “sound commercial principles” which 
was their watchword upon starting 
out.
Yes,such modes of dealing with a pec pie 

certainly has the effect of undermining 
independence and securing pauperism. 
The third Railway is that generally 
known as the ‘‘Hall’s Bay Line,” It 
leaves the first original line some dis» 
tance from St. John’s and proceeds 
northward towards Hall’s Bay. 145 
miles of this Road have been completed 
in a most substantial and satisfactory 
manner. Tho contract was entered into 
only two years ago and work upon the 
lino has not been even that long. The 
original contractors were Reid and Mid** 
dleton, Luc of late Middleton has with­
drawn and now the whole construction 
is carried on by tho Messrs. Reid who 
are not only wealthy "men, but most ef­
ficient, kind and obliging in every re­
spect. They have already tapped the 
Gandu Lake which io about 17 miles 
from Freshwater Bay at the bottom of 
Bonavista Bay.
t ,The igovernment intend building 
docks at several points north and plac­
ing on small steamers so as to connect 
all parts of these vast Bays with the 
new line of Road. Such an arrange­
ment would place all points north in 
direct line with the metropolis, aud 
thus confer upon the northern people 
the groat boon of ready and expeditious 
transit. One point of call say at 
Shoal Harbor would connect Trinity, 
Catalina, and all other places on Trinity 
Bay, while another at Clode Sound 
would accomodate the people of Poose. 
Bay, Green’s Pond and all other points 
on Bonavista Bay.

Next summer the line will be com­
pleted to Norris’ Arm away down to 
the Exploits, and then Little Bay and 
all other places north of Bonavista Bay 
will be accomodated.

Oar people are largely independent 
of Canada ae we obtain nearly all are 
manufactured goods from England and 
our bread stuffs from the United States. 
With this feeling our people are very 
loth to give up their independence, and 
ally themselves to a people who would 
deprive tjiem of the free market and 
impose upon them a high protective 
tariff system.

However, if Canada could show that 
her tariff system extended to Newfound­
land would not in any Vay ir crease 
taxation nor hamper trade I verily be­
lieve they would be willing to unite 
as there are many interests common to 
each country which would be more 
beneficial to both under confederation.

If jCanada, then, were to stipulate 
the conditions upon which union could 
be effected and offer term# at all liberal. 
I firmly believe our people would con­
sider the question with seriousness and 
at the same time manifest a disposition 
for united interests

On the platform were President 
Allison, who occupied the chair, Gener 
al Superintendent Carman of the Meth 
odist church, Chief Superintendent of 
Education Inch, Judges Tuck and King 
of St. John, and Hanington of Dorehes 
ter, Sheriff McQueen, Dr. Weldon, M.

Dr. Allison thanked the committee 
for the honor they had conferred on him 
in asking that he take the chair qn this 
occasion. Fifty years ago, he would re­
mind them, at about this very hour was 
commenced the educational work at Mt. 
Allison whose half century of continual 
life ^as celebrated bv the intelligent 
gathering here assembled for the occas­
ion. What those fifty years have produc­
ed he felt he need not state. The me­
morials of that work are to be seen on 
every hand to-day. About him on this 
occasion and in diffeacut parts of Cana­
da are young men who have gone forth 
from Mt. Allison who are filling both 
high and noble positions. He was no: 
here to boast of what had been done 
during these fifty years but he was 
pleased to be able to show what by 
God’s grace had been accomplished to­
wards the education of the young men 
of the maritime provinces. When the 
institutions were first established it was 
in the full faith of the possibilities of 
the country and faith is their ability to 
do good Work. That faith had nut been 
misplaced. The results which had been 
achieved would prove that the institu­
tions had never been carried away by 
any narrow sectarian views. They had 
been conducted for the benefit of the 
whole country and he felt safe to say 
that no college had kept more in com­
plete touch with the spirit of the times 
than had Mt. Allison. The young men 
who had attended were inspired with 
the fact that they were citizens of a 
noble country and that they had a share 
to perform in working out its best 
destiny. The results he felt were gratify­
ing. Having undertaken this work the 
Methodist church was under a solemn 
obligation to continue it. Tho inten­
tion of the college was to give their 
students as good and thorough an edu­
cation as they could get elsewhere and 
the church should aid liberally. He 
closed by referring to the present 
financial needs of the colleges.
