"Strict Accountability.”
The American policy of “strict ac­

countability” for the lives of Ameri­
cans lost by the torpedoing of mèr- 
cantile vessels, belonging to belliger­
ent countries or neutrals, seems to be 
in danger of fizzling out. The pol­
icy was a considered one, carefully 
thought out, and declared to the world 
at large, to Germany in particular, 
ar-d was an assurance to travelling 
Americans that their interests would 
be protected and if they were victim­
ized then the American Government 
would take proper steps against Ger­
many. The American Government 
made the declaration of policy shortly 
alter Germany had given notice that 
her submarines would sink mercan­
tile vessels at sight. Germany de­
rided the American declaration and 
laughed it to scorn, openly stating 
that America would not fight. For a 
period, German submarines overtak­
ing small steamers gave an opportun­
ity to their crews and passengers to 
escape, but last week they began 
their campaign of sinking merchant­
men at sight, and selected as their 
first victim the Lusitania which was 
known to be carrying nearly two 
hundred Americans. Over one hun­
dred Americans perished in this das­
tardly act, advertised in New York 
before the Lusitania sailed as intend­
ed, admitted by the German Gov­
ernment as actually accomplished, 
and proved by the verdict of the 
Coroner’s jury at Kinsale. In spite, 
however, of these proofs of the act 
of piracy, and in face of the previous 
declaration of the American Govern­
ment to hold Germany to strict ac­
countability for even a single Ameri­
can life lost in such a piratical enter­
prise, we learn now that the Ameri­
can President has no intention of 
calling the Senate together, and has 
intimated otherwise that American 
righteousness is so transcendental, 
that she is too proud to fight, and 
that he has said enough to show that 
the Kaiser sized up President Wilson 
correctly, although he made a bad 
blunder in measuring up Premie:: 
Asquith with the same bushel when 
Germany invaded Belgium.
