lage on Friday. Usually the last’of the 
shows, it is always the greatest, and the 
one this year was no exception to the 
rule. Although provided with splendid 
outside and inside accommodation, the 
great increase that is every year taking 
place in the number of entries will soon 
necessitate the enlargement of the Hall, 
an improvement which would also great­
ly add to the comfort of visitors, for the 
jam on Friday when the doors were open­
ed was terrific, and it was positively dan­
gerous for a lady to trust herself in the 
crush. To say that there was a crowd at 
the show is putting it in mild language. 
The whole township seemed to have 
turned out as by common consent, and to 
this number were added many hundreds 
from other places. In fact it was as com­
mon to see a Guelph face as on Wynd­
ham st. From early morn till after dark 
the whole village was alive with people. 
The streets were full, stores were full, 
taverns were crammed, everywhere yon 
turned you met crowds. The reader will 
form an idea of the magnitude of the 
show and attendance when we state that 
there were about 1150 entries, and the 
nearest estimate of the number of people 
put it at 6,000. The day though cold 
was otherwise pleasant.

The show of horses was a good deal 
above the average, and gives proof that 
the farmers of the township are paying 
considerable attention to the improve­
ment of the breed. There were 13 en­
tries of brood mares, 19 of buggy, 8 of 
working and 12 ot carriage horses. The 
younger classes were equally well repre­
sented. There was a better show of Dur­
ham cattle than you will get in almost 
any township outside of Guelph. Messrs. 
H. and A. McMillan, Thomson, Webb, 
Awrey and Reid were as usual large ex­
hibitors in this class. The bulls in the 
grade class were not so good, but there 
were a splendid lot ofdows—14 entries in 
all. The judges awarded the first prize 
to the one owned by Mr. O. McDougall. 
Heifer calves were also well represented, 
there being 10 entries. Messrs. A. Mc­
Millan and J. Anderson showed two fine 
animals in this class. Eight yokes of 
working oxen were shown, and 5 in fat 
stock. Mr. H. Reid took the first prize in 
this class for a beast in capital condition.

Erin always makes a creditable show 
of sheep. The long wooled kind, of 
course largely predominate. We refer 
our readers to the prize list for the num­
ber of entries in this and all other clas­
ses. We are not sufficiently posted in 
this class to particularize, but must refer 
our readers to the superior judgment of 
the judges. We may, however, give 
their unanimous opinion that there was a 
fine show of sheep. Medium woolled 
sheep were not up to the long-wooled, 
either in numbers or quality. Mr. J. 
Thomson was a prominent exhibitor in 
this class. Pigs were fairly represented 
but they were not placed to be seen. 
The poultry were very good, but many of 
the birds were so bid away in the coops 
that one could hardly judge of their 
merits.

We may finish the outside show by a 
word or two about the implements. 
Messrs H. Milloy and D. McMillan show­
ed two of their superior ploughs, Mr. 8. 
McKenzie a nice pair of barrows, Mr. 
Hawkins a well-made horse boe. A well 
finished buggy was shown by Catapbell 
and McKenzie, of Ospringe. Mr. D. Mc­
Millan showed two very superior market 
waggons. Three good serviceable wag­
gons were also exhibited.

THE SHOW INSIDE.
We come now to the inside show, 

which was one the finest we ever saw at 
any Township or Riding Exhibition, 
There was a much larger and better 
show of wheat, than at the Guelph Exhi­
bition, in proof of which we refer to the 
entries, and to the fact that the Fife 
Spring wheat which took the first prize 
at Guelph was awarded the third 
prize at Erin, that shown by Mr. Robt. 
Campbell getting the first. Erin still 
keeps the lead in wheat. The other 
grains were very good, but the judges 
rejected some of the bags of peas because 
that below the top was much inferior to 
what was there shown. Honesty is the 
best policy. Potatoes were a show in 
themselves, and migh fairly be matched 
against any shown in Canada. Turnips, 
especially tall kinds, were extiaordinary 
in size. So were carrots and mangolds. 
The cabbages put those shown in Guelph 
completely into the shade. Mr. Higgins 
as usual was great on these, ae also on 
cauliflowers and onions. Apples were 
very fair for the season. Some nice plums, 
grapes and crab apples were shown. The 
dairy produce was a splendid show, and 
the quality of most of the samples were 
so fairly matched that the judges—both 
men of large experience—had the great­
est difficulty in awarding the prizes. The 
salt butter also was all ofanqvcuand 
superior quality. Some excellent oheeso 
was shown, among others was two ex­
cellent factory cheese from the Wambor- 
ough factory. Bread was very good.

Of manufacures there was some superi­
or harness made by Mr. Wm. Matthews, 
a side of good upper leather by Mr. 
Gaud, and a lot of well made, finely fin­
ished boots by Mr. Arch. Thomson.

The ladies work occupied a large part 
of the Hall, and as regards quality, vari­
ety and skill displayed on the various 
pieces well sustained the fame the Brin 
ladies have won for their skill in both 
the common and finer description of work 
usually seen at a Show. The competition 
was very keen in fulled cloth, many of 
the pieces being of superior texture and 
of fine wool. The flannel and blankets 
were also well worthy of attention, as 
indeed were all the articles shown. It 
would be far beyond our limits to particu­
larize every article oi ïaàcy workawortby 
of commendable notice, we can only men 
tion a few of those articles not ordinarily 
shown at these Exhibitions, and for the 
rest refer our readers to the prize list.

THE DINNER.

O ving to the excellent arrangements 
of the officers, and the efficient Secretary, 
Mr. Burt, the work of fudging was got 
through at an early hoar, and in the 
evening the dinner took place at Alton’s 
Hotel, where a splendid repast was placed 
before the company, to which they did 
the most ample justice. Edward John­
ston, Esq., President, occupied the chair, 
who at the conclusion ot the dinner gave 
the usual legal and patriotic toasts, Quar­
termaster Harvey replying for the Army, 
Navy and Volunteers. To the toast of 
“the judges” Messrs. John Ramsey, C. 
Davidson, Jas. Massie and John Hogg re­
sponded in brief but appropriate speeches. 
Messrs. A. McMillan, Robert Campbell, 
Warden and H. Milloy responded to the 
toast of “the socceeefal competitors/’ The 
healths of the President and Secretary 
were drunk with all the honors and duly 
acknowledged by these gentlemen. The 
“Press” followed, responded to by Mr. 
Innés of the Mercury. After singing 
“ God save the Queen,” the company 
broke up to allbw them an opportunity of 
attending the concert.
THE MILITARY DISPLAY AND CONCERT.

The holding of the show was taken 
advantage of by the volunteers to have a 
grand field day, to be followed by a con­
cert in the drill shed in the evening, the 
proceeds of which to go to floor the 
building, and make other improvements 
about it. The Erin Company, under 
Capt. Carbery, mustered strongly, and 
there was also a good turn out of the 
Eramosa Company, Capt. Swinford, and 
the Acton Company, Capt. Allan. The 
fine Battalion Band was also present, 
which gave additional interest to the 
display. Lieut.-Col. Higinbotham and As­
sistant Surgeon Tack was present from 
Guelph. The Companies mastered in 
the afternoon, and after going through 
theh drill in a very creditable manner 
they were marched to the hill, where 
they were put through the customary 
evolutions, and spent a short time in 
skirmishing. The Companies looked re­
markably well and showed great profi­
ciency in their drill.

The Concert came off in the evening, 
and was largely attended, over 600 being 
present. It was quite a success, but the 
pleasure of the evening was somewhat 
marred by the unruly proceedings of some 
roughs, who were evidently spoiling for a 
fight, but whose pugilistic demonstrations 
were promptly stopped. We cannot find 
room to particularize the programne, 
which was a long and varied one The 
playing of the Band was of course a great 
feature of the concert, and we never heard 
them do better. The Misses Holden and 
Barber well sustained their reputation as 
singers, and Miss Kate McMillan did re­
markably well in her accompaniments. 
Mr T. H. Taylor astonished the natives 
with liis superb singing, and Mr Breadon 
was as usual excellent. The Messrs 
White, Harvard and Overland also did 
their parts well. Col. Higinbytham and 
all the officers graced the platform during 
the evening. The proceedings were 
brought to a close about ten o’clock, and 
soon the village was as quiet as is its 
wont but for the intermittent yells of 
some half frantic roughs whom the devil 
and drink had taken possession of. Thus 
ended the great annual Erin holiday.
