Tae GoverNOR-GENERAL AT THE Nog-
war Somoon.—Their Excellencies the
Governor-General and the Countess of
Dufferin, accompanied by Colonel Fletch-
er, drove on Wednesday morning to the
Normal School building, whien the offi-
cials of the Education Department had
invited them to visitand inspect.- The
viodsregal party was rddeived at the prin-
cipal entrance by the-Chief Superintend-
ent of Education, Rev Dr. Ryerson, the
Deputy Supetintendent, Dr. Hodgins
Very Rev. Dean Grasetf, chairman, and
the niembers of the Coungil pf Public In-
struction. Their Excellencies were con»
ducted into the theatre,in the body of
which the children of the Model School
were assembled, the pupils of the Normal
School oecupying the gallery.
