This Morning’s Sensation.

.This morning, Tnesday, the citizens
of Guelph were treated to all the.stirring
excitement incident to ringing the fires
bell, calling out the engines, and crowd-
ing to the “scene of the conflagration,”
without the disastrous results which are
usually the penalty for this kind of en-
joyment, except so far as one cilizen is
concerned—Mr. Nathaniel Croft—and he
is insured, anyhow. The“fire originated
about half-past ten, between the roof

and the bed room ceiling of Mr. Croft's

rough-cast house on Cork street, close

to the chimney.. Mr. Croft endeavored

for nearly three-quarters of an hour to

subdue the smouldering fire, but without

success, and at a quarter past eleven- he

gave the alarm. Tbe engine and hose-

reels were turned out with commendable

celerity, and were taken to the hydraut

on St. George’s Square. Whilst the

firemen were getting ready, two holes

were broken in the roof by axes, and two

young men were sent up from Mr. J. M.

each with a

“ Fire King"” extinguisher on his back.

Streams of water impregnated with car-

bonic acid gas were thrown into the

holes from these machines, and by the

time their charges had spent their force,

the fire was apparently out, though a

little smokeor steam still oozed from tle

roof. The branch from the steamer had

been brought on the roof, and to make

things doubly sure, a stream of water was

gent.in, which drowned out the last signs

of smoke, but played havoe with Mr.

Croft’s household gods. . After working

for a minute or two, the engine stopped

and the erowd dispersed.

The cause of the fire was the defective

construction of the chimney, which

rested sgainst the woodwork of the ceil-|
ingz.  Mr: Croft's earpets and part of his !
furniture are soaked and dirtied ; the :
papering of the house is damaged ; a new
chimney will have to be built ; and some

plastering and siingling will be needed.

That is about the total damage.

The Fire King extinguishers did good
service. They are jnst what is needed
to choke off .a fire before it has time to
spread ; and being so light and portable,
they can be taken to the very spot where
they are needed.

Dauring the
past six months he has been staying at
the house of his brother,Dr. Winstanley,
in Toronto. We cut from Tuesday’s
Globe the following account of the ex-
traordinary circumstances attending his
suicide. Ii would appear from the evi-
dence given at the inquest that he had
lately reformed the habits which led to
his estrangement from his wife and
children :(— 3

Mr. ‘Winstanley spent most of his
time in the office of Messrs. Reeve &
Platt, barristers, 18 King-street— East,
agsisting them when they have been busy.
A good portion of Saturday he sat at one
of the desks in the office of these gen-
tlemen,writing, and it was observed that
whep any one went near him he was
very careful to prevent them secing his
manuseript. During the day he asked
Mr. Reeve to lend him the lateh key of
the office door, stating that he had some
private writing to do, and that he could
do it more comfortably in their office
alone, after they had gone, than up at
the house. The key was given to him
accordingly. Mr. Reeve came down to
his office on Monday morning, and up-
on endeavoring to open the doer found
that he could not do so. Mr. D
Allen got in through the front window

and found Mr. Winstanley lying deat.

On one’of the desks in the room stood

ar ounce botile containing a few drops

of oil of almonds, oue of the eonstituents

of which is prussic acid, and which in

sufficient quantity, destroys human life

in five or ten minutes. ' This the deceas-
ed had used in poisoning himself, and

in order probably that the druggist who

sold it to him might not get into trouble,
ho had carefully scraped the label off |
the bottle, and the fragments of it, along
with a knife, were lying on the desk on
which the bottle stood. The body was
lying on the floor, face downward, and

on the floor beside the head was a small

quantity of bleod ; this had flowed from

the tongue, which had been bitten dur-

ing the convulsions occasioned by the
oisoning. The deceased had divested

himself of his coat and vest, which were
laid on a desk, let down his suspenders,
and opened his shirt. He had also pu}

out the lamp. There was found on

a desk a letter, of which the following is

a copy :—

Yoronto, March 21, 1874,
My Dear Repve have often ex-
pressed to you my opinion that as soon
as it became a burden to himself and of
no use to anyone belonging to him, a
man had a perfect moral right fo divest
himself of that life which has been bes-
towed upon him without his consent or
conenrrencs, - My life to me is like the
gift of a white elephant—I cannot keep
it, and if I could I do not know what to

do with it—consequently, whether it of-

fends the (unknown) King or not,I am

about to dispose of it. I must beg for
your fergiveness for having fixed upon

your office as the place in which to draw

my last breath ; I have fixed upon it as

being the most convenient, ihasmuch as
after you have left for the evening I shall
not be likely to be interrupted.

Having some hours left before the
time which 1 have'gpppinted for carrying

England might drop off the hooks before
leaving some fjmoney, of which a share
would go to me ; it is possible that she is
now dead, and if 87, by my will, the
money would go tdmy wife, Lutif she
does not die before me, I imagine that
niy share would go to my children, and
would be ‘of very little benefit to them,
(i. e, it wonld go to them on the death of
this relation.) I request that you'will as
soon (after you receive this) as" conveni-
ent, enclose the will to** Mrs. G. T, Mad-
dison, 5 Caer Howell-street, Toronto,”
my dnly sister and my best beloved.

years.

Whether they will tell
the same lies of me which they have
done whale living, or, acting on the prin.
cipal of the maxim ** De mortuis nil nisi
bonum,” their lies will be of an opposite
character. If the orderof things per-
mits the soul, or the mind, or whalever
clse it may be called, to know after it
has quitted the animal (if 1t does quit
it) what is seid or done, I expeet to find
very few moist eyes, and still fewer re-
‘grets. I am satisfied that no one can
say truthfully otherwise than that it
will be for the best. 1am inclined to
think that, perbaps, you will be the one
to miss my daily visits more than any
