Boyd, Rev. Ira Smith, 
Rev. Robert Aylward, Rev. W. J. Clark, 
Messrs. John Cameron, Wm, Bowman,

The London Field Battery was organized, 
says the Times, in I860 by Sergt.-Maj. 
Starr, of the Royal Artillery. It was fur­
nished with the first nine-pound smooth­
bore guns sent ont from the Old Country, 
and on their arrival there was a battle be­
tween Quebec and London for their pos­
session. Lieut.-Col. Shanly was its first 
commander, and continued such for many 
years. He was succeeded about eighteen 
years agcr by Lieut.-Col. Peters, the present 
officer in command. The battery was sta­
tioned at Sarnia during the Fenian 
raids, and won high encomiums for 
its efficiency and the manly bear­
ing of its officers and men. Col.. Peters 
joined the battery four years after its for­
mation, and has risen to his present position 
through meritorious conduct and efficiency 
in the military art. Ho is now the senior 
artillery officer in the Dominion militia 
force. Col. Peters says the battery is 
better manned now than it ever was, and 
it is evident to those who watch it drilling 
that the men understand their business, 
and that both men and officers would do 
credit to the regular forces. The horses 
are furnished by the men, and judg­
ing by the appearance of the equines it 
seems as if the boys had scoured the 
country, and picked up the best to be had.

Private Angus McKellar, of “D” Com­
pany, is the mail-carrier for the camp. 
The mail is carried twice a day, at 9:30 
a.m. and 3:30 p.m., between the postoflide 
and the brigade tent. At the latter a 
sergeant from each battalion gets it and 
distributes it.

Col. Peters took his battery out to drill 
yesterday morning on the ground north of 
tho grounds. He could take only three 
guns on account of one of ohc wheel horses 
being kicked on the lines on Wednesday 
night. The colonel is very much annoyed 
because there were no guards put up be­
tween the horses. It is the duty ot the 
Government to erect these guards, and it 
should be done to guard against damages 
arising. The damage to the horse, which 
must be paid, would more than bear the 
cost of putting up the guards.

DR. WELTI OF GLARUS.

The President of tho Swlee Republie In 
Ite Blx Hundredth Year.

The chief official personage of Switzer­
land is Dr. Welti, of Glarus, President of 
the “Bundesrath” or Federal Council of 
the Swiss Republic. It must bo very in­
teresting for Canadians to know something 
of the methods of the Executive of a Gov­
ernment that has been a republic since 
1291. The Swiss President's authority 
does not resemble that of a President of 
the United States or a President of the 
French Republic. The Swiss President is 
a comparatively unimportant officer, yet the 
Swiss claim that theirs is a freer Govern­
ment than that of the United States. The 
Sxviss constitution vests the supreme exe­
cutive power in the Bundesrath collect­
ively, which consists of seven members ap­
pointed for throe years by tiio General 
Assembly. To the Federal Councilor» 
severally are allotted the different depart­
ments, namely, tho Foreign Office, the 
Home Office, Department of Justice, tho 
Army, the Finance and Custom, the De­
partment of Agriculture, Manufactures and 
Trade, and the Postoffice and Railroads 
Deparment. The President and Vice- 
President, elected for one year only and 
not re-eligible for the second year, do not 
appoint or control these Ministers or 
Councilors, but carry out the decrees of 
the Council as nominal heads of the con* 
federation during their term of office. 
They have a voice in deliberating on its 
polioy, but loss real power than tho Prime 
Minister of n kingdom with Parliamentary 
government. The President receives a 
salary of $3,000 a year. The FedeiwJ Par­
liament consists of a Senate and House 6f 
Representatives. The Senate is composed 
of two members from each canton, and the 
Lower House has 147 members, who are 
directly elected on tho basis of one rep­
resentative for 2,000 of population. Many 
of the cantons have also their own Legis­
lature for domestic affairs. In several 
cantons every new law or measure of gov* 
ermheht must bo submitted to the direct 
vote of the people assembled for the occa­
sion. There are 22 cantons in Switzerland, 
with a population of 3,000,000.
