TAFT CHAMPIONS BENCH

President |s Opposed To Further Lim-

itation of Judges’ Powers.
New York, May 15.-- President  Taft
came out publicly Saturday in most

pronounced fashion against the recall/
of the judiciary. In his speech at 1he"
Hotel Astor before the conference on|
the reform of the criminal law and |
procedure, the president made his at-
titude plaln. Most of his speech had
been devoted to a comparison, highly
unfavorable to this country, of the
judicial systems of Great Britafn and
the United States. He lamented the
tendency manifested even in England,
but particularly in this country, to
put limitations on the power of the
Judge,

“And now,” he said, ‘not content
with reducing the position of the judge
to oné¢ something like that of the med-
erator in a religious assembly or the
presiding officer of a political conven-
tion, the judge is to be made still less
important and to be put still more on
trial and to assume still more the
character of a defendant by a provis-
jon of law, under which, if his rulings
and conduct in court do not suit a
small percentage of the electors of his
district he may be compelled te sub-
mit the question of his continuance on
the bench during tlie term for which
he was elected, to an election or recall
in which the reason for his recall is to
be included in two hundred words and
his defence thereto is to be equally
brief,

“jt can hardly be said, my friends.
that this proposed change, if adopted,
will give him greater authority or
power for usefulness, or constitute a
reform in the enforcement of the crim-
tnal law of this country. It will cer-
tainly not diminish the power or re-
sponsibility of counsel for the defend-
ant. -Let us hope that the strong
sense of humor of the American peo-
ple, which has so often saved them
from the efforts of demagogy, will not
be lacking in the effect of this nos-
trum.” '

PREPARE FOR WAR
SAYS BISHOP FALLON

It Is Idle to Believe That Britain
Has Fought Her Last
“Battle.

7TH REGT.. AT CHURCH

Strong Sermon in St. Peter's Roman

Catholic Cathedral on Sunday
Morning.
The Seventh Regiment of London

yesterday morning attended divine
service In St. Peter's Roman Catholic
('gthedral, and the turnout of the sol-
diers was excellent, every officer and
a very large number of men being
present. There is usually a good at-
tendance at the 10:30 o'clock mass, but
Sunday owing to the presence of the
soldiers, the cathedral was filled to
overflowing, and probably five hun-
dred people stood up at the rear of
the edifice and listened intently to the
strong ard eloquent address of His
Lordship Bishop Fallon. ,

The bishop addressed himself par-
ticularly to the citizen soldiers. He
put himself on record as a man of
peace, but he pointed to Germany,
Japan and the United States as pow-
erful and growing nations, and dif-
ferences of opinions between peoples
have not ceased to exist. It is only
deluding oneself, the bishop stated, to
believe that Britain has fought her
last war, and the moral of it all is to

prepare.

The streets along which the regi-
ment marched, headed by the brass
and bugle bends, were lined with

thousands of citizens, who passed very
tfavorable comment upon the smart.
soldierly appearance of the crack city
corps. After the parade the officers
toasted Bishop Fallon at the armories,
whose address :scemed to greatly

please all,

The Sermon.
Bishop Fallon read a chapter from
the Book of Maccabaeus, which re-
counted in vivid language the struggle
of Judas Maccabaeus with a handful

of men against the hosts of Ceron.
Judas and his few trusted in the
Loord, and overcame the might of
Ceron.

“In the same spirit with which
Judas,” said his lordship, “inspirited
his little army to fight for their

homes, their wives, their children and
thelr laws, in the spirit in which he
declared to them that it was not hard
for God to enclose a multitude in His
hand, and give victory to the few, I
hope that you wlill find help today.
You have come, in this your annual
church parade, to proclaim to your
fellows in the city of London, that
under God you follow in the steps so
beautifully outlined in this chapter,
and citizens, soldiers of a free land,
you wish to show that the same spirit
actuates you in your great work.

) The Prince of Peace.

“Of course, Jesus Christ came as the
Prince of Peace. He was a man of
peace, and at His birth an angel choir
sang of peace to men, of good will. It
is well that you should love peace,
peace external, and peace wlithin,
peace of mind, heart, soul and spirit,
peace with God and peace with man,
but 1 wish to state here that there
is @ great danger of the cant of peace
taking the place of peace. There is a
higher thing than peace if it 1s ob-
tained unworthily. There are things
more to be desired, more to be sought
after. It will be a sorry day for thls
land if the cant of peace should take
the place of the virtues of peace. It
would be better, much hettey, to stand
ready to sacrifice all that is dear than
it would be to preserve a dishonorahle
peace,

“I love peace. Tt is true also that in
the days that have gone there were
niany, many times, when war be-
came nNecessary. If there were no
sin, if universal justice prevailed, if
every man, in his personal lite was falr
in his relations toothers, i{f every na-
tion followed the eternal laws of jus-
tice, there wcould be no war. There
would be no need of war, and peace
would prevail. But the dream of peace
cannot be r-alized. 'To be constantly
on the lookout for war would be sav-
agery. But to allow the honor of one’'s
country, the safety of our wlves and

be besmirched because we dreaded
| war, would prove that within us we
| had not the hearts of men-—we would
be inhuman and dishonorable.

Story of Heroes.

“There is nothing more inspiring to
the voung, in fact, to any of us, than
the story of the heroes, who travelled
over long distances and short, over
mountains and seas, endangering their
lives and risking their all that they
might preserve thelr property and the
sacred honor of their homes and
country. It is right and meet that we
should give credit to the soldier dead
of all nations. It is the nation’s right
to give its soldier dead the gratitude
of tears, the glory of remembrance in
history. Nothing w make for solid
manhood, ¢r turn men’'s hearts to God
more than reading the hercoism of men
who gave out their lives for justice
and for the cause, for which they were
willing to give up the best gift God
had given them. Nothing is more un-
wise than to lvok for universal peace

Palace of Delusions.

“] have not the gift of prophecy.
But I wish to say that any citizen of
Canada, any citizen of a part of the
Greater Empire to which we belong
who imagines that the career of that
Empire will during his lifetime be one
of unbroken peace, is living in a pal-
ace of delusions. It cannot be.

overflow its boundaries. Is there, I
ask, any promise of universal peace
from that quarter? 8hall we )ook
blindly at these things, and say that
thﬁre is no damger whatever?

Look at the nation to the south of
us, the land I know so well. I have
respect and reverence for it, exceeded
by no ordinary person at least. I have
gratitude for what it has done for me.
I have travelled over it, from the At-
lantic to the Paclfic, from the 49th
parallel to New Orleans, and I know
it. There is a boundary line of 3,600
miles between us-and that country,
and every foot of it may become the
cause of war. God forbid that such
should happen, but there 1s that pos-
sibility staring us in the face.

A Pacific Grant.

“God forbid that these two great
natlons, one immense in its present
strength, the other just as immense in
its potent possibilities, and will be Just
ag great in a few ghort years. God
forbid, I say, that anything should
arise that would cause ill-feeling or
trouble between them.

“In the Pacific Ocean lles a giant
whose strength few men even today
realize. It has a civilization, older
and perhaps more respectable because
of its age than ours, but not our civ-
il‘lzatlon..and not so good, we think.
The coming of that civilization to us
would overturn every monument, de-
stroy every principle, blight every
hope of the western world.

“There is another nation there, am-
Litious beyond all others, secret in all
its acts, whose citizens have such a
spirit of loyalty and patriotism that
they consider it the greatest honor to
die for their country. It, too, is grow-
ing, and who can tell what will hap-
pen in a few short years.

“When the onset comes between the
civilization of the Orient and the bet-
ter clvilization of the west, shall we
on that day set out to prepare for
war? Shall we not, as Judas Macca-
baeus, prepare now, and when the day
of conflict comes trust in God, who

can overthrow the might of great
armies at His will?
“The advocates of universal peace

have one argument used extensively by
them, and it Is that of the great cost
of armaments. I submit that there
is only one way to protect peace, and
that is be ready for war.

“What would it mean to Great Brl-
tain to be the victim of unsuccessful
war? Consider it financially. British
gold has gone out in immense quanti-
tles to every nation In the world. Its

millions have gone to develop trade.
to strengthen the nations. both for
peace and war. Some twenty or

twenty-five billions of money are in-

vested among the nations of the world.

What If a war should occur and find

England unprepared” What suffering,

what poverty, what want, what mis-

ery would result. It would be far
greater than any misery ever caused
by the cost of the upkeep of the arma-
ments of peace.

Is for Peace.

“I do not wish it understood that I
am a man of war. I want peace, in
city, in country, in the empire, and
among the nations of the world. But
we should be prepared, and I pray
that {f peace is to be broken, God
may give us strength to meet It with
courage, faith and manhood.”

Blshop Fallon declared that he hon-
ored the profession of the soldier be-
cause it was a force for good citizen-
ship. The herolsm of a soldier was
not always shown Iin the terrible mo-
ments of danger, but in the days of
peace, when they formed a bond of
protection and strength.

The militla was a school of rever-
ence and respect.

“No moral virtue is so badly needed
these days as reverence and re-
his lordship declared. *‘The

of these virtues In these latter
days makes a thinking man tremble.

There is a lack of reverence in the
home. There is a lack of reverence in
municipal life, there !5 1 lack of re-
spect in state and national life This
is deplorable. These virtues, I caid be-
fore, are decaying everywhere save
in the army. That Is one reason why
1 love and respect it. Would that all
men, -especially the rising generation,
were scized of their great value.”

8chool of Discipline.

The army was a school of discipline,
he continued. He related his experi-
ence in Buffalo, where he organized a
cadet corps, and spoke of the great
value this discipline, mingled with re-
ligious training, had been to these
boys, wild, unmanageable as they had
been prior to the formation of this
COrps.

The army was a school
This was not an amiable sentiment,
but a moral duty. It was no credit
to any man to be loyal, but a great
many men were only loyal because it
served their own self interest. It was
not skin deep, but down in the mar-
row of a man’'s bonel. It was like
the loyalty of a man to his God, a
creature to His creator.

The army was the school of honor.
This was the touchstone of military
life. 'This high sense of honor was
something that all should have.

“These are some of the reasons why
the Catholic Church honors the sol-
dier,” said his lordship. “The church
in days of peace blesses the sword,
and hands it to him, telling him to
honor, and tells him to take and use
it for the defence of the fatherland
and the honor of his God. This
church is the only church that has
such a service.”

In conclusion, his lordship express-
ed his pleasure at seeing them in St
Peter's Cathedral. He wished them
prosperity and hoped that they would
always live for the best and highest.
He warned them not to be forgetful of
their God, but to live always as they
should.

SEEDING SEASON
LATE THIS YEAR
Month of April All Over the
Dominion Marked by Hard

Frosts.

FALL WHEATFAREDBADLY

Twelve and a Half Per Cent of Clover
Heaved Out By Spring Frosts.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Ottawa, May 15.—A bulletin of the cen-
cus office isued today makes the follewing
report on the crops and !Mve stock of
Canada.

The seeding and growing season for the
whole of C(anada has opened late this
vear, and the month of April has been
marked by hard frosts. But May has been
favorable to the cultivation of the land,
and the rainfall has been sufficlent  for
healthy vegetation.

Fall wheat, which is grown chiefly in
Ontarlo and Alberta, showed an average
condltion of K2 per nt. at the end of
April, being 89 per cent. in Alberta and
§1 per cent. in Ontario, In Ontarjo, how-
ever, the April frosts were destructive
in some regions, and from 12 to 34 per
cent. of the area sown has been report-
ed as winter-killed. The central coun-
ties, north of lLake oOntarlo, suffered
worst, the average loss as reported be-
ing 34 per cent. In the western counties
27 per cent. of the area in crop has been
destroyed. In the southern counties,
north of lL.ake FErie, the loss is 10 per
cent. In the northern counties and dis-
tricts 12.6 per cent., and in the eastern
countieg, between the St. Lawrence and
Ottawa rivers, 15 per cent. For the
whole of Canada the area winter killed is|
reported to e 21 per cent, and the per
cent condition of the growing crop (s
2

How Clover Fared.

About 12% per cent. of the clover was
heaved out by the spring frosts, and the
average condition of hay and clover at
the end of April was 89 per cent. Al-
berta shows better than any other part
of Canada, its average being 94% per
cent.

Manitoba
and Saskatchewan had 70 per cent of the
proposed area of spring wheat sown at
the end of April, and Alberta and British
Columbta 80 per cent. The Maritime
Provinces had scarcely made a beginning
of seeding operations at the end of April,
and in Quebee barely one-fourth of the
epring wheat, oats and Dbarley were
