But when she has to face the tre­
mendous resources of Great Britain—the 
richest and the most powerful and warlike 
nation on the face of

Ottawa, March 23.
The following important discussion, of 

much interest to your readers, took place 
in the house of commons to-day :

Mr. Gordon moved for:
Copiés of all correspondence having 

reference to the appointment of a joint 
commission with the United States gov­
ernment for surveying the boundary line 
between the province of British Colum­
bia and the United States territory of 
Alaska.

He said: It is very important that the 
territorial limits of Canada should be 
clearly defined at the earliest practicable 
date. You are aware, sir, that the boun­
dary line between British Columbia and 
the United States territory of Alaska is 
practically undefined. Questions of juris­
diction may arise at any moment, which 
may cause trouble between the two gov­
ernments. For my own part, I do riot 
anticipate any trouble as Hkely to arise, 
so long as the people who go in to the 
Alaska territory are from the law abiding 
classes of the two countries; but other 
persons may go in, of a different character, 
who may cause trouble, out of whieh 
questions of jurisdiction will be sure to 
arise. Other considerations to %hich I 
need not refer, point to the desirability of 
paving the boundary line clearly defined.

Kingston, March 25.-The trouble in 
the Salvation Army has reached a 
climax.

The Russian Navy.

London, April 2.-Russia is taking 
active steps to place her navy on a bet­
ter war footing. In addition to five

many is the only nation in Europe where­
in Russia could have hoped to float a 
loan for the purpose of a war with Great 
Britain; but since Germany has co 
posed her difficulties with Great Britain 
by the reconcilement of their colonial 
policies, Russia cannot rely even on that 
country for aid. She must either agree 
to the British demands or go to war ter­
ribly handicapped for want of funds. She 
will choose the first course and remain at 
peace. The policy of the Gladstone gov­
ernment—so weak and vacillating in other 
matters—has been most decided and 
manly in this Afghan business. The 
“old land” has sprung to arms with a 
clang, and men and money, in unlimited 
number and quantity, are available to 
protect the Gateway of India against the 
danger of a Russian invasion. The Duke 
of Argyle has recently published a letter 
on the Afghan question on which sub­
ject-having been secretary of state for 
India for five years, and as author of two 
volumes on the eastern question—he is 
regarded as an expert. In the course of 
hie communication he says: “The con­
quest by Russia of the Tekke Turkomans, 
and all the khanates of Central Asia has 
been inevitable. No civilization, 
merce could be established in those re­
gions until the conquest was accomplished. 
It is useless and undignified our perpetu­
ally remonstrating against advances which 
we could not prevent, and in the interest 
of humanity ought not to regret. But 
none of these considerations apply to 
any advances of Russia across the border 
of Afghanistan. We must insist on the 
independence and integrity of that coun­
try being respected, and so far as Afghan­
istan shall be under any predominant in­
fluence we must insist that this influence 
be ours. All parties are agreed in this 
doctrine, this policy, and in desiring that 
the government shall carry it into effect 
with firmness.” Thus far the British 
government have won a great diplomatic 
"victory over the Russians.

aAGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS.
The value of agricultural products ex­

ported from the Dominion for the last 
fiscal year is shown by the trade and nav­
igation returns to have amounted to $12,- 
397,843. This is, however, only the 
produce of the soil, and is exclusive of 
animals and their products, which 
amounted to $22,946,108, making alto­
gether a total of $35,343,951, or over one- 
third of the whole exports of the Domin­
ion. It is anticipated that the bountiful 
barres» of last autumn will probably 
swell the total amount of the agricultural 
exports during the present year to still 
larger proportions.

The value of cattle and sheep exported 
in 1884 is estimated at $8,402,345, an in­
crease of $76,996 over 1883. The total» 
number of imports through the Point 
Levis Quarantine during the year was: 
Canada, cattle 323, sheep 303, swine 20; 
United Stetes, cattle 1,284, sheep 170, 
swine 60. Totals—cattle 1,607, sheep 
473, swine 26. The report states that the 
large number of pure bred cattle import­
ed during the last five years has already 
created a perceptible improvement in Ca­
nadian herds, and cattle shippers gener­
ally are beginning to realize its conse­
quent value.

Halifax, N. S., March 23.—New­
foundland politics are still in a very 
exciting condition. Advices from St 
John’s represent the feeling between 
Catholics and Protestante as increasing 
in bitterness rather than being allayed. 
Trade is thoroughly demoralized; added 
to this is thé probable failure of fisheri­
es owing to enormous quantities of ice 
on the coast, and the consequent semi- 
starvation among the people in the 
outlying districts of the island that 
must ensue from the short catch of 
fish this year, and the outlook is very 
blue. The enormous catch in Norway 
increases the gloominess of the 
mercial situation. The real gravity of 
the political crisis has been suppressed 
in Newfoundland papers. There are 
twenty thousand Catholics in St. John's 
to ten thousand Protestants. Private 
advoes say the Catholics were exas­
perated during the passage of the ultra- 
Protestaqt resolutions through the leg»- 
lature, and it was only by the exercise 
of the greatest forbearance and calm­
ness of the part of the Gathotie leader» 
that the mob was prevented from tak­
ing charge of the parliament building 
and its members. Feeling had risen to 
such a pitch that one unfortunate word 
would have “set the whole city ablaze, 
and the lives and property of the 
Orangemen would not have been worth 
twopence.” A leading Catholic 
astic says “Things will be a great deal 
worse before they are better.

A lively fracas occurred in the New­
foundland legislature the other day. 
Hon. Francis Winton, a member of 
parliament for Bona vista, and late 
editor of the Morning Chronicle* had 
been expelled from the government 
and the position of Financial Secre­
tary. He then joined the Opposition. 
Next day Winton entered the Survey­
or-General’s office and met there George 
M. Johnston, law adviser to the legis­
lature and law partner of Sir William 
Whiteway, the Premier. An altercation 
ensued, and Winton flourished a stick 
and finally spat in Johnston’s face. The 
result was that Winton was so badly 
punished that he could not attend to 
his parliamentary duties for several 
days.

To the Editor: I have written a small 
sketch of the news from the Alberni settle­
ment. I left Victoria for Alberni March 18, 
by way of Nanaimo and Qualicum, then 
crossed-over the mountain and down into 
the settlement, where I found harmony and 
peace the order of the day. I shall be as 
brief as possible, as I have on previous oc­
casions called on yon to give space in your 
worthy paper to several communications.

The first pleasing sight that caught our 
eyes when we arrived in the settlement were 
the walls of a new sided log house that Mr. 
Peter Memfield was in the act of raising

him. When we left yesterday the walls 
were raised and the roof erected. 
Further on we found others busy garden­
ing and cleaning up land and ploughing; 
fruit-trees "all white in blossom; every­
thing I believe is as far advanced as it is 
in and around Victoria city. I am sure 
that all will be glad to hear that there 
have been about 14 new locations made 
since New Year. After I got the parties 
I took in last properly settled I had a few 
days to spare before I should come out to 
meet the steamer at Qualicum; so to ex­
plore for more land I started with my 
blankets and grub, assisted by Mr. Mc­
Kenzie’s son Hector, a smart young lad of 
16 years. We started up the Stomp 
branch of the Somaa river, but only went 
a short distance till we had to abandon 
the canoe and shoulder our packs and 
traveled up one and a half days till we 
came in sight of Central lake, which is 
about 25 to 30 miles long, the land at the 
lower end of the lake being rather rough 
for farming purposes. We then turned 
back and surrounded a piece of very good 
farming land. This land is situated north 
ef Sproat’s lake, the north branch of the 
Somaa river, runs off to quite a distance, 
turns westward and bears on that course 
for several miles, then curves round to the 
southward, then taking an almost easterly 
course homeward caused us to surround 
this upper valley. This valley ia well 
worth intending settlers to take a look at, 
the Sproat lake valley as we will 
call it for the present. It may 
yet be called the Wilson settlement 
inasmuch as a Mr John W. Wilson, late 
of Walkerton, Ontario, has taken np 160 
acres fronting on Sproat’s lake. Mr. 
Wilson has opened the ball for quite a 
fine settlement if the government will 
just give $250 to cut out an old road which 
was made 22 years ago by the sawmill 
company, only a distance of 3 miles from 
the bay to the head of the south arm of 
Sproat’s lake, then from the end of this 
road there would be about 5£ miles to the 
north side of the lake, that water stretch 
can be made by canoe or scow for the 
present. Now we hope that the govern­
ment will help the opening up of this 
upper valley on the north branch of the 
Somas river; this road will pass by several 
more locations on the south side of Sproat’s 
lake.

Of the tonnage lying idle, some is so hope­
lessly in debt to bankers and others that it 
will never be sailed again by the present 
managing owners. Freights show scarcely 
any improvement and it is difficult to keep 
vessels employed in any trade yielding any 
profit. The government has, however, 
already taken up some 50,000 tons of 
steamers, mostly consisting of the pick of 
vessels belonging to large companies, at a 
rate of 17 shillings 6 pence per ton and 
under. This rate, as compared with the 
Egyptian war of 1883, is fully 6 shillings 
less than the average on that occasion. 
Upwards of 800 steamers have been placed 
at the disposal of the admiralty and the 
shipowner is envied whose vessels have been 
accepted. Builders have lately accepted 
very reduced prices to enable them to keep 
their yards open, and several cargo vessels, 
carrying 3,000 tons on a moderate draught, 
have been contracted for at the rate of £8 
to £8 5s. per ton, dead weight capacity.

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II The Befallen of Crops.

Afc Flashing, Mich., about the mid­
dle of January, there was held a very 
interesting meeting under the auspices 
of the - Michigan Farmers’ Institute, 
and among the valuable papers, read 
was one on “Rotation of Crops.” by 
R. G. Kedzie of the American Agri­
cultural College, in which appears the 
following: “The growth year after year 
of one kind of crop upon the same soil 
exhausts the kind of plant food needed 
to raise that class of plants. It has been 
asserted that nature does not practice 
rotation of crops, bat this is a mistake. 
The oak forests of France have chang­
ed to beech; when our pines are re­
moved poplars spring up; many of our 
weeds are importations, arid some of 
them thrive because they are importa­
tions. Seed brought from a distance 
often produces a better crop. By 
change of crops we are enabled to oc­
casionally use a cleaning crop, and thus 
get rid of weeds and in some instances 
accumulate humus. Some crops have 
long roots, others short By alternat­
ing them nutriment is drawn from dif 
front parts of the soil Some crops store 
up nutriment and leave it in the soil. 
We may grow a leguminous crop and 
then grow a better crop of wheat than 
we could have done had we sowed 
wheat first We are apt to think of all 
crops as coming from the soil, while 
some of them receive 95 per cent of 
their nutriment from the air. Croats 
with a few narrow leaves, as wheat, 
oats, corn and most grains, and the 
grasses, are very exhaustive to the soil 
while those with numerous broad leaves 
as clover, peas, and beans, derive most 
of their sustenance from the air and 
leave it in an excellent condition to 
raise an exhaustive crop. An excellent
