and receiving general credence in the 
National Liberal Club, that the Cabinet has 
surrendered to Radical pressure, and will 
introduce in Parliament a bill to reform the 
franchise before the Home Rule bill is sub­
mitted.

One of the attractions at an industrial ex­
hibition recently held in Metz was the 
chaise in which Napoleon travelled from 
Paris to Moscow in 1812.

THE LATEST COMET.
Scientists Give Numerous Reasons Why it is 

Not Identical With Biela’s.

Kiel Observatory, Prussia, Nov. 24.— 
The new comet discovered by Prof. Holmes 
is not the famous Biela comet. Such is the 
opinion of nearly all the astronomers who 
have reported on the subject. For fifty 
years the Kiel observatory has been the 
central telegraphic bureau for the astrono­
mers of the entire world. Whenever an 
astronomer discovers any new phenomena 
in the skies, he at once flashes the news to 
Kiel. Here, by an admirably arranged 
code, the news is at once sent out to all the 
observatories, even as far as Cape Town, 
Madras, Melbourne and Rio Janeiro. Thus, 
almost simultaneously, every astronomer 
focuses his telescope to try to confirm or 
further develop the value of the first obser­
vation made. Prof. Krueger is the director 
of the Kiel observatoiy. With him 
Profs. Lampe and Kreuz, engaged in re­
ceiving and distributing astronomical tele­
graphic news and in editing the recognized 
official astronomical organs. It was Prof. 
Lampe who first saw the comet reported by 
Holmes. It had got about in many quarters 

Herr Berberich, director of the Berlin 
observatory, made the observations. That 
is not so. Prof. Lauipe said :

“Mr. Holmes* an amateur astronomer, 
discovered Oh November 6 a bright comet 
which was Visible to the naked eye. It was 
in the constellation Andromeda. The dis­
covery was telegraphed by the Greenwich 
observatory to this observatory. The news 
was telegraphed in the afternoon. I was 

doubtful about it being the Biela 
comet, because it was said to be bright. I 
observed it through the clouds on the 8th 
with a moderate-sized telescope having a 
disc of only eight inches. On the eaooe 
date a comet was reported 
exactly at midnight by Didschof. On the 
day following Herr Berberich, of Berlin, 
telegraphed : ‘Can it be that the comet of 
Holmes has any connection with Biela’s ?’ 
A rough calculation seemed to confirm this, 
but unfortunately that experienced com- 
putator, Herr Berberich, was misled by two 
observations out of three which he made. 
The use of later observations made at Carls­
bad, Rome, Gottingen and other places led 
Prof. Kueniz, of this observatory, to the 
conclusion that there were climatic elements 
in the new comet discordant with the ele­
ments of the Biela comet.

“ The first observations. confirmed this 
opinion and yet there are still some 
astronomers who opine that it may be 
Biela’s. I certainly do not consider it to 
be the Biela comet, but an entirely new 
comet which has crossed the course of 
Biela’s. The Biela carnet appears once in 
every six and a half to seven years. This 
new comet was very big and has changed 
very much in aspect. It is now much 
weaker in light. That is very much 
against its being Bielrf’s. 
expect the Biela about the 27th or 29th of 
this month. Since 1852 the latter has not 
been seen as a comet. It appeared in 1859 
in the form of a meteoric shower. It ap­
peared again in the same form in 1866, very 
weak in 1872, and in 1885 was very- bril­
liant, especially in, Southern climes.”

the price of silver yesterday was due to the 
operations of a group of e peculators. The 
Indian council had offered for sale large 
silver drafts on India. One high tender 
absorbed the drafts and Indian banks and 
merchants had to go to the silver market 
and buy enough silver to meet the require­
ments. The price of the metal was thus 
driven np. Varions motives are attributed 
to the operators. One of the reasons given 
is that their action is due to a trick of the 
Americanesilver men, who desired to boom 
silver, with a view to influencing the notion 
of the Brussels conference. Dealers doubt 
that the rise will be maintained, as too 
mnch silver is being offered.

A further communication has been re­
ceived at the Vatican from the German and 
Austrian Governments aiming at obtaining 
the influence of the Holy See in interposing 
between France and Russia. It is rumored 
that the Pope .will be called upon to decide 
upon the question of the disarmament and 
rapprochement between France and Ger­
many. It is said England will also play an 
important role as mediator, with a view to 
bringing about the isolation of Russia. 
Grand Duke Sergius has arrived in Rome to 
see the Pope and try to induce him to sup­
port the combination in the interests of 
Russia and Panslavism.

An important letter from the Vatican 
dealing with American matters has been 
dispatched to Monsignor Satolli in the 
United States. His Holiness keenly de­
sires that all disputes in the church in 
America shall cease, and that Satolli’s mis­
sion to this end may succeed. The German 
and Austrian ambassadors made strong re­
presentations to Cardinal Rampolli, secre­
tary of state, on the language of the Vati­
can journals. When commenting on the- 
Chicago fe’ee, they dilated on the demo­
cratic policy of the pope. The am­
bassadors complained of the church papers 
so strongly favoring republican ideas, and 
said it was a source of danger to their ad­
vocacy. These ideas tended to foster in 
Europe the democratic propaganda. De­
spite these representations to the Vatican, 
these papers were devoted to the election of 
Cleveland in articles highly sympathetic 
with the United States. Pope Leo rests 
immovable in his designs.

The Standard’s Constantinople corres­
pondent says : “ An inebriated coachman 
who was to-day driving a carriage in 
which rode Keman Bey with two dis­
tinguished friends persisted in attempting 
to drive the carriage over a drawbridge 
connecting Stamboul and Gala ta in spite of 
warnings that the bridge was open.

San Francisco, Nov. 24.—The Samoa 
Times of November 5, received to-day by 
steamer Monowai, gives details of the 
trouble at Pago Pago harbor, recently re- 
ported, by telegraph. The Times says : 
Hostilities commenced on Tuesday morning, 
October 24, Chief Leiato and his followers 
making a raid on the village of Aoa, killing 
four men and wounding another. On the- 
29th, Fagatono and Aoa people went to 
Pago Pago to endeavor to arrange matters 
peaceably between the contesting parties, 
but on their approaching the beach the 
Fagasaa people, who had joined the Pago 
Pago party, fired on the boats, killing two 
men and wounding three. Later on Faga- 
tono and Aoa villages were burned down, 
and indeed the whole east end was destroy­
ed. Leiato and his people retreated to the 
island of Aunuu and there entrenched them­
selves. This position is an exceedingly 
strong one ; indeed almost inaccessible, at 
any rate the most difficult to attack. There 
are plenty of provisions on the island and 
consequently no danger of being starved 
out. The Tualauta and Tualatai, inland 
tribes, are about to join Leiato’s party, and 
if they do so, the whole of Tutuila will be 
involved in war. There is ample ammuni­
tion available.
