The Member for Rossland Har-
angues the House for
Two Hours,

Moves for Production of Cer-
tain Papers and Attacks
Government Policy.

Legislative Assembly, 25th Day,
Monday, April 1.
'The Speaker took the chair at 2 o’clock
p.m.
" Rtev. W. B. Allen offered prayer.
AMr. Houston moved the following re-
lution, seconded by Mr. Green:
as the question of granting a
harter for a railway from the Crow’s
Nest ’ass Coal Mines to the internation-
al boundary is one that concerns the fu-
ture success of mining, which is the
oreatest industry in British Columbia;
Be it therefore resolved that if such
railway is needed to insure the rapid de-
velopment of the coal mines in that dis-
trict, in the opinion of this house, its
construction should be undertaken as a

provincial public work. 3

Mr. Houston said he wished to deal
with the practical more than the political
aspect of the question of government
ownership of railways. Countries out-
side of the United States and Canada
owned railways and operated them suc-
cessfully. He maintained that it was
competent for British Columbia to own
railways, and compared'the province
with West 'Australia, which had a rev-
enue it 1899 of 812,000,000, against Brit-
ish Columbia’s paltry million-and a half,
which might possibly be credited in part
at least to its railways. Other colonies
and other nations owned their railways.
it was therefore not a question of the
practicability but of the desirability of

he province owning railways. The rail-
way from the Fernie coal mines to the
boundary should be undertaken as a
covernment work. The coal eompany
caid with such a railway they could ex-
port 6,000 tons a day to the States. This
would give the railway earnings of $711.-
750 per year; but supposing, their state-
ment was exaggerated, cut it down one-
quarter and it would still give an in-
come of $177,000 per year. The coun-
try was an easy one through which to
build a railway, and one could be built
for about $600,000. It was more impor-
tant that the metalliferous mines be
protected than that the Crow's Nest
Coal Company shounld secure a market
for their output. The smelting compan-
ies on the United States side had prac-
tically told the miners that they would
not buy their ore. It was therefore of
the utmost importance that the Can-
adian smelter should be ensured an ade-
quate supply of coal and coke, and to as-
sure this beyond a doubt, the govern.
ment should build and control the rail-
way.

Hon. Mr. Turner asked if the re-
solution was in order, as it involved the
expenditure of money, and dictated a
policy for the government. He had no
objection to the resolution, but merely
wished to have the Speaker’s ruling..

Mr. Speaker Booth said: This motion
seeks to control the policy of the govern-
ment. and, if passed by the house,

‘would be an imperative instruction to H

the government upon a question of rail-
way policy and the expenditure of pub-
lic moneys thereunder. The motion is
out of order. ;

A QUESTION OF $25.

Mr. Martin moved! the following reso-
lution, seconded by My, Curtis:

That an order of the house be grant-
ed for a return of all correspondence be-
tween the city of Vancouver and the
government with regard to the wuse of
the market shed for econdueting the Pe-
cent by-election in Vancouver, and in
connection with the eharge of $50 made
for the same by the said city.

He understood the government had re-
fused to pay the $50 rent and he would
like an explanation.

Hon. Mr. Turner asked Mr. Martin to
withdraw the resolution. He was in-
formed on Saturday that the deputy:
minister had written that the rent paid
on a former occasion was $25, hence his
declining to pay $50. The matter would
be inquired into and settled as soon as
possible,

Mr. Martin withdrew his resolution.

MR. CURTIS’ RESOLUTION.

Mr. Curtis moved the following reso-
lution, seconded by Mr. Martin:

That an order of the house be grant-
ed for a return of all proposals made to
the government since the first day of
July last, soliciting aid by way of bonus
or subsidy for the building of any rail-
ways in the province of British Colum-
bia, and particularly with reference to
railway lines: Ist, on Graham Island;
2nd, o Vancouver Island; 3rd, from a
point on the Mainland coast from or
near Kitamaat Inlet to the morthern
boundary of the-province; 4th, from the
coast near the mouth of the Fraser riv-
er eastward south of such river to Chil-
liwack and across the Hope mountaina
to that part of ¥ale known as the Boun-
dary country and beyond; Bth, from or
near Vernon to or mear Rock ereek:
Ttﬂ';('t.hvr with any answers mad: there-
D,

Also a return of any correspondence
with regard to the building of any oth-
er railroads in the provimce during such:
period.

Also a return of any advertisements in-
serted by the government in newspapers
of the provinee during the present year,
With regard to the building of any rail-
Toads, giving the names of such news-
papers,

,Also a return of the torms and con-
ditions to be supplied by the Chiet Com-
missioner: of Lands and Works &nd re-
ferred to in such advertisements.

_In support of his resolution, Mr. Cur-
Us said the railway question was of great
‘mportance. He wished to discuss the
boilcy of the government ‘as far as dis-
closed, and to suggest what that policy
should be, A .mistake in railway legis.
lation at this stage might ruin the pro-
fress of British Columbia or retard it
far years. The policy of the govern-
ment lacked definiteneas, The railway
Juestion was a burning one throughout
the province, and the people of Victoria
“-:-:'u as much interested as any, as
Proved by recent publie meetings and
the regolution passed by them. The
fovernment claimed to be a business gov-
<}‘1': ment, but he failed to see how they

Mr. Speaker held the point of order
well taken.

Mr. Curtis went on to dwell on the
importance of the Crow's Nest Pass
Southern railway, and claimed his right
to discuss the .questions involved in his
resolution.

Mr. Speaker said the hon. gel}tleman
was going beyond the scope of his reso-
lution.

Mr. Curtis didn’t want the Speaker to
make a speech for him, but he would
like to know just what he could speak
about,

The Speaker said, very little, as the
resolution only called for papers. The
hon. member could not discuss a govern-
ment railway policy which might or
might not exist. s

After considerable argument against
the Speaker’s ruling, Mr. Curtis proceed-
ed to criticize the government Coast-to-
Kootenay railway policy, on which they
had given no definite information. The
C.P.R. had strongly opposed the building
of that railway unless they got the build-
ing of it. He would like to know if any
member of the government favored the
C. P. R. above any other railway.
(Laughter.) He then went on to speak
of a shont line of railway in the Boun.
dary country which members of the gov-
ernment voted against last session,

Hon. Mr. Eberts—And some for it.

Mr. Curtis—Yes, the Hon, the Attor-
ney-General voted for it.

Mr. Speaker—What has that to do
with the papers asked for? :

Mr. Curtis read from statements of
members of the government made to a
railway delegation, from which he in-
ferred that if the C. P. R. would build
the line for a less subsidy than any
other company, the government was pre-
pared to give the contract to the C. P. R.
Calling attention to the government ad-
vertisement for tenders, he would ask
if it did not give an unfair advantage to
the C. P. R.? The proposals had to be
in by ‘April 15, and be accompanied by
plans, etc. He thought it was unfair
to other prospective contractors.

Hon. Mr. McBride called attention to
the fact that Mr. Curtis was persisting
in continuing on the same lines, although
ruled out of order by the Speaker. He
protested against such conduct on the
part of the hon. member.

Mr. Martin held that Mr. Curtis was
entirely in order. He had a right to
discuss the papers called for, which was
@ common practice in the Dominion
House of Commons.

Hon, Mr. McBride said Mr. Curtia
had been called to order three or four
times, and it was not right that he
should persist in his line of argument
in the face of the Speaker’s ruling, Why
did he not move a vote of want of con-
tidence ?

Mr. Curtis said he did mot wish to
move a vote of censure.on the govern-
ment, what he wanted was an open dis-
dussion of the railway policy.

Mr. Speaker said if the resolution was
finding fault with the government, it
would be in order, but he merely asked
for papers, and could not discuss the
contents of those papers till they were
before the house.

Mr. Curtis, continuing, said the gov-
ernment should state the nature and the
amount of the eecurity which they ex-
pected from parties tendering. They
should also specify the route to be taken
by the railway. “The country was ask-
ing if this road was a scheme to give the
work to the C. P. R. It was absurd to
ask people to lay out perhaps $25,000 on
surveys when there was no guarantee
that their tender would be accepted. He
considered some of the terms were good,
but could not agree with others. He
would like to see the bonus advanced by
way of a loan instead of asking 4 per
cent. on the gross earnings. He object-
ed to the provision that the road be
built wholly within' Canadian territory.
e had no objection to the road cross-
ing into the States at one or more points,
in fact he would regard it as an ad-
vantage. He believed this provision was
made to prevent connection ‘with the
Great Northern and in favor of the C.
P. R. He then went on to argue that
United States capital was at the back
of all the great industrial enterprizes in
Canada, and that it should be encour
aged as much as possible. He claimed
the C. P. R. had received in cash and
bonuses over $126,000,000, and should
get no more pay from the people. The
whole upper country was clamoring for
& competitive line, and he claimed that
Roqslaud mines owed their present pros-
i\'enty to the existence of a competitive
ine. ‘

Regarding Mr. Dunsmuir’s statement,
that he was determined to do the best he
could in the interests of the province,
Mr. Curtis said he felt confident that the
Premier was sincere, but. he warned
him and the government that the only
safe course for him to pursue was to
curry out the wishes of the great ma-
jority of the people. It was known that
Mr. Dunsmuir had a coal contract with
the C. P. R., and that might influence
bim, unconsciously, perhaps, to lean in
the direction of favoring that corpora-
tiom. If a competitive line ‘were in oper-
ation, the coal from the upper country
would come into competition with Van-
couver Island coal in the Coast cities, It
was well known that afler the passing
of the Vietoria railway ferry by-law,
the C. P. R. began running freight cars
into. Victoria via Ladysmith, through a
combination made between the . P. R.
and the E. & N. That was the result
of the threatened entrance of a compet-
ing line.

Mr. Hunter—That statement is not
orrect. -

Mr. Curtis—It might not have been a
‘combination, but a business arrange-
ment, and a very proper one. But it
was the result of that by-law.

‘Mr. Hunter said it was nothing of the
kind; the agreement: was in existence
long before the by-law was thought of.

Hon. Mr. McBride again called atten-
tion to Mr. Curtis being out of order. He
was usurping the place of his leader. and
had no right to continue in the face of
the Speaker’s ruling,

Hon. Mr. Turner would like to see
the Speaker sustained.

Mr. Brown explained that Mr. Curtis
was speaking for himself and not for
the oppoesition, as Mr. Martin had stat-
ed, but he thought he was in order and
should be aliowed 'to continue.

Mr, Martin cited precedents from Han-
sard in support .of his argument that
Mr. Curtis wae in order.

‘Hon. Mr. McBride insisted that even
if the Speaker’s ruling was wrong, his
four rulings should be sufficient to in-
duce the hon, member to desist in put-
tEing the decigions: of .the chair at de-

ance. {

Mr. MePhillips pointed out that the
cases' cited by Mr, Martin did not apply
to the present case. i

Mr. Oliver supported Mr. Curtis’ right
to go on.

Mr. Helmeken quoted May to show
that Mr. Curtis was out of erder,

Mr, Qurtis went on to discuss the
government -advertisement. He' ' ealled
attention to the fact that Mr. Duns-
muir was one of the applicants for a
railway eharter. ¥ was. not that
railway included in the advertisement?
Mr. Dunsmuir should ‘aet #o that no
shade of suspicion of partiality could
fall upon his motives or actions. One of
the prinecipal newspapers was silent on
the railway policy, and it wae said the
reason was because it was controlled by
the government. Why were not the on-
erous condition mentioned in the ad-
vertisement appiied to the Comox and
Cape Scott railway = Why should the
Coast-to-Kootenay line be singled out?

Mr. Curtig denied, with some energy,
that he was workil;g for the V. V. & T
He was not work! ng for any wrailway,
11{1? was in favor of government owner-
g !

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Mr, Speaker said tire hon. member was
more in order than he had been. He
was inclined to give hon. members every
possible latitude.

Mr. Curtis went on to argue that the
constituencies directly interested in the
Coast-Kootenay railway were represent-
ed by a majority of the house, a major-
ity of the votes and that they were unan-
imous in their demand for a road. If
any number of those members were pre-
pared to vote against a competitive line,
he thought there were sufficient mem.
bers from constituencies not directly in-
terested who would vote for the compet-
ing line on general principles. He in-
tended to introduce a resolution which
would force all these members to put
themselves on record on this question,
The output of the Kootenay and other
interior districts would amount this year
to $21,500,000, and nearly all of that
would be lost to the Coast cities unless
a competitive line were provided. In
three years that trade would amount to
$50,000,000. Was all that to be lost
for want of a competitive line? He
warned the government against allow-
ing southern British Columbia to get
into control of the C. P. R.. Fortuna
was now knocking at our doors with her
cornucopia, and it was for us to take ad-
vantage of her favors.
the interior wanted to get to the Coast,
to the ocean, by the shortest possible
route. It was mot yet too late for the
government to formulate a policy of
government railway = ownership. They
would be able to give the C. P. R. and
Great Northern running wrights over
such a road, and would be in a position
to make the best bargain with those cor-
porations, Failing that, he favored
competition. He concluded by urging
the house to insist upon competition in
railways. He thought the V. V. & B.
should get fair treatment at the hands
of the government, though he did not
say that they should get the Coast-
Kootenay charter unless they offered
favorable conditions.

Mr. Curtis's speech, including
ruptions, ocegnied two hours.

Hon. Mr. er said although Mr.
Curtis had not followed the rules of or
der, he did not object to his speech, as
it had been carefully prepared last
week, but Wwas ruled out of order, and it
was only fair that he should be allowed
to deliver himself. (Laughter.) The
hon. member had couched his resolution
very cunningly, so as to be able, under
pretence of asking for certain papers,
to arraign the government on their rail-
way policy for the purpose of influencing
the electors. That might be quite pro-
per, from the hon. member’s point of
view, but he objected strongly to the in-
sinuation that certain members of the
government were controlled in their rail-
way policy by personal motives. It was
wholly untrue that such was the case,
but on the other hand, it was well un-
derstood that certain parties were work-
ing as the paid agents of a certain rail-
way combination.

Mr, Curtis demanded the names.

Mr. Turner said he did not propose to
give the names. It was well known in
the country, it was notorious, that cer-
tain parties were going through all
parts of the province soliciting support
for certain railway interests, and it was
currently reported that they were being
well paid for their services. (Applause.)

Mr. Curtis had made unfair and un-
warranted insinuations and innuendoes,
the only inference that could be drawn
from them being that the interests of
certain members of the government
were 8o bound up with those of a cer-
tain railway that they could not oppose
its claims. These insinuations we¥ un-
fair and unworthy of the honorable
gentleman, and could not serve the pur-
pose for which they.were intended, as
there was no possible chance of an elec-
tion for some time to come. (Applause.)

Mr. Curtis had taken strong ground,
and félt greatly encouraged over the
result of a public meeting. That could
only be taken for what it was worth.
He had seen, and other honorable gentle-
men had seen, public meetings bigger
than that referred to, condemn schemes
that six months after,«the wery peopie
who condemned them warmly supported.
(Applause.) Very often a public meet-
ing did not represent more than a frac-
tion of the vote of a constituency.

The honorable member had assumed
that the government'’s policy was all in
favor of one company, and the sole ob-
Jject of his resolution was to enable him
to make a political speech. He assumed
that the papers his resolution purported
to ask fqr would reveal the fact that the
government must give “the contract to
the C. P. R. Had he waited till those
Dapers were brought down, as they
would be at the proper time, he might
have dealt with them intelligently. But
he only desired to create an impression
that the government were ashamed of
their railway policy, and were preparing
to do something wrong. He knew the
government could not bring down those
papers. He was sufficiently well ac-
quainted with parliamentary procedure
to know that the government’s hands
were tied and their lips sealed with re-
gard to those confidential papers. They
could not publish them while contracts
were being called for. The honorable
the Premier had stated that the govern-
ment were awaiting an answer from
Ottawa, and that answer had not yet
been received. The Ottawa govern-
ment had been busy with the budget
debate and other important matters, but
an ansgwer was expected, and he hoped
one would be received so as to -enable
the government to take the house into
their confidence after the Easter recess.
(Applause.) It would be wrong and ill-
advised to bring down a railway scheme
until they had a definite decision from
Ottawa.  (Applause.) d

The government did not feel that the
province was in a position to undertake
the building of railways. The Dominion
might adopt such a policy, but the prov-
ince had not revenue sufficient to justify
the government in launching into such
a_hazardous undertaking. The Coast-
Kootenay road, he was Mformed, would
cost something like $40,000 a mile,
which the government could not under-
take to finanee for and expend.

would méake much difference in through
rates at the Coast cities.

MEETING THE FARMERS.

Agricultural Lecturers Visit Cowichan
and Are Well Received.

Duncan, April 1.—The visiting lec-
turers from the East, Mr. Duncan An-
derson and Mr. A. Elliott, .duly arrived
in Duncan on Saturday, and were well
received by a numerous and Tepresenta-
tive audience from all parts of Cowich.
an. With them came also Mr. Blan-
chard, of TPort Hadlock, Wash., and
Mr, F. W. Hodson, the well known and
deservedly popular Dominion live stock
commissioner. Mr. Hodson is In fact
the chief of alli the Farmers’ Institutes,
and a man whose wonderful ability and
organizing power is not as well known
as it should be, or as it probably soon
will be, in this province. It is mnot of-
ten that a meeting of farmers is con-
fronted by such an ‘“‘embarras de rich-
esses” in the way of lecturers, as
presented by these four gentlemen, all
of them successful, all of them experts
in their profession, and each one ready
to give away
ing. That their addresses were able, in-
teresting and splendidly delivered, goes
without saying. Mr. Elliott spoke on
the dairy cow, Mr. Anderson on soil
cultivation, and Mr. Blanchard on poul-
try management. But  the novel . and
most instructive feature of all was the
manner in ‘whieh Mr. Hodson exempli~
fied how the points of special interest in
each lecture can be brought out in the
discussion which follows, or even while
the lecture is going on. Mr. Hodson
afterwards addressed the meeting at
some length. He pointed out that he
was here, and his lecturers were here,
not by any means entirely to instruct,
but also to study the conditions of the
country and the requirements of farm-
ing. The information that they would
take back to Ontario would be used to
devise schemes for the ‘general advance-
ment of agriculture in this province, and
particularly to point out to the young
men in the Hast, those who had every in-
tention of emigrating, that if they wish-
ed to do so, there was no need to go
over the line to the United States to find
fresh fields for their labors. They could
come out West to the boundless possi-
bilities of British Columbia, and still re-
main in Canada under the flag of the
British Empire.

At the close of the proceedings, Major
Mutter moved a vote of thanks to the
visitors, which was seconded by Mr.
James BEvans, and carried with much
enthusiasm. Mr. Hodson, in reply, great-
ly eulogized the excellent services of
the president, Mr. Hadwen, who is al-

of carloads of pure-bred stock. He call-
ed for three cheers for Mr. Hadwen,
which were given with great heartinesa.
