0sal to reconstruct the religion of Con-
lcius  upon the religion of Christ. And
what have we to do with legal guarantees?
I answer that question by telling you that
for the mass of the Russian people the law
does mnot exist at all. They either regard
the law, as 1 do, as a matter wholly ex-
ternal  to them, with which they have
nothing to do, or despise it actively as a
fetter which retards the development of
their Internal life. Western life  differs
from Russian in being rich in outward
manifestations, eivie, political and artistic.
The law is necessary to it, and it regards
the law as the crown and safeguard of its
being. The life of the Russian people is
less expansive, and they deo not regard the
law as an active factor.”
“But surely Russians submit to their own
laws as much as we?”
“They submit to them, but they are not
guided by them. It is not thelr submission
but their negleet of the law which makes
onr people 80 peaceful and long-suffering.
And that neglect of the law is also what
makes our officials the greatest knaves in
the world. You ask why? Because the
mass of the people, while they deéspise ex-
ternal restrictions, are guided by their con-
sciences, But onr educated officlals com-
tinue to neglect the law and have emanci-
pated themselves from their consclences.
They have neither principle nor restraint,
and in consequence become what they are.

‘““When T say that the Russiang are led
by -conscience, I do not mean to say that
there ig'less crime and preventable misery
among them than In Emrope. I merely say
that consclence plays here the part played
by law in the west., and just as your law
fails to secure om from crime, so con-
scienee here, through ignorance and error,
is mnot iofallible. The difference In prac-
tice is that the Russian peasant is quite
incapable of feeling comtempt or anger
against a criminal. He reasons that the
criminal is a man who has gone astray
either from faflure of judgment or through
passion. This 18 the truth about all so-
called ‘uneducated ®Russians. The lower
officialg In Siberia, in direct defiance of the
law, permit homeless convicts to pass the
night in the public hHaths, Whatever gov-
ernment regulations may lay down In re-
zard to the treatment of criminals, their
general treatment is sympathetic and kind-

“RBut surely Russinn history shows cases
of gross cruelty towards criminals?’

“Gross cruelty does take place, and when
it does take'place it is even worse than
the cruelty of Furopean offictals, for the
same neglect of the law manifestg itself
here.

Eminent AuthorityWho Has Care-
fully Studied Fish of
This Coast.

Will Make Exhaustive Enquiry
Into Methods of Propa-
gation and Protecton.

With a view of preventing the deple-
tion of the British Columbia salmon,
rivers and otherwise advancing the ipn-
terests of the salmon canning industry
the provincial government has engaged
a gentleman who has made a study of
the salmon of the Pacific slope as fish
commissioner. This gentleman is ).
John P. Babcock, until his appointment
by the provincial government, chief de-
puty of the California board of fish com.
missioners, and an authority on salmon
and other fish, he being one of those who
so successfully restocked the Sacramei.
to river after it had been depleted. The
appointment is the result of the repre-
sentations made by the canners of the
province, who in numerous interviews
with the ministers asked that some-
thing he done by the gevernment to pre-
serve and foster the industry. Mr. Bab-
«cock .will make an exhaustive enquiry
into, the habits of the salmom of the
British Columbia rivers, visiting for the
purpose the spawmnigrounds and select-
ing sites for any hatcheries that the
goverument might decide to establish
under the TFisheries act passed at the
last session of the legislature. TUnder
this- act the government is authorized
to place a tax on the output of the
canneries for the purpose of establish-
ing hatcheries. = This will not be the
only phase of Mr. Babcock’s work, how-
ever. He will enquire into all matters
in connection with the propagation of
the fish of the province, the best meaans
of 'protéeting them; and of advancing
the canning industry. His work will in
no way interfere with the work of the
Dominion ﬁ)evernment in connection
with the fisheries, but on the other hand
the provincial government will work in
harmonﬁ with the Dominion authorities.
Mr. Babeock first entered the service
of the California board of fish commis-
sioners in April, 1891, as a patrolman.
In the eusuing year hfs work had made
such an impression on the officers of the
board that be was made .chief of the
patrolmen. '[He was still further ad-
vanced in the following year to the of-
fice of chief deputy, whiech position he
has held up to the present time. Dur-
ing the 10 years he has served the com-
misgion its membership has changed
seven times. ng the same period
three governors have ‘had jurisdiction
over the board. Mr. Babcock, although
a Republican in politics, was not dis-
turbed when Governor Budd, a Demo-
erat, was elected.
The chief deputy of the board is its
executive officer. him devolves the
‘work of carrying out the orders of the
