Lampman, had no Jjurisdiction; secondly,
fthat there was 1o law in Canada’ which
permitted or required a simple denial in
answer to a verification to a pleading to
be sworn to, and that perjury was mnot
an offence under the extradition act. Mr.
Helmcken read an afidavit by Collins in
support of his application, wilch stated
the facts of the arrest and proceedings,
and of the objections made before Judge
Lampman who had overruled them after
they were argued before him at length.
Thre deponent also stated he objected on
the ground that Judge Lampman had no
jurisdiction and his detention was, conse-
quently, unlawful and unauthorised.
Mr. Helmcken went on to say some evi-
dence had been given, and objected that
it was not properly authenticated.

Mr. Helmcken pointed-out that the ex-
tradition commissioner had held with his
client to the extent that the Ashburton
treaty of 1842 did not include the crime
of perjury in the schedule of extraditable
offences and the act of 1886-was not ap-
plicable, ' except under section 3 of that
act, which stated\that its provisions
should apply to a new arrangement
which came subsequently into force. He
contended that legislation must follow
a treaty. It cannot foreshadow a treaty,
but must be subsequent to it. Canada
was not a nation

Mr. Justice Martin—The Privy Coun-
cil has decided upon that point that Can-
ada is a dependent federal state, as dis-
tinguished from an independent federal
state.

Mr. Helmcken said that certain pow-
ers are given the government as far as
Canada is concerned to carry out an ar-
rangement, but Canada cannot make its
own treaties. Canada has exceeded its
power in going beyoud the treaty. The
treaty of 1890 followed the extradition
act, and the act therefore could not be
said to be lYegislation upon it. A ‘tele-
gram has been received from the Secze-
tary of “State that the law of 1889 had

Never Been Proclaimed

and could not, therefore, affect the ac-
cused.. The contentions he advanced
went to the root off the matter of Judge
Lampman’s jurisdiction, and the apph-
cation was justifiable. It is known that
a fugitive cannot be surrendered for fif-
teen days after decision of the extradi-
tion commissioner, and it might be

. argued that the case should proceed and

accused take advantage of his statutory
rights at the close of the hearing before
Judge Lampman. The right of applying
for habeas corpus, however, attaches to
anyone who believes himself in illegal
custody. He would ask His Londship
to grant .an order nisi and go into the
question.

Steamer Lyra of the White Star
Steamship Company, which took a car-
2o of 7,000 tons of freight from Victoria
tto St. Michael and Cape Nome, returned
on Sunday evening from the northern
ports after a good voyage. The steamer
brought no freight or passengers south.
Mr. Marrington, pursuer, gave some in-
teresting details of a rich strike made
by Capt. Nels Peterson, & Dawson oper-
ator, who took a lay on the Pioneer Min-
ing Company’s bench on Little creek at
Cape Nome.

Great Britain Would Stand by
the Republic Against
Kalser.

London, July 24.—From a high offi-
cial of the foreign office today the
Associated Press obtained an inter-
esting statement regarding the rela-
tions of Great Britain, France and
Germany. Beginning with a declar-
ation that Great Britain would wel-
come a defensive alliance with France
because it would insure a long con=-
tinuance of European peace by acting
as a check to German ambitions, the
official characterized the charges made
in the German press against Great
Britain of seeking to involve France
in a war with Germany- as absolutely
contrary to the facts. He said:

“France certainly is not desirous of
war with Germany, and if Great
Britain, as alleged, is urging France
to fight, the French government and
press would not now display that
friendliness towards us which is ap-
parent on all sides.

“When Germany created the contro-
versy with France over Morocco, the
British government informed the
French. government that it would sup-
port it in whatever policy it decided
to pursue. Accordingly Great Britain
declined to participate__in the inter-
national conference, then France de-
clined, and Great Britain accepted
when France reconsidered its decision;
but any charge that we sought to
bring about war or failed to use our
good offices to prevent a conflict is
absolutely false.

Would Stand by France

“We would undoubtedly have stood
by France in any conflict over the
Mproccan question, but we do not
want a conflict, and desire an under-
standing with France solely to insure
peace. >

“Great Britain at war would suffer
infinitely greater losses than her ad-
versary. For one thing, our entire
shipping would go to Ameri and
the people would overthrow Y B0V~
err&m?nt assuming an aggressive atti-
tude.”

Regarding the diplomatic relations
between Germany and Great Britain,
the Associated Press was informed
that they were not in the least
strained, and that there never had
been any serious difficulty between
the two governments.

It has always been considered here
that Germany’s attack on the French
Moroccan policy dealt directly with
the Anglo-French entente, while well:
founded opinions have been expressed
that Germany would welcome an un-
derstanding” with France, instead of
occupying a begging role.
