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A Very Light Straw.

Drowning men catch at straws, we are
told. When we see them abandon a plank
and catch at a straw we are justified in con-
cluding that the horrorsof death have un-
balanced their minds. This seems to be the
condition of the Liberals, Having received
ample notice that they can’t float ashore on
the unrestricted reciprocity plank, they seem
inclined to make a grabat the free-trade-with-
Britain straw. Tbe English Tories used to
be dubbed the stupid party, but the Can
dian Liberals bave established their hig
title to that designation. They are deter-
mined to get a policy, but they find ‘it diffi-
cult to procure one that is not crippled and
discredited by unfortunate comsequences.
Their policy :of unrestricted reci-
procity involved discrimination against
the Mother Country — 8 proposal
that every feeling of patriotism and even of
common gratitude forbade. That policy
having received the stamp of the people's
disapproval, they are groping for another
not possessing - the disadvantages that con-
demned @he first. They think they have
found it in free trade with Britain and are
throwing out feelers through the medium of
the young publicists of the party. Hére,they
say,we have a policy that calls for no abate-
ment of our loyalty to the Mother Land, but
on the contrary would be & striking proof of
what sacrifices we are prepared to make for
her,

It sounds very pretty, but there are a
pumber of serious objections to the pro-
posal. Onpe of the dearest rights ‘of &
self-governing community is the right to
shape its fiscal policy in its own interests.
Important as this right is our Liberal friends
were prepared to abandon it. They were
ready to hand over all that troublesome
matter to their good friends in the United
States. However lightly Liberals may esteem
this inherent right the majority of Cana-
dians prige it highly. Public men in England
recognize that it is a function to which we
are entitled and which we are at liberty to
employ in any wey that promises prosperity
and advantage to Canada. Even were we
to take advantage of the right to the extent
of giving privileges inour markets to other
eountries which we denied to her
it is doubtful if, offidially, ome
word of protest would be addressed
to our Government. Certainly British
statesmen have never dreamed of protesting
against our efforts to encourage the home
industries of our country. ~As free traders
they think our policy & mistaken one, but
our privilege to adopt it would not for a
moment be denied. Having adopted the
protective policy, being yet in the midst of
the experiment, baving encouraged men to in‘
vest their all in various manufactures, having
raised communities of skilled mechanics here
and there throughout the country, we are
asked to tear the whole fabric down, to ex-
pose our manufacturers to the unrestricted
competition of the greatest manufacturing
country in the ‘world, to pit our
mechanics - against the underpaid me-
chanics of Great Britain, and indeed
in a°+ word to invite commercial
disaster and disruption. The very proposal
is upsettling and this persistent advocacy of
fiscal and commercial revolution has a tend-
ency to perpetuate distrust and consequent
stagnation. Do the gentiemen who make
such propositions ever swp fo inquire 'what
effect such a step would have on the millions
that are already invested .in various indus-
tries in this country ?

It perhaps never occurred to them that the
adoption of such a policy would almost wipe
out the whole of our revenue. That of
course is a small matter, and as the proposal
is so objectionable from many points of
view we do not even ask them to confide in
us how they propose to deal with that fea-
ture of it.

Another View of It,

A writer in The New York Times has been
investigating the subject of the trade be-
tween Canada and the United States and
has been quite startled by the facts that the
figures disclose. The ordinary U.S. trade re-
turns are not complete and are therefore mis-
leading, but with the aid of the figures pub-
lished by both countries he has been able to
get at an accurate picture of what the trade
situstion is. The dominant idea created in
his mind by his study of the figures is that
the Republican party in-a lame attempt at
giving the Anierican farmer protection from
the competition of the Canadian farmer
imperilied a growing trade in manufactures
that already amounts to $22,000,000. Now
it just occurs to the writer in The Times that
the Canadians might take it into their
beads to do a little retaliation on their own
account as an answer to McKinleyism.
Should this be done an important portion of
the forejgn trade of the United States would
be hampered if not entirely cut off. The
Times has an editorial reference to the mat-
ter. It says:

Undoubtedly there should be practical
freedom of exchange between the United
Stateés and Canada. There isno reasonable
or even plausible excuse for the obstacles
that are placed in the way of such exchange
by the customs laws of the two countries,
and especially by those of the United States,
which are'much the more onerous and ir-
rational.- Despite these obstacles there had
grown up, previous to the passage of the
absurd and iniquitous tariff of 1890, a trade
of great importance with our northern
neighbors—_fu trade much larger and much
more advantageous to the United States than
has beeri generally understood.

The writer in The Times gives what he
claims is the attitude ot the Canadian ad
ministration towards freer trade, and it isas
follows:

They propose that all the raw products of
each country, together with a limited. list of
manufactures as may beagreed upon, shail
be admitted into either country free of duty;
that the fisheries of each country shall be
open to both on equal terms; that the canals
and inland rivers and lakes and coasting
trade shall be free to both, and that Ameri-
can manufactures shall continue to be ad-
mitted into Canada on as favorable terms
as thjose of Great Britain. Under such an
arrangement Canadians believe that they
would obtain considerable advantage from
the free admission of their raw products into
the United States; but tbey contend that
even under the Jargest possible increase in
their sales of such products the balance of
trade would continue to be largely in favor
of the United States, whose trade with the
Dominion in manufactured goods will’ large-
ly overbalance any excess in favor of Can-
ada in the trade in raw products,

The Timeseditorially says thisisa very fair
proposition, and adds that it is one of the
questions that will be decided by the people
at the forthcoming Presidential election.

Qur rural contemporaries of the Reform
persuasion take the election in Toronto oa
Friday seriously.

FOR A THOUSAND YEARS,

The Lease from the University to the
Park Hospital in College-streat.

The University Senate met on Friday night, the
chancellor presiding. On motion of Mr. Maclean
it was agreed that the Board of Trustees should
be elected annually.

Mr. Maclean's proposition that no charge ought
to be made on the endowment of the University
or any disposition be made of the property of
the University by either the Minister of Educa-
tion, the Lieutenatt-Goyerpor-in-Coungil or the
Legislature, without first takihg the opinion
of the senate on the pro] expendi-
ture or proposéd dispogition o the property
was referred to a special committee, consmlng
of the chancelior, vice-chancellor, president ani
Professor Loudon, with instructions to make
some suggestious for the protection of the uni-
versity endowment from such inroads as have
beentmnde upon it without the permission of the
genate.

In answer to inquiries sent to the registrar and
by him transmitted to the bursar, the following
report was presented relating to the site of the
Froposed park hospital on university land adjoin-

ng College-street:

1. That on March 10, 1887, the followin board
mioute appears: ‘‘Letter from the Minister of
Education was read at the meeting of the Board
of Trustees, asking the board to defer congidera-
tion of the application of parties to lease lots in
College-street in front of Wiycliffe College;”

2. That on Jan. 4, 1890, lots 8 and 9, fronting on
College-street, were Jeased to the trustees of the
Park Hospital for 999 years for hospital and
educational purposes only, ‘yielding and pay-
ing therefor yearly during the term, by way of
rent, such moneys as the Senate may from time
to time require to be paid by students for the
privilege of attending the hospital for educational
purposes,” on the following conditions:

(a) That the lands 58 and 9) and also certain
other lands formerly leased by the Bursar to the
Protestant Episcopal Divinity School corporation,
being lots numbers 7 and 10 according
toa Pl“ of a sub-division of part of the Uni-
versity Park filed in the registry office as plan D
18, which lease and the term thereby demised
