>1 Hamilton, April 27.—At a meeting id 
St. Matthews' Clergy House, attended by 
several prominent high churchmen of this 
city, Toronto and other towns, tbe Cana­
dian Church Union waa brought into exist­
ence, and is probably destined 
self deeply felt in the Anglican church.

The most important clause in the consti­
tution is the one in which the object of the 
organization is set forth. This object is:

“To unite communicants of the Anglican 
Church in Canada for the restoration of the 
full use of the Book of Common Prayer.”

The object of the union as described in 
tbe clause quoted above, seems very Simple 
and innocuous. But it means much. It 
seems that organized effort will be made to 
restore to the church service - all the ritual 
which which was practised at the time of 
Cramnerj before the introduction of the 
Puritan element into the church. It 
means that •• the vestments, lights and 
other ornaments, and all the ornate cere­
monial authorized by the prayer book of 
Edward VI. shall be restored, for the lead­
ers of the movement point out that the 
prayer book now in use, so far from pro­
hibiting thess things, expressly endorsee 
and re-authorizes them. It means that the 
clergymen of the church shall strictly 
observe their religious duties as set 
forth in the prayer book, one of 
which duties (and one which is 
seldom observed) is that they shall hold a 
public «orvice daily in the church or chapel. 
It means, in short, that the Whole of the 
prayer book, and not portions of it, shall 
be taken as a guide to faith and religious 
duty.

Half a Score of Grocers Summoned Be 
fore the Police Magistrate For a 
Breach of the Act Beepectlng Canned 
Goods—Who Pat Up the Fake Goods ?

A number of prosecutions will be taken 
up at the Police Court to-day for a mis­
demeanor of a novel nature. Several 
grocers will appear on the charge of selling 
“soaked” peas without complying with the 
law in regard to such matters.

Their liâmes are: J. Proctor, 662 Queen- 
street west; Finkle A Co., 1233 Queen-el. 
west; Albert Hudgin, 154 Dundas-atreet; 
A. Child, 1124 Queen-street west; Catharine 
Sullivan, 435 Queen-street east; G. W. 
Urroy, 366 King-street east, and John Fer­
guson, 438 Church-street.

By an act which came into force in Janu­
ary, 1886, all goods canned after July 20 of 
that year were required to be properly 
labelled with the name of the canner and 
the nature of the goods. But it is under 
the following clauses of chapter 105, an 
act respecting canned goods that the gro­
cers are summoned:

Clause 2—Every such package containing 
goods prepared from products which have been , 
dried previously to being so prepared shall. In 
addition, be labelled or stamped with the word "soaked.”

3. Every person who sells 
any such goods In violation of any provision of 
this section shall, oo a summary conviction be­
fore a justice of the pence, for a first offence in­
cur a penalty of two dollars tor each such pack­
age, and for a subsequent offence a penalty not 
exceeding twenty dollars and not less than four 
dollars for each such package in respect 
any such provision has been violated.

How tlie Bill Came to be Passed.
The bill in question was introduced ty 

Hon. John Costigan whçn he was Minister 
of Inland Revenue at the instance el the 
leading canning firms of the country. 
What gave rise to it was this: In 1884 a 
Front-street merchant purchased large 
quantities of ordinary.^reen peas of an in­
ferior nature and dried them; then he 
steamed them and put them into cans and 
was able to sell them as canned peas at a 
rate that was ruinous to the men who had 
canned a superior line of goods by legiti­
mate processes. It was to put a atop to this 
sort of thing that the act was passed.

Only recently have the canning mea 
found cause to invoke the aid of this act to 
•hut
goods. The canned peas these grocers 
were selling were labelled neither with 
the legend “soaked,” nor was the name of 
the canner visible. The Ontario Canners 
Association sent ont an informer and it is 
under his auspices that information has 
been laid. •

A Stream of Blood Coursing Under the 
Door of nn Outhouse Lends to the In- 
veetlgntlon and Bentley’s Wife Finds 
Him Lying Deed on the Floor—An In­
quest Unnecessary.

Edward Bentley, nn Englishman living at 
3 Jersey-avenue, committed suicide by cut­
ting bis throat at 11.30 yesterday morning 
in an outhouse on the premises.

Last August while working on Fred 
Marshall's farm on the Lakeehore-road, near 
Mimico, Bentley received a sunstroke and 
was conveyed to his home in a semi-uncon­
scious state. Since that time he has been 
under the care of Dr. Pringle, and has been 

.subject lo frequent and prolonged attacks 
melancholia. His wife and family 

watched him closely, as they had been 
warned byjthn physician that in many 
the yiotims of this form of disease made 
attempts upon their lives.

Yesterday morning Bentley appeared 
brighter, but his wife noticed something 
strange in his actions, and when he asked 
for his razor she instantly took fright. She 
told him where he would find what he 
wished, at the same time resolving not to 
leave him until the razor was safely put 
away. This she did, but leaving the room 
afterwards Bentley again procured the 
weapon, and quietly clipping out of the 
house repaired to an outhouse at the fur­
ther end of a small garden in the rear of 
the house.

Higher education sought by the 
few was abreast of tbe times, but facilities 
for a public school education were not. The 
poor man’s school—the public school— 
should receive the major*portion of Govern­
ment aid.

Mr. Meredith pointed out the inadequacy 
of salaries paid to public school teachers, 
attracting only those who were disposed to 
make teaching a stepping stone.

This, said the Opposi­
tion, was a superfluous office, made to 
satisfy Mr. Houston, who was retired from 
the librarianship of the Assembly. They 
doubted his capacity and cavilled at his 
duties.

Where the Report Originated.
An examination of the notebook found 

on the prisoner revealed the fact that, it 
contained a mass of ravings against Irish 
Home Rule, amid which was a suggestion 
that the murder of Gladstone would be 
justifiable. Upon this slender foundation 
the report of the attempted murder of Mr. 
Gladstone was constructed.

Gladstone Was In Peril.
London, April 27—(Later).—Notwith­

standing the statements that have been 
made to the effect that Mr. Gladstone was 
in no danger of being shot, and that no im­
portance is to be attached to the affair, 
there is a growing suspicion that Mr. Glad­
stone was nearer being fired at than his 
friends are willing to admit.

Seen On Gladstone’s Steps.
The man under arrest is named William 

Tounsend. He is .38 years of age and a 
resident of Sheffield. The officer who ar­
rested him saw him mount the steps of Mr. 
Gladstone’s residence shortly after Mr. 
Gladstone had entered.

Fired at the Officer.
When the policeman ordered him to 

descend he fired at the officer and : sub­
sequently struggled desperately against 
being arrested. Tounsend asserts that the 
discharge of the revolver was accidental.

PENNEE ATHER’S TRIAL
A Grant of 91000 Given the Families Of 

the Five Lifeboat Men Drowned 
at Cuttyhunk.

Ottawa, April 27.—The Dominion Gov­
ernment has made a grant of $1000 to the 
families of the five brave fellows, members 
of the Cuttyhunk lifeboat crew of the Mas­
sachusetts Hupiane Society, who lost their 
lives a few weeks ago attempting to rescue 
Canadian sailors.

On Feb. 24 the St. John, N.B., brif 
Aquatic went ashore on a dangerous ree: 
called the Sow and Pigs, off Massachusetts 
coast. The night was bitterly cold add a 
terrible gale blowing.

A light burning from the brig apprised 
the men of the Cuttyhunk Life Saving 
Station that a vessel had been wrecked, 
and it was not long before a'volunteer crow 
of the Massachusetts Humane Society had 
the lifeboat launched. Timothy Akin was 
the captain of the boat, and he had also 
with him Fred Akin, Isiah Tilton, Hiram 
Jackson, Josiah H. Tilton and E. Bright- 
man.

Terrific breakers were dashing on the 
shore, but the gallant lifeboat crew heeded 
them not and pulled for the wreck. They 
were carried beyond the vessel aud then 
headed their boat round for the brig.

In getting out their anchor in order that 
they might drop down to the vessel, the 
boat was overwhelmed by a terrific comber 
and capsized. Five of the brave fellows 
met their doom, bat singular to say the 
only man in the boat who con Id not swim, 
Josiah Tilton, was rescued. He succeeded 
in catching au oar, and as he floated by the 
brig a rope was thrown to him, which he 
grasped and was hauled on board.

Next morning all the men of the Anpatic 
were,rescued by the crew of the United t 
States life-saving station, which is located 
in the immediate vicinity.

Timothy Akin was a widower and leaves 
seven children; Fred Akin was unmarried, 
but was the sole support of his aged father 
and mother; Isiah Tilton leaves a widow 
and two children; Brightman was the sole 
support of his aged parents, while Jackson 
leaves a wife and three children and a 
father who is totally decrepit.

The circumstances in connection with the 
loss of these gallant fellows being so sad, 
Mr. Smith, the Deputy Minister of Marine, 
represented to tho acting minister that the 
Government should deal liberally by the 
families of tho poor fellows.

Accordingly Mr. Costigan recommended 
to his colleagues that a grant of $1000 be 
made to the famil .es of deceased, and this 
recommendation was unanimously approved. 
The British consul at Boston strongly 
urged on the Dominion Government the 
cases ot the families of the brave fellows 
who perished.

His Father's Life Blood.
Ten minutes later Bentley’s 10-year-old 

son, who was planting some flower seeds 
which had been given him in the garden, 
noticed a thin stream of blood creeping 
sluggishly forth from under the outhouse 
door. He ran to his mother and told her 
of the cirrumstance.

Finding the door of the outhouse fastened 
on the inside with a button, Mrs. Bentley 
procured* a knife and, passing it through a 
crack, pushed the button up and obtained 
an entrance.

The tiny thread of blood which was issu­
ing from beneath the door had by this time 
increased in volume and with a terrible 
sinking at her heart the wife threw open 
the outhouse door.

the men it was not intended for. The 
grocers summoned are, as a rale, small 
dealers with quantities of “faked” peas 
ranging all the way from 10 cans to five 
dozen. If the penalty 'of $2 a can is ex­
acted it will be a great injustice. There is 
little doubt that the merchants were en­
tirely ignorant of tho law and of the nature 
of the goods they were selling. “Soaked 
peas” being good enough for edible pur­
poses, but a great injustice to legitimate 
cannera. The proeecution will result in 
tlie discovery of the firm who canned the 
peas, but thwvriU not make a defence for. 
the grocers in question. It is another in­
stance in which a knowledge of the law re­
lating to his business would 
chant time and worry and money.

Niagara Falls Hotel Licenses.
This deputation of Niagara Falls citizens 

waited upon the Government yesterday 
afternoon: Mayo# Barkley and Messrs. 
Hammond, Logan, Flaherty and German, 
ex-M.P.

It seems that according to the last census 
the town has three more hotel licenses than 
it ie entitled to, and accordingly that num­
ber of hostelriee will have to close their 
doors. But this the deputation considered 
a hardship, not only on account of the 
usual summer traffic, but also on account of 
the expected extraordinary influx of World’s 
Fair tourists. They wish the Government 
to make some special provision for the town 
qutside of the general act.

Publie Accounts Committee.
Mr. Clancy continued his examination of 

Mr. Henry Smith at the Public Accounts 
Committee yesterday morning. Certain 
discrepancies between the public accounts 
and the commissioner’s report were pointed 
ont regarding the expenditure on the Al­
sace-road during 1883 and 1884.

City Soliciter Biggar requested that the 
act respecting the Toronto and Soar boro 
Electric Light and Power Company be 
allowed to stand over. It was accordingly 
deferred until Thursday, May 4.

The bill to incorporate the Niagara and 
St. Mary River Railway Company was laid 
over until Wednesday, May 3.

Private Bills Committee.
The quarrel of the Kingston Council and 

the Street Railway Company was ventilat­
ed at the Private Bills Committee yester­
day morning.

The discussion lasted for two hoars. The 
committee were in favor of the city main­
taining the roadway for 15 years.
