Why Not To Ontarie?

The papers have recently. contained the
names of a farmers’ delegation coming from
the Old Country to spy out our land. It
is now stated that these representative
agriculturists are to be hurried direct to
the Northwest, without lingering in
Ontario,

Surely this would be a great mistake. If
the mission is of Dominion origin, Ontario
pays the piper in a greater degree than any
other province, and is entitled at least to a
cursory glance from those who may be
favorably impréfised; and in whose power it
may be to send us out settlers, of which we
are quite a8 much in need as Manitoba.

Whether any delegates are able to be of
much use as emigrant agents may perhaps
be doubted. They cost money, and " from
past experience it may be questioned if the
game be worth the candle.. Our own idea
is that one bona fide settler who sends
back a good report to those he has left be-
hind him is a better agent than any num-
ber of delegates, however flourishing the

. reports which they may write on their re-

turn home. But if September delegates are
to come, then let them see the Industrial
and pass through a part of Ontario that
from an agriculturist’s point of view will
exceed in fertility and desirability thas
part of the C.P.R. which runs through On-
tario from Ottawa to Port Arthur. In
nine cases out of ten it is better for Ontario-
bred yeomen to go to the Northwest and
for their places here to be "filled by emi-
grants from the Old Country. The mea-
sure of success to be expected by each will
thereby be wonderfully increased, and the
too prevalent disappointment will be cor-
respondingly diminished. >

The Kodak In the Polling Beoth,

The kodak would prove am invaluable
medium for the prevention of personation
at elections. 1t 1s a firsb essential in gov-
ernment by the people that the elections
shiould be honestly conducted. It has
been suggested that persomation would be
very rare if each voter were requested to
sign his name in a book when polling his
vote. ' A scheme which would be more
effective would be the use of the camera.
No honest man would object to being
phootographed in this way.. The business
could be done in the twiukk%of an eye,
so that the polling of the vow would nof
be interfered with.~ As to cost, that would
not be great in any event, and with modern
eppliances adapted tor the purpose, it
would be reduced to a minimum. With
the camera in the polling booth no dead
men would leave the cemetery to vote, and
plugging and duplication would be effectu-
ally stopped.

Killed By Arbitration.

The World’s contention that Canada has
been euchred in the Behring Sea contro-
versy is fully borne out by the comments of
the American press. Harper's Weekly of
last week says: ‘‘The decision of arbi-
trators gives to the United States prac-
tically all that they desire and ask for.

mmuﬂn ‘Singe Robber, Eseapes from
the Penitentiary in a Daring UBut
Simple Manner,

New Wesrainster, B.C., Aug. 29—
Martin Van Buren Rowland, the notorious
ighwayman;, who in 1801 held up the
Cariboo stage and robbed the strong box
of the British Columbia Express Company,
securing $16,000 in gold dust, escaped from
the Brivish Columbia Penitentiary Friday
evening, and is still at large.

The manner of his escaps was very
simple. - He formed one of a gang working
in a'ravine ou the west side of the peniten-
tiary grounds. A picket fence, five feethigh,
runs across the ravine terminating at the
12 ,feet walls on either side. The gang
was working on the west side of the ravine,
and a guard with loaded rifle stood sentry
only 50 feet away. Suddenly he sprang on
the fence, threw his hand up, rested it on
the top of the wall and the next moment
lesped clean over and safely reached the
ground on the other side. The' whole
operation did not occupy five seconds. 8o
q:ickly was the astonishing feat performed
that the guard had no time to raise his rifle
and fire. .

Rowland is 50 years of age and only five
feet and seven and a half inches in stature,
but he is wonderfully agile for a man of his
years. - A posse was sent out of the peui-
tentiary and the bushes searched for -some
distance, bnt Rowland. was nowhere to be
seen. Men were out all night watching the
Yoads leading fromh New Westminster and
patrolling the river bank, bus the runaway
was not met,

The convict was tried and sentenced by
Judge Walkem at Clinton assizes in 1891 to
five years’ imprisonment. When captured
after robbing the stage he had only s few
dollars of the stolen gold in his possession,
the bulance being cached somewhere along
the Caribop-road, but just where the
authorities have never been able to dis-
cover,

LEVI SENT UP FOR TRIAL,

Preliminary Hearing of the Gold Dust

HAMILTON, Aug, 29.—The preliminary

The German boy, up to his eighteenth
or nineteenth year, when he leaves
school, is looked upon merely as a ma-
chine for grinding out Latin, Greek, and
mathematics. ' So writes Poultney Bige-
low in Harper’s, and his German experi=
ences make him a trustworthy authority,
If he has in each week two or three
hours devoted to gymnastic exercises, he
considers himself fortunate. It never
enters his head that he should spend at
least three hours a day iu out-door games
of some kind. His teachers hold. up
their hands in horror at the idea of de-
voting as much attention to the physiea]
culture of their pupils as to the. cram-
ming of their minds with dead know-
edge, Even my excellent German tutor
who fitted me for Yale, and who was
himself a teacher of gymnastics, regard-
ed it as monstrous that boys should spend
two or three hours a day in playing foot-
ball or rowing. The whole professorial
caste of Germany, loyal as it is to the
Hohenzollerns, regards this Emperor
with ill-disguided suspicion, because
of his desire that the German school boy
should be a vigorous, typical creature, as
well as an educated one. The drudgery
of the school boy’s life can scarcely be
credited by one who has not lived it,and
it is only because the Emperor has suf-
fered under it that he is now so strong
an advocate for improvement,

The injury to health, which is the
direct result of the unnatural life led by
the German boy, has become strangely )
apparent in late years;—through public,
stafistics; but even without them the
evils manifest themselves to impartial
eyes in the difficulty of getting men of
proper build to fill the ranks of the offi-
cers’ corps. If the war department ac-
complishes nothing more than to bring
pressure upon the academic bodies in
this one direction, it will have justified
its existence; and if the present Emperor
should die having done nothing greater
than to leave every school child the
right to physical 8evelopment as well as
mental, he will have earned the grati-
tude of every mother and school child in
the fatherland.
