article to-discuss - the desirability of
yunning 1 debt for land, buildings,
farm stock or implements, a matter
which every ambitious and enterprising
farmer must decide for himaelf, but
rather to present ‘ food for thought’ for
all classes, old or young, man or
tvoman, employed or employer, sinoe
‘Rhe rate and accumulation of interest
-charges affuots the price of every com
modity and the happiness and comfort;
of every individual, We present lho'
following extract from a recent address
delivered by Wuliace P, Groom in New
York city. f .

Many carelessly infer that the in-
crease of money at six per ‘cent. is
just twice asrapid as.at three per cent;
but in realitys the increase iy vestly
more rapid than this. Tn one Hundred
wears at six per cent, the increase on
any given sum is about bightebn times
as much as at three per cent,

There are probably few, however, fa-
miliar with the subject'of the rapid in
crease of capital put at interest who
would not be startled at the statement
that the cost of the outfit of Christo
pher Columbus in, his first voyage of
discovery, put at interest at six jper
cent., would by this time have amount
eil to more than the entire money value,
of thid continent, together with the ac
cumulations from the industry of all
who have lived upon it. If any doubt
this, let them reckon the amount, esti
mating the entire outfit to have cost
only the small sum’ of $5,000, and re-

_membering that money doubles,at six
«per cent. in a little less than twelve
years, or accurately in eleven years ten
months and twenty-one days. Allows
ing it to double every twelve years, this
$5.000 at mtarest at six per cent. since
1492, will be found, would bave am-
ounted to $17,895,700,000,000 ; which,
estimating the population of the ea-
tire continent of America (North and
South) to be 85,000,000, or 17,000,000
_iamilies averaging five members each,
~would give more than $1,000,000 as the
possession of every one of these. The
interest upon $1,000,000 at six per cent.
_is $60,000, which would now be the
princely annual income of each of these
17.020,000 from the accumulations up
to the time upon so small a sum as that
named for the outfit of the discoverer.

1n Hildreth’s History of the U. S,
it is staled that Manhattan Island—
alterwards called New Amsterdam; now
the city of New York—was bought by
the Datch from the Indians for sixty
guilders, or $24, and this is only about
950 years ago. And yet if the pur-
chasers could have securely placed that
€21 where it would have added to ‘the
_principal, annually, interest at the rate
-of seven per cent., the accumulation
would exceed the present market value
of all the real estate of the city and
county of New York.

Now, the growth of national weaith
is only about 3} per cent. per annum,
notwithstanding the assertion of those
who bave placed it much higher,
though comparing the qld. valuations
with the new (which have been great-
1y increased), instead of taking as their
“basis of calculation, as they should have
done, the actual number of ‘horses, cal-
tle, sheep, hogs, etc., etc., at the dif-
ferent periods. It is plamn’ therefore,
that the great mistake most men make
is in attempting to use borrowed capi-
tal at an immensely high rate;ordinar-
ily termed interest; which, by the use of
gold as currency, is often forced still
higher. While the growth of the na.
rional wealth remains at the present
1ate, the average man who attempts to
pay even seven per cent. for all the
capital he ean get should not expect to
avoid bankruptcy as the result.

‘Withdrawal, of the Last Garrison.

We learn from very good authority
that it is the intention of the Imperial
Government to withdraw the garrison
from Halifax, Nova Scotia, and hand
over the ordinance praperty and. fortifi-
citjons of that place to the Dominion
Government. The orders will take
effect, it is said, about the time of the
expiry of Lthe Marquis of Lorpe’s term
us (iovernor-General, next November.

This may be regarded as the contin-
uation of that policy of gradudl éman-
cipation Imperial control inaugrated
shortly “after Confederation ' by the
Libeérals of England, intérrupted for ‘a
time while Lord Beaconsfield was in
power, and now resumed with a: view
to its tinal completion. Geveral Lord
Alexander Russel, who has lately been
appointed to the command of the
troops at Halifax, will be entrusted
with carrying out the orders of eva-
euation,

The withdrawal of the last Britizh gar-

deepest signiticance,and wmay be accept-

ed as a declaration on the part of Her

Majesty’s government to the people of

the Dominion that hereafier they must

be prepared to undertake the full bur-

den of their own mililary defence and

expenditure. 1t may also be regnrged

as intimatiing to the people of British
North America that the government of

thé mother country -considers them

eapable of taking care of ‘themselves,

and therefore are weloome to assume

the full unotibns of nationality when-

ever they pleuse to do 8o,

‘I'o manyCanadians,descendants of old

loyalist stock and British soldiers, this

news will bring a pang’ of regret. ' 'For

124 years, since Wolf died viotorious on

the 13th September, 1759, the British

troops have been intimately associated

with the history of Cunada. The strug-

gles and trials of colonial and Indian

wars, the Rebellion, the Fenian invas-
ion, the Red River expedition, all were
shared by British troops fighting side
by side with the Canadian militia, and

the record of that century and & quarter
formas the heroio epoch in Canadisn his-
tory. But now it seems the usefulness
of the British Army'in Norih™ Amefica]
is gones "Canada has come to her ma-

turity and must accept the responsibi»
lity of national manhood,
