BENJAMIN WHITMAN, OK INdLISVILLK.
Our last issue of the Monitor recorded 

the death of this aged and estimable man, 
which sail event occurred on the 4th inst., 
after a very short illness. Mr. Whitman 
was a great-grand-son of John Whitman, of 
Massachusetts, who came to this county in 
June, 1700, and who died in 1762 from the 
effects of an accident, by which a sled 
loaded with firewood passed over his body, 
while coming homeward down the northern 
slope of the South Mountain, near the Ro­
sette district. His grand-fat her, Edward 
Whitman, senr., was settled near Law 
rencetown, on the lands granted in the 
second division of the township of Anna­
polis, where the father of the deceased was 
afterward domiciled, ami where the de­
ceased gentleman was born in 1803. His 
mother was a Miss Faim ; his grandmother 
was Miss Dorothy Gates ; and his great- 
grand-mother was Mercy Foster, the daugh­
ter of a Congregationalist preacher, of Con­
necticut. In his boyhood days educational 
facilities were very deficient, and the de­
ceased was indebted to a local school for 
such education as he possessed, including 
mainly the art of reading and writing, with 
a slight knowledge of arithmetic. He 
married about the year 1826, and settled in 
the district now known as Inglisville, 
where he was possessed of a farm which he 
continued to cultivate until the weight of 
increasing years compelled him to relin­
quish it to younger and more vigorous 
hands. His intellect was marked by strong 
common sense views of the relations of 
things and a faculty of keen and shrewd 
observation. The writer well remembers 

remarks of his antnt the unwisdom of 
farmers in ceasing to sow wheat after 

the partial destruction of the wheat crops 
in 1846 and 1847 by the wheat midge, com. 
monly, though falsely, called the “weevil." 
He said, “ I continued to sow wheat, either 
on ploughed or burnt lands, or both, 
year, and I seldom failed to raise sufficient 
to make flour for the year’s use of my 
family. It is true that in two years I did 

than the quantity of seed I 
sowed, but I was not deterred on that ac­
count from continuing my efforts to raise 
that staple, and I was generally successful; 
hut as my brother farmers declined to 
they could not hope to reap, and I fear 
they were heavy losers by their want of 
faith and fear of insect ravages.” He 
reared a large family who have been 
generally successful in life, and respected 
among those in whose neighborhood they 
were domiciled. If an honest man is, in­
deed, the noblest work of God, Benjamin 
Whitman deserved to be ranked as one of 
his noblest works. Honest in his speech 
and dealings with his brother man, hospit­
able toward strangers, affable and good- 
tempered in his relations to his family, and

New Westminster and Vancouver, and 
Mr. Troop affirmed that mills of similar 
character were already in course of con­
struction along the C. P. R. in various 
places in the mountain region, and all 
these mills will find a ready market on the 
plains for the excess of their lumber over 
that required for local consumption, while 
cargoes from the coast have been sent to 
Japan and found remunerative prices there.

Mr. Troop spoke enthusiastically of Van­
couver, which in a few years he thought 
would extend itself towards its sister 
Westminster until they coalesced and to­
gether would outrival San Francisco in 
trade and population, as it would certainly 
attract the trade of Eastern Asia, Aus­
tralia and perhaps of India to itself, as 
the terftnnus of the finest trans-continental 
railway in the world.
