Municipal Expenditures.

Mg. Epitor,—A few weeks ago I pub-
lished through your columns some figures
in reference to expenditures by the Muni-
cipalities of Kings and Annapolis which has
called forth replies by the warden of Kings,
and it seems these replies have furnished a
capital chance for my opponents in this
county. W hen I sent the matter to you, 1
had no intention of doing anything to dis-
turb the people of Kings. I did not think
to condemn the managemeat in that coun-
ty, but to show that these matters are not
recklessly managed in this county.

The figures that I gave are drawn from
the Recapitulation of Presentment tables
of the reports furnished by the councils.
On page 18 of the Kings county report we
find in this table that the ratepayers of that
county were asked to *‘ pay to Warden and
councillors $428.40, or about $27 per coun-
cillor.” Mr. Roscoe adds to my figures,
which were from a corresponding source
in our own report (and exactly correct),
the extra amounts given to our councillors
for extra work, making in all $643.02. This
is correct. But let us look further into the
claims of Kings county council.

+ In their presentment I find that just be-
low the claim for $428.40, is the contingent
account asking for councillors and auditors
pay to end of Jannary term, 1892, §450.00,
making in all, net §213.40, but $878.40.
Then we find that they asked for a bill of
$34.80 in addition for auditors. This we
put against our expense tor auditors. These
amounts are all in the presentment for that
year, and at the foot is the following part
of a resolution : *“that the Municipality of
Kings be assessed in a county rate to pay
the foregoing presentment.”

As to pay for treasurer and clerk, I find
that although $50.00 may be added to our
clerk’s pay for election expenses, the Kings
county clerk got that year for stationery,
ete., $57.26, items which are covered by
$350.00 salary of our clerk, but not by the
$400 salary of the Kings county clerk.

Mr. Roscoe passes over, with by a slight
notice, the subject of expenses of poor and
insane—matters of vast moment to rate-
payers, the management and cost of which
is a reflection of the efficiency of the work
for which salaries are paid.

Incidents of the Presidential Campaign.

E. HP. FURNISHES OUR READERS WITH A
BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF HIS LATE
AMERICAN VISIT.

Mz. Eprror.—Planning a vacation in
the United States, I decided to arrange
matters so as to be in New York durin, tﬁe
Presidential Election. So on the 28th of
October we took train for Yarmouth to
connect with the Boston. for the Hub.
After an uneventful trip we reached our
destination, and having spent a couple of
days there, proceeded to Fall River by
train, connecting at that city with the
Pilgrim for New %’ork. One needs to travel
on one of these magnificent ships to get an
idea of a floating palace. Landing in the
metropolitan city of America on the 1st of
November, we found the campaign in full
blast; but unlike previous presidential
elections, being conducted very quietly—
the result being aimed at by an appeal to
the reason rather than the emotions. A
strong revulsion against the iniquitous
McKinley Bill was apparent, and that
leading republicans were abandoning their
party on that account was evident. Hear-
ing that Hon. Wayne MacVeagh, of Penn-
sylvania, and Ex-Gov. Campbell of Ohio
were to speak in Brooklyn in behalf of the
democracy, I resolved to be present; and,
accordingly at the hour announced, I went
to the Academy of Music, which was
thronged with eager listeners, to the inspir-
ing strains of the band which was discours-
ing some fine music as a prelude to the
oratorical display soon to follow. A number
of prominent public men of Brooklyn were
on the platform, and soon Mr. MacVeagh
was introduced. This gentleman was At-
torney-General in the cabinet of the lamen-
ted Garfield and a recent convert to the
democratic faith. He is a spare man, over
medium height, smooth shaven, and of a
very active nervous temperament. As a
speaker he begins somewhat slowly; but,
as he goes on, becomes more absorbed in
his effort, waxing more and more eloquent
antil the glowing periods roll from his. elo-
quent tongue with ever increasing beanty
and power. No man could hear hi with-
out being convinced that with his defection
the Republican party had sustained a seri

ous loss. ‘I am accused of deserting my
party,” said he. “It is false; my party
has left me.” The principles that animated
the Republican party when I was in its
ranks are no longer there, and to-day the
democratic party is the only safe-guard to
which the country can look. Ex-Gov.
Campbell next spoke. He is the gentle.
man whom Col. McKinley, the author of
the famous McKinley Bill defeated las:
year in the contest for the governorship o

Ohio. Campbell is a very fine looking man,
and is distinguished by more of the attri-
butes of the stump orator than MacVeagh.
He kept his audience in the best of humour
with his witticisms and caustic thrusts at
the policy and methods of the Harrison

party.

Feeling that one story is good until
another is told, I resolved to attend a Re-
publican meeting, and so, as Patrick Egan,
the noted Irishman who represented the
the U. 8. government in Chili during the
revolution that deposed Balmaceda was
billed to speak in Claremont Rink, I wend-
ed my way in company with some friends
to that place, and was greatly disappointed
to find that the redoubtable Patrick was
not present, but as a substitute Congress-
man Finnerty, of Chicago, was to do
the tail-twisting; and although he
claimed to be very tired and was a very
heavy speaker, he certainly used his
powers in that direction to the very best
of his ability. We heard lots about ‘‘ Per-
fidious Albion ” and **British oppression.”
Hon. Geo. F. Elliott, candidate for dis-
trict attorney of Brooklyn on the republi-
can ticket, also spoke with considerable
force, and once in a while a democrat in
the audience would express his opinidn of
the statements of the orator in a plain way,
only to find himself promptly ejected by
the excited disciples of Harrison, who
made short metre of any one who ventured
to dispute the veracity of Finnerty or
Elliott. As Elliott claimed that he would
be elected, and the next Tuesday was de-
feated by 27,000 majority, the impudence
of the man who would challenge his truth-
fulness is apparent without further com-
ment. Calls for Egan were made, but the
lights were suddenly extinguished, and the
cry went up “ were was Patrick when the
light went out.”

On the following - Saturday I witnessed
a parade of 40,000 business men of the
democratic party, who on passing Madison
Square, were reviewed by Grover Cleve-

Election day passed off very quietly.
The voting is by ballot, quite like our sys-
tem, except that the booths are open, and
any one can go in except into the room
where the elector marks his ballot. The
ballot boxes are of glass. The poll closes
at4.45 p.m., and about 6 o’clock the streets
of the city were ablaze with bonfires, in
preparing for which young America had
spent most of the day. At '8 o'clock, in
company with a friend, I went to the square
near City Hall and read the bulletins as
they appeared. At midnight it was appar-
ent that Cleveland was elected; and from
the dome of the Brooklyn Eagle building,
the search light threw out horizontal rays
indicative of the fact. The enthusiasm of
the victorious democrats now exhibited
itself in all its exuberance. Cheer after
cheer rent the air; and parades, bearin
brooms, marched through the cxcite\%
crowds howling with all the frenzied zeal
of a victorious party. As the bulletins
announced the democratic landslide in
other states, hitherto regarded as hopeless,
the enthusiasm waxed warmer still.
During the remaining days of our visit,
the general topic for newspapers, clubs and
social gatherings, was the great political
revolution, as the fact became evident that
for the first time since the days of Buch-
anan the democracy had complete control
of the national affairs. One thing is sure;
the new administration have a pretty heavy
contract on their hands if they bring about
all the good things the party expect. We
trust they may not be disappointed, and
the reign of Grover be characterized by
more generous dealing with this fair Cana-
da of ours than marked the commercial
course of his predecessor.
After hearing so much politics we felt
like going to church, so having heard so
much of the fame of Rev. Thomas Dixon, jr.,
of the 23rd Street Baptist Church, we
decided to visit his church. In company
with a friend--Dr. H. C. Croscup, we
crossed the South Ferry and in a short
time the elevated railway hurried us along
to the place. A service of song commences
at 7.30 p.m. and last thirty minutes; and
this was going on when we entered the
building.- It was a most interesting ser-
vice, and at its close the *‘Platform King”
—as his friends style him—entered by a
side door, promptly took his stand and
commenced the servicee He is a young
man—only twenty-eight we were told, very
slender and tall, with smooth face, and not
one of those who would be selected as a
model of beauty. His subject was moral
cowardice, the text being Num. 13, 33:
¢ And we were in our own sight as grass-
hoppers, and so we were in their sight.”
He spoke for about three-quarters of an
hour without notes, and is unquestionably
a very brilliant pulpit speaker, with a
decided tendency to sensationalism. Of
late he has been inveighing bitterly against-
the city government of Gotham, and his
fearless independence in this line has made
him decidedly unpopular with Tammany,
and he delights apparently in making them
hate him more intensely. Recently he
went to Staten Island to shoot game, and
on his return was subjected to a heavy fine
for shooting robins which the civic author-
ities decided were song birds. As Dixon
was unaware of this fact he soon found that
his day’s sport had placed him somewhat
unpleasantly as well as unprofitably in the
hands of his enemies, and some of his ser-
mons would not be likely to mitigate the
fine. But this did not quiet him, and he
still thunders at them from his desk to the
immense crowds who flock to hear him
Sunday evening.

A stray effort is being
made to elect a democratic mayor for Lynn,
and unless the other party rally their
forces to their utmest the chances are that
the plan will succeed. |
