If the rebellion becomes general, Sefvia and
Montenogro will nat be idle spectators. Now
or never."”’

It ia reported in Vienna that Austrin hias
determined to intertere in the trounles in
north wost Turkey. The msurgeuts in Hor-
zegovina have met with reverses of late,
and tho Dosnia rebels havo been dispersed.
An article in a semi-official journal of Con-
stantinople resents foreign interferonce, and
deolares that Turkey is fully able 10 cope
with any rebellion, and will notcede an inch
of tecritory in deference to idle demonstri.
tions.
